HOSPITAL
COSTS HIGHER

THAN IN 1955

(Editor's Note: There has been
considerable talk going around
concerning Coke County Memorial
Hospital, with a result that facts
have been distorted. In order to
give the public complete infor-
mation on the subject, The Ob-
server has prepared the following
article:)

In an interview Monday with
Judge Jeff Dean and other coun-
ty officials, it was brought out
that no member of the Commis-
sioners Court has ever said they
wanted to close down the hospi-
tal, or had any intention of do-
Ing so.

However, the hospital has re-
quired far greater amounts of tax
money this year than ever before,

and for that reason county offi-
cials have been concerned, and
rightfully so.

I'he hospital was constructed

and equipped from a $75,000 bond
issue and a federal grant of one-
third the total cost, or about $35,-
000. Strings tied to the federal
money provided that the hospital
the county, and after that by a
| non-profit group for 18 more years.
The hospital opened in June, 1950.

Some of the county cmmission-
ers were wondering if they would-
n't be betier off to pay off the
federal grant, and then be in a po-
sition to lease the hospital. There-
upon Judge Jeff Dean was re-
quested to contact state and fed-
eral hospital authorities to learn
what steps would be necessary.

On August 12 representatives of
the Regional Office U. S. Public
Health Service and of the Division
of Hospital Services of the State
Health Department, came to Rob-
ert Lee and met with the Commis-
ioners Court. They made an ap-
praisal of the hospital building and
its equipment, giving a flattering
report of their findings and finish-
ed with the announcement that
with depreciation as of this date
it would require $26,540.99 to pay
off the balance due on the fed-
eral grant.

By so doing the Commissioners
would no longer be subject to fed-
eral regulations and would be in
a position to lease the hospital if
a suitable arrangement could be
worked out. However, no further
action has been taken. Officials
have not decided to pay off the
grant, but they may favor such a
move unless costs of operating
the hospital can be reduced.

The public is also entitled to
know that $11,785.00 in tax money
has gone to the hospital during
the first eight months of 1956. This
is a bad comparison to $4,150 re-
quired for the entire year of 1955.

Frank and Wilson Bryan recent-
ly sold their sand and gravel plant
to Cecil Montgomery of San An-
gelo.

The deal involved the complete
plant and equipment, including
loader, trucks, ete. In addition
Montgomery leased the sand and
gravel deposits on the Bryan prop-
erty and will pay a royalty on all
materials used.

The Bryans opened their plant
in May, 1953, near the Colorado
River Bridge, three miles west of
Robert Lec. The plant is large
enough to handle a big volume of
sand and gravel which is washed
and screened in various sizes for
highway and general construction
projects, ‘
