Plan to Finish 
New State Road 
To Water Valley

The Texas Highway Commission! 
has taken the first step to inau­
gurate a new two-year Farm-to- 
Market Road Program for Texas. 
E. H. Thornton, Jr., Chairman of 
the Highway Commission, stated 
that the fluids for this 1957 and 
1958 program are derived from 
federal-aid highway funds, match­
ed with state highway funds on a 
dollar-for-dollar basis.

J. A. Snell, District Engineer 
of the Texas Highway Department 
at San Angelo, has stated that the 
following farm-to-market road in 
this area is scheduled for work 
under this program:

From end of R. M. Road 2034, 
17.3 miles Southwest of State High­
way 208, south to Tom Green 
County Line, a distance of approx­
imately 5.7 miles.

Mr. Snell stated that the Com­
mission has authorized the devel­
opment of some area roads which 
will serve the dual purpose of 
providing service to the adjacent 
land as well as aiding in the de­
velopment of the entire state.

It was announced that work will 
begin on this project as soon as 
final planning is completed and 
necessary’ right of way secured. 
Resident Engineer H. L. Bailey 
will be in charge of the work in 
this area.

(Editor’s Note: The new high­
way to Water Valley branches off 
from No. 208 a mile south of Rob­
ert Lee. More than 17 miles of 
the route, much of it new location, 
has been completed during the 
past two years. From the above 
report, the entire stretch will be 
finished within another year or 
two. The new farm to market 
pavement opens up a wide terri­
tory southwest of Robert Lee which 
for the first time has not received 
direct benefits from previous Coke 
County highway projects.)

The Rural Telephone Committee 
in a meeting at the court house 
Monday night of last week exam­
ined the detailed proposition in 
which the General Telephone Com­
pany of the Southwest on Septem­
ber 17 made a price of S8.024.00 for 
rural lines that would be taken 
over by a Coke County Telephone 
Cooperative, in case it is organiz­
ed and is able to secure a loan t 
from REA to build a dial system 
serving rural patrons out of Rob­
ert Lee and the Silver area.

The committee also examined a 
report made on their behalf by 
Jack Covington, independent tele­
phone engineer of Abilene, to Mr. 
Hugh B. O'Hara, Section Head in 
the Telephone Operations and 
Loans Division of the Rural Elec­
trification Administration in Wash­
ington. D. C.

A letter from Mr. O'Hara to No­
lan Pentecost, chairman of the 
committee, stated that the report 
with cost estimates had been re­
ceived. and hat his section would 
be pleased to make the studies re­
quested to determine the amount 
of loan funds, monthly rates, and 
equity funds required to con­
struct and operate the system. 
This letter was dated in Wash­
ington. November 16.

“We are having to wait now un­
til they have had time to complete 
these studies and make us a defi­
nite report,” Ulmer Bird, secre­
tary of the committee, informed 
the Observer. “Since the tele­
phone company and the Cjty Com­
mission have arranged for more 
time on the switchover to dial in 
Robert I-ee, we should now have 
time to learn whether the project 
Is feasible or not. Rates will not 
likely be any cheaper than those 
proposed by the telephone com­
pany. but the plan as drawn will 
get the lines closer to many sub­
scribers. thus cutting down the 
necessity for building expensive 
tap lines. Thus each subscriber

I 
don’t like the U. S. Chamber of 
Commerce and I don’t want to see 
big business and big farm oper­
ators gobble up the little fellows. 
That’s one of the main reasons 
I was so interested in this year’s 
election because it was big busi­
ness and their Chamber of Com­
merce that played such an influ­
ence in re-electing a Republican 
president.

I like Ike much better than a 
lot of his crowd. I disagree with 
Shivers that he’s a better Demo­
crat than Stevenson. That don’t 
make sense at all. but It seems to 
have made votes.
