F arm ers  and ranchers and o ther 
em ployers of agricu ltural w ork­
ers such as cotton gin opera to rs , 
a re  rem inded by Floyd Ellington, 
m anager of the San Angelo office 
of the Social Security A dm inistra­
tion of some changes in the m e­
thod of reporting the w ages of 
their em ployees.

In 1957, agricu ltural work is cov­
ered by social security if e ither: 
(1) Cash w ages of $150 or m ore 
are  paid to a worker by his em ­
ployer during the year; or <2> 
regard less of the amount of wages, 
if any em ployee works on 20 or 
more days during the year where 
the wages a re  figured on a tim e 
basis.

The total covered wages of farm  
workers are  reported  only once 
a year, in Jan u ary  for the preced­
ing y ear to the D irector of In­
ternal Revenue. Ellington added 
that if em ployers keep an accura te  
record of the nam e, the social 
security  num ber, and the amount 
of wages paid to each worker that 
will be all the information need­
ed to com plete the annual social 
security  report.
