Robert Lee Steers defeated 
Hermleigh Cardinals 18-6 on the 
latter’s field Friday night. It was 
the first conference game for the 
Steers and with this victory Rob­
ert Lee looms up as the top team 
in District 6-B.

Freddie MrDonald. s l a s h i n g  
Steer halfback, scored early in the 
first period on a 16-yard end run. 
and went over from the 5 as the 
second quarter ended. Both con­
versions failed, but Robert Lee 
had a 12-0 lead at half time.

The third Steer touchdown came 
well along in the third period after 
Hermleigh had been penalized to 
their 2-yard line and Fullback Don 
Stewart carried over. McDonald 
failed to convert.

It looked as though the Steers 
might get a shutout, but midway 
in the final quarter Quarterback 
Orville Patey hit End Virgil Davis 
with a pass that was good for 25 
yards and a touchdown.

Statistics showed Robert Lee 
made 10 first downs and Herm­
leigh 9. The Steers led in rushing 
222 yards to 73. The Cardinals 
gained 83 yards on 5 passes com­
pleted of 15 attmepts, while Rob­
ert Lee picked up 8 yards in com­
pleting one of five aerial attempts. 
Robert L e e  intercepted three 
Hermleigh passes. Two penalties 
against the Cardinals amounted to 
9 yards, while the Steers were 
penalized 7 times for a total of 
45 yards.

Robert Lee kicked off to Herm- 
leigh’s 25. The Cardinals couldn't 
gain and a poor punt went to the 
Steers on the Hermleigh 40 Mc­
Donald gamed 4 and Bub Burson

In two more carries off tackle 
McDonald registered a 1st down 
on the 16. and then circled right 
end to score.

County Agents 
News Column

By Sterling Lindsey and 
James L. Comman

The Extension Service Sheep 
Specialist. Jim Gray, of San An­
gelo, and whom many of you know, 
will Ik* working in the county Mon­
day and Tuesday of next week, 
barring another postponement. Jim 
" ’ill assist us in sheep selection 
work with D. K. Glenn of Bronte 
and A. V. Hughes of Robert Lee. 
Anyone interested in sheep selec­
tion work or interested in finding 
out more about it will he welcom­
ed at either or both places. I am 
sure. We probably will start 
about 8:30 a.m. both days with 
Mr. Hughes Monday and Mr Glenn 
Tuesday.

Sheep selection is a never end­
ing process of trying to reach the 
ideal in sheep production. The 
program we wish to get in opera­
tion is essentially the same as what 
most operators are doing already. 
We merely try to establish a posi­
tive system with each producer 
we work with, starting with sheep 
he presently has and selecting 
toward a flock that will give great­
er production of both wool and 
market lambs. The program can 
be filled to any size operation—50 
owes or 500. The increased re­
turns from the'selecting are more 
pronounced from a larger opera­
tion, but all size flocks can be 
worked.

We think sheep selection should 
Ik* given careful consideration by 
the sheep men of this county. It 
costs just as much to feed a poor 
producing ewe as it does a high 
production one. And with farm 
and ranch operation costs ever in­
creasing. sheep selection offers 
one method in which we might get 
more return per unit, a necessity 
this day and time.

Much concern exists over the 
possible penalty which might Ik* 
suffered by Robert Lee high school 
because they had been using an 
ineligible player on the football 
team.

Ray Williams. He said the Robert 
Lee superintendent had gone a- 
bout straightening out things pro­
perly by forfeiting all the games.

Mr. Coalson also wrote letters 
of apology to the other four schools 
in District 6-B and requested that 
they express their opinions as soon 
as possible, if they favored taking 
any further action againt Robert 
Lee. He asked to be notified by 
phone by Wednesday afternoon, 
but had no replies Thursday morn­
ing.

Supt. Garland Black of Bronte 
has expressed his school's desire! 
that no further action Ik* taken 
since the ineligible player is out 
and did not take part in the Steers 
first conference game which was 
against Hermleigh last week.

Supt. Coalson feels that Robert 
Lee will not be further penalized 
and that the Steers will be eligible 
to compete for the district cham­
pionship.

In the meantime most of us are 
holding our breath. A majority of 
the conference schools could kick 
Robert Lee out if they chose to do 
so. Their recommendation is us­
ually backed up in rulings made 
by the state officials. .
