Humble has finaled its No. 2 
Ira A. Bird for a daily flowing po­
tential of 152.84 barrels of 45.6 
gravity oil. This is a lower section 
of reef lime. A dual producer is 
expected when final tests are 
completed in a higher sand sec­
tion.

Reef production was from perfo­
rations from 5.662 to 5,732 feet with 
four .sihots per foot. Flow was 
gauged through a 3-16tihs inch 
choke.

Location is 330 feet from the east 
and 660 feet from the south lines 
of Section 474, block 1-A, H&TC 
Survey. It is an east offset to the 
Humble No. 1 Bird discovery.

Robert Lee Bank 
Will Pay 3 P e t on 
Savings Deposits

Robert Lee State Bank will s tart 
paying 3% interest on Savings De­
posits effective Jan. 1. This is a 
newr service and is the first time 
in history that a Robert Lee bank 
has paid interest on deposits.

The plan had been discussed for 
some time, according to President 
G. C. Allen, and at a directors 
meeting a few weeks ago it was 
voted to put the Savings Deposit 
department into effect the first 
of the year.

It is in keeping with the trend 
for banks in smaller communi­
ties to pay interest on deposits, 
since the practice has been adopt­
ed by all the big city banking 
institutions.

Funds deposited as Savings Ac­
counts will earn 3'- interest which 
will he compounded semi-annually. 
Savings aorounts may be started 
as small as $10 and even lesser 
amounts for the very ‘‘small fry.” 

All deposits in the Robert Lee 
State Bank are inaured up to $10,-
000 by the Federal Deposit Insur- 
ance Corporation, an agency of 
the U. S. Government. It is possi­
ble for one family to have deposit 
insurance up to $30,000, Mr. Allen 
stated, by both the husband and 
wife’s separate accounts protect­
ed up to $10,000 maximum each 
and a joint account would also 
have a similar guarantee.

1 With inauguration of the Savings 
deposit department officers and 
directors of the bank feel they are 
now offering a most complete 
banking service, which includes 
checking accounts, loans of vari-

l ious kinds, safe deposit boxes for 
valuable papers and articles, etc.

Supplies for the Savings Deposits 
are now on hand, except pass 
books, and they are expected any 
day. The new department will be 
in operation as soon as the pass 
books are received.

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New Texas Almanac of 700 Pages Now 
Ready for Delivery at $1.50 Per Copy

In a swift-changing nation, Tex­
as Is setting the pace in economic 
expansion, according to facts and 
figures presented in the Texas Al­
manac for 1958-50, which has just 
been published by The Dallas 
Morning News.

Most striking has been the de­
velopment of manufacturing. In 
the eight years, 1949-1957, the net 
annual value of Texas manufactur­
ed products increased from SI.814 
million to $3,991 million. Even dis­
counting for inflation of values this 
was an increase of about 60 per 
cent. In the 18 years, 1939-1957, 
net value of manufactured pro­
ducts! ncreased from $449 million 
to $3,991 million.

The expansion of Texas bank­
ing, insurance, distribution, trans­
portation and general commerce 
has been greater in recent years 
than in any other period of Texas 
history, as shown by many pages 
of concrete data.

The Texas population increase, 
1950-57, has been even more rapid 
than during the census interval, 19- 
40-50. In the absence of an offi­
cial census since 1950, the Texas 
Almanac uses the official esti­
mates of the Bureau of the Census 
and its own formula based upon 
scholastic population increase as 
shown in individual counties, ci­

ties and towns.
The s ta te ’s population increased 

from 7,711,194 in 1950 to 9,127,000 
in 1957, with sojjie counties, cities 
and towns showing more than 50 
per cent increase. Farm popula­
tion continues to decline in re­
lation to the population of the en­
tire state but in less degree than 
during the 1940-50 census interval.

The more than 700 pages of the 
volume bring up to date informa­
tion on every aspect of Texas’ 
economic, political and social ac­
tivity, including latest data and 
historical reviews of the past.

Included are natural resources 
of all kinds with api-cial empha­
sis on Texas water resources and 
problems of water conservation.

In the pages of the volume are 
found recent developments and his­
torical m atter on government, edu­
cation, politics, civic activities, 
and developments and recent legis­
lation.
