me Facts About Your Water Supply

Check your faucets from attic |
to cellar and watch your hot wa-‘
ter faucets particularly; the heat
affects them and you lose both{
water and heat. Check flush tanks
of toilets by placing laundry blu-|
ing in tank and watching bowl to
see if it leaks through. Check out-
side water taps to see that they
are turned off when not in use—
don’t depend on the hose nozzle—
use the faucet.

Turn off faucets that are hook-
ed up to washing machines andl
other water using equipment when
not in use—both to preserve equip-
ment and avoid leaks. Be sure
the parts in your commode tank
are in good working order. When
flushing a commode be sure the
trip handle does not hang. Here
you lose a large amount of water
and also find your septic tank has
filled up.

If you think you might have a
leak in some of your water ser-
vices you can find out by turning
off all facets both inside and out-
side the house and then watch the
red indicator hand on your meter.
If it is moving you know you have

trouble. But, don't think you can
watch it for a few seconds and
find out. Some leaks would make

it move slowly.

Here is some information that
might help: 1/32 inch leak wastes
25 gallons in 24 hours, 1/16 inch
leak will waste 100 gallons in 24
hours, 1/8 inch leak will waste
700 gallons in 24 hours. Water is
precious—use it but don't waste
it. A very slow drip will waste 15
gallons a day.
