Robert Lee Bank 
Shows Deposits 
Gain of $300,000

Robert Lee State Bank had a 
gain in deposits of $321,000 at the 
close of business Dec. 31, 1958,

over the previous statement pub­
lished for Sept. 4.

G. C. Allen, bank president, 
states the increase is due to the 
general trend of an improved 
economy in this area. During the 
same period loans have increas­
ed about $25,000.

Deposits at the end of the year 
were $1,774,337, an all time high 
for any previously published state­
ment. However, Mr. Allen said 
there had been days when that 
figure was surpassed.

Banks are required to publish 
statements four times a year, the 
exact date being set by the state 
superintendent of banking.

Robert Lee State Bank has en­
joyed a steady growth during the 
past ten years. In January of 
1948 the deposits were $803,000, 
about one-half what they are to­
day. Capital and surplus then was 
$50,000, and that figure has been 
increased to $100,000.

Mr. Allen, a stockholder since 
the bank was organized, became 
active in its management in Aug­
ust, 1958. He was elevated to 
president two years ago.

The increase in business made 
it necessary for the bank to en­
large its quarters and a fine mo­
dern $50,000 building was erected 
in the fall of 1957.

While deposits made a big jump 
in recent months, loans were also 
increased $24,000. The bank’s 
loans are up $210,000 over a year 
ago.

Annual stockholders meeting has 
been scheduled for next Tuesday.

Frank Dickey Sr. was recently 
appointed to fill out the remaining 
two years of the county attorney’s 
term, succeeding his son, Frank 
Jr., who resigned.

Next year Coke voters will 
choose a sheriff, tax assessor-col­
lector, county attorney, commis­
sioners in Precincts 1 and 3 and 
constables in Precincts 1 and 2.

Judge Thetford presided over 
his first session of the Commis­
sioners Court Monday, w h e n  
claims were audited and paid and 
county business matters were dis­
cussed. Another session will be 
held next Monday. Commission­
ers hold regular sessions the first 
and second Mondays of the month.

The foundation also will sponsor 
research, using past experience 
with polio virus research, aiming 
at preventing other virus diseases 
which affeit mi)M-ms of people.

The foundation was originally 
formed when Franklin D. Roose­
velt, himself a victim of polio, 
was president; the new mission 
for 1959 and following years was 
adopted in 1958 when mass Salk 
vaccine shots eliminated infantile 
paralysis as one of the major 
cripplers of children and adults.

District cooperators have plant­
ed some 9,240 acres of cover 
crops during the year and manag­
ed some 6,531 acres of stubble 
and crop residue for soil protec­
tion and improvement. Approxi­
mately 44,000 acres of range land 
was deferred and properly used. 
Range seeding was practiced on 
about 2,762 acres. Over 1700 ac­
res of cedar and mesquite were 
mechanically controlled last year.

Cows Jan. 12th

Joe R. Lemley, San Angelo an- 
gus breeder and calf order buy­
er, has planned an unusual Stock­
er cow sale in San Angelo, Mon­
day, Jan. 12th. Facilities of the 
Producers Livestock Auction Com­
pany have been leased for the e- 
vent which starts at 11 a. m.

The unusual thing about the sale 
Ls this: the cows do not have cal­
ves at side and are obviously not 
about ready to calve will be preg­
nancy tested by qualified veter­
inarians. Also, the cattle that are 
four years old or older will be 
toothed for age by the “ vets.”  The 
cattle will be shaped into uniform 
lots according to quality, age and 
date of calving. The bulk of the 
consignment will sell in truck load 
lots but there will be a number of 
lots of 5 and 10 head for those 
ranchers who only need to replace 
a few of their cows before breed­
ing season begins.

The consignment will consist of 
about 1,200 Angus and 800 Here­
ford cows and some 500 stocker 
calves and yearlings. There will 
be pairs, heavy springers, late 
calvers, open cows and bred and 
open heifers. A goodly number 
of the cattle will be strictly choice 
quality—good enough to suit any­
one.

A number of area ranchmen 
and breed association representa­
tives have expressed a keen in­
terest in seeing a test sale of this 
sort in order to compare with con­
signment sales where responsi­
bility, quality and true value of 
the offerings are so difficult to es­
tablish.
