Willie McDade, 17, went on
trial here Wednesday for the mur-
der of L.. H. (Shorty) Canada, Gan-
dy milk truck driver.

A high taxing valuation in the past ten years has made it possible
for Coke County to make outstanding public improvements which
would not have been dreamed of without this increase of tax money.
A new court house, new school facilities in Robert Lee, Bronte and
Silver, a county hospital and two excellent park, swimming pool and
recreation projects have resulted. We have them now, they have
made Coke County a better place in which to live, and not one cent of
extra taxes has been levied to pay for them.

The only instances of increased taxes occurred where precinct road
bonds were issued. They were in Precinct 1 a few years ago when
§245.500 was voted 196 to 65 to pave the Silver loop, build a new bridge
over the Colorado River and run to a new paved highway from Silver
to the Millican oil field west of Edith.

Precinct 3 then followed by voting 57 to 26 for a bond issue of $62,000
to connect up this new paved road down to State Highway 158 west
of Edith at Pecan Church corner.

In Precinct 2 a bond issue of $160,000 was carried by a vote of 291
to 19. This provided for paving in the city of Bronte and construction
of some bridges out in the rural area.

This information is presented as a foundation for urging passage of
Fhe $150,000 bond election in Precinct 1, most of which would be used
in paving the streets of Robert Lee.

We present the following reasons why you should favor this bond issue:

NO. 1
While Robert Lee is an incorporated town its citizens have paid
county road taxes just the same as property owners in the rural
dreas. Our people also own automobiles and pay taxes on them with
the car tag fees. All this money goes into the county road fund.

NO. 2

Unfortunately Robert Lee is scattered out to the extent that we have
12 miles or more of streets which are in daily use. These city streets
have never been graded or surfaced because the city did not have thé
fecessary funds. But county road funds have been used almost en-
tirely out in the rural areas, and there is hardly a farm or ranch in
the county that does not have an all weather road to its gate. In
Some instances county road funds have been used to build a mile or
more of improved all weather road to a single ranch.

NO. 3
Lhe t°W‘" of Robert Lee has received little of the county road money.
thaybe its citizens didn’t contribute too big a share, but neither did
¢ average farmer or rancher. Oil valuations account for 85% of the

county’s taxing valuation. Also there are some owners of big spreads
who live outside the county and don’t help this community economically.

NO. 4
Robert Lee does not have the money to put its streets up in condi-
tion. They need grading and surfacing. Only in the most recent years
have we received any street work at all, which has consisted of
smoothing off the surface. There are no grades, no drainage, no sur-
face to keep us out of the mud.

NO.5
Please don’t forget that Robert Lee citizens also pay taxes on their
property. The assessment on a fair sized home in town is equal to or
greater than a good 320-acre farm. We pay city taxes, all of which
goes to retire administrative costs. pay old water bands issues, retire
the current water bond issue of $65,000 and pay off the big UCRA
loan on the Mountain Creek Reservoir project.

NO. 6
Residents of Precinct 2 (Bronte, Ft. Chadbourne, Olga, Hayrick) cast
only 19 votes against the bond issue in Dec. 1954 which provided for
paving in the town of Bronte. They got 132 blocks of paving for
$88,000, and everybody thought it was wonderful. Ranchers and town
folks alike are proud of their paved streets.

NO. 7
It cost a little extra taxes. In fact it cost more over in Precinct 2
than it will in Precinct 1 because our precinct has a much larger tax-
ing valuation.

NO. 8
If the $150,000 bond issue carries April 25 the entire amount is to be
paid off during the next 15 years. New oil development has increased
the taxing valuation of Precinct 1 and the Robert Lee school districf.
This precinct had a taxing valuation of $15 million last year and the
added tax levy will be small.

NO. 9
Robert Lee is the home town of all residents of Precinct 1 whether
you live here or out in Sanco, Silver or other areas. It is importan?
to have a county seat that is keeping step with the times. We’ve been
on your side, now we are asking residents of Precinct 1 outside Robert
Lee to be on our side.

We hope this is not asking too much.
If you are an average taxpayer it will cost very little.
If you are one of the bigger taxpayers, you could hardly
miss this small amount.
