Mr. Powers died at 1:20 a.m.
Monday, Jan. 5, in a Brownwood
hospital after undergoing surgéry
a week before. He had been ill
since before Christmas and re-
turned to the Brownwood hospital
where his daughter, Mrs. Opal
Montgomery was employed.

Exploratory surgery performed
Dec. 28 disclosed he had a malig-
nant tumor which had reached
the stage where it could not be
removed. He felt better a few
days, but declined the latter part
of the week and death followed
late Monday night.

A native of Erath County, Mr.
Powers was born Nov. 24, 1877,
and came to Coke County in 1899,
settling in the Edith community.
He married Miss Ida Field Oct. 28,
1908. She was a sister of Joe and

Carroll Field. Mrs. Powers died
Jan. 17, 1925, but he kept his
family together until they were
grown.

They lived with the Scott family |
a number of years, then moved
back to his farm which is now
owned by Mr. and Mrs. Fred Ash-
worth. During late years he made |
his home with the Ashworths.

Mr. Powers was a fine gentle-
man, a good friend and neighbor.
He was one of the oldtime fiddlers,
and was a regular performer on
the monthly musical programs at
Green Mountain community cen-|
ter.

The oldest daughter, Mrs. Leah
Blanton of Brownwood, was unable
to attend the funeral services. She
suffered a heart attack at the time
of her father’'s death and was hos-|
pitalized several days.
