Robert Buntyn as county-district at-
torney here. 

Davis will be sworn in Friday at 
10:30 a.m. in the district courtroom. 

After Davis is sworn in, he will 
assume all the duties of his office, 
including prosecution of the Casas 
murder case, according to Jimmy 
Ross, who has been serving as the CA-
DA pro-tern in the case. 

After consulting with an Austin at-
torney and the district judge, the com-
missioners decided to go ahead with 
an appointment instead of waiting for 
the state attorney general's opinion. 
However, they differed over whether 
to hire a CA-DA as a county employee 
at county expense or appoint one as a 
state-paid court officer. 

The commissioners tied 2-2 on 
appointing Davis as a state-paid CA-
DA, and County Judge Weldon Brad-
ley cast the deciding vote in favor. As 
a result, no vote was taken on a second 
candidate who was present Monday. 

Davis' appointment will be in force 
until the general election in November 
1978, at a reported salary of $27,500 
per year. 

Davis, who is married, said he will 
commute daily from Lubbock until he 
and his wife are able to find a house in 
Dimmitt. 

A native of Lubbock and a graduate

The bizarre circumstances of the 
Halloween night slaying of Roxanne 
Casas has led to speculation and cur-
iosity about the Wicca religion, of 
which the Loy D. Stones are ad-
herents, since the murder reportedly 
occurred near the Stone residence and 
the Stones have been charged in the 
case. 

The Stones have both belonged to 
the Wicca Church—which predates 
Christianity— for about 10 years. The 
religious group reportedly believes in 
w itchosaiew-gpinciernation, psychic 
phenomena td astrology.  

Stone hold*, a "doctorate in Celtic 
Witchcraft" from the International 
School of Wicca in St. Charles, Mo. 
Mrs. Stone is a former secretary of the 
Wicca Church.

Spit ei mew 
More than 500 
attend funeral 

"Unless we have a resurgence, I 
don't think we'll make the goal," 
United Way Campaign Chairman Jack 
Edwards said as the fund drive ran 
into trouble during its fourth week.

his finger, but we'll still be a part of

In an Associated Press interview 
recently, Mrs. Stone was quoted as 
saying, "Yes, we call ourselves witch-
es and warlocks," yet in a later in-
terview with the Dallas Morning 
News, Stone said, "There are no war-
locks anywhere but in England. Here, 
we have male and female witches." 

Stone told the Dallas Morning News 
of a friend of his in California who had 
recently done several life readings on 
him.and hi Stu drawn po 
him in three former lives. 

"We believe," he said, "th 
thing you send out comes back you 
threefold. Maybe in some other life, • 
but it will come back to you. We are an 
Earth religion. We believe that every-
thing has a spirit and is therefore a 
part of God." 

He added that one of the command-
ments of the Wicca faith is "Harm 
none, do what thou wilt." 

"That's not to say," he said, "that 
we believe in always turning the other 
cheek, however." 

The reported harassment of the 
Stones was related to their unusual

"Wicca does not translate to Witch-
craft Cult of America, though some 
folks might think so," Stone told 
Tommy Weaver, co-editor of Hereford 
High School's student newspaper, in a 
recent interview. 

"We're commonly known as witch-
es, but not so much in the sense of the 
old Salem witches that worship the 
devil," Stone said. "We don't believe 
in the devil, we believe in a force of 
God that we can control with our 
minds. 

"We worship God in ritualized 
prayer; we more or less use props to 
put ourselves in a frame of mind. 
Catholics do this to some extent at 
Christmas Mass. 

"Our belief is that we are rein-
carnated each time we die until we 
reach a state of perfection, each life 
being a higher degree than the one 
before. We believe that you can 
control what happens in your own life. 

"If, for instance, something goes 
wrong in our day we blame ourselves, 
not God. If something does go wrong, 
we try harder to correct ourselves. We 
someday want to reach perfection, and 
when we do this we'll be a part of 
God. We may not be but a hangnail on

A Dimmitt farm couple who are 
self-professed witches were charged 
with murder last Thursday in connec-
tion with the Halloween night shotgun 
death of 15-year-old Roxanne Casas.  

Loy Dean Stone and his wife, 
Louise, both 47, were arrested at noon 
at their home 6'/2 miles northeast of 
Dimmitt.  

After spending 3'/2 hours in the 
county jail—Stone in a first-floor cell 
and his wife in the women's cell block 
on the second floor—they were ar-
raigned separately before Justice of 
the Peace Marshall Young, who set 
their bond at $50,000 each. 

Mr. and Mrs. Stone both posted 
bond at 5:30 p.m., and are now free on 
bail pending investigation of the 
charges by the next Grand Jury. 

Their arraignments at 4:25 and 4:35 
p.m. came just half an hour after the 
funeral mass for Miss Casas had 
ended at Immaculate Conception 
Church, and while a large crowd of 
mourners gathered at Castro Memorial 
Gardens for her graveside rites. 

More than 500 persons crowded into 
the church for the slain girl's funeral, 
with more than 100 of them standing 
at the rear of the sanctuary and in the 
church foyer.  

Miss Casas, a Dimmitt High School 
sophomore, was killed by a shotgun 
wound in the head while she was a 
passenger in a pickup with four other 
Dimmitt teenagers on Halloween 
night. 

Two other youths in the pickup—
Maria Trevino, 15, and Carlos Garza, 
18—received buckshot wounds from 
the charge that blasted through the 
pickup's right window. Another shot-
gun charge hit the right side of the 
pickup bed, officers said. 

Miss Trevino and Garza were both 
treated at Plains Memorial Hospital. 

The pickup's driver, 18-year-old 
Arthur Herrera, and another passen-
ger, 15-year-old Adriana Rangel, were 
uninjured. 

Investigating officers said the pick-
up evidently was in the gray.] drive-
way of the Stones' farmyard, near a 
concrete-block well house, when the 
fatal shooting occurred. 

Many carloads of Dimmitt and Here-
ford teenagers reportedly drove along 
the Easter road near the Stones' home 
on Halloween night, apparently hoping 
to see a "witches' ceremony" or a 
"devil worship," officers said. 

One student reported that "half of 
the kids in high school" had planned 
to join the Halloween procession of 
curious teenagers, prompted by recent 
TV and wire-service features in which 
the Stones explained the beliefs of the 
Church of Wicca and promoted a 
witchcraft seminar in Amarillo. 

Sheriff Granville Martin said the 
Stones had called his office about 7:30 
p.m. to complain of harassment, and 
that he had checked around their 
house and had found "nothing amiss 
at that time," although he had ordered 
one carload of teenagers to "go home 
and leave these people alone." He was 
still patrolling along Easter road when

Establishing a headquarters for Am-
erican Agriculture in Dimmitt, like 
those recently set up in a number of 
nearby counties, is the first goal of 
about 75 Castro County farmers who 
met at the high school ag building 
Tuesday night. 

They heard speakers from Spring-
field, Colo., where the American Ag 
movement started nine weeks ago, and 
from offices at Hereford, Friona, Bo-
vina and Muleshoe. 

Still an unorganized movement, with 
no officers, dues or bylaws, the group 
has mushroomed as farmers from 40 
states and some in Canada have set up 
offices to publicize the plight of the 
American farmer and act to secure 
higher prices for farm products. 

The Dimmitt Young Farmers called 
the Tuesday night meeting here. Some 
of its members and other farmers of 
the county now are seeking a location 
for an office to serve as headquarters 
here, and asking donations to support 
the movement. Rex Lust is the DYF 
president. 

Among those seeking contributions 
are Don Moore, Bill Yokum, Gerald 
Summers, Richard Connell and Max 
Hastings. Plans are to have the office 
manned so inquiries about the move-
ment may be answered and informa-
tion distributed. 

Speakers Tuesday included Gerald 
McCathern of Hereford, who has been 
a leader in the movement over the 
High Plains; Dan Yokum and Wayne 
Blocker of Springfield. 

They emphasized that farmers must 
decide individually whether they can 
join in a proposed farmers' strike set 
by the Colorado group for Dec. 14. 

"The most important thing is, we 
don't want any martyrs," one of the 
speakers said. "Each man must look 
at his own operation, talk with bankers 
and land owners and do what he can 
individually." 

More than 500 mourners crowded 
into the Immaculate Conception 
Church last Thursday afternoon for the 
funeral of 15-year-old Roxanne Casas. 

Other mourners, knowing the 
church would be packed, waited quiet-
ly at Castro Memorial Gardens for the 
graveside services. 

Miss Casas was killed by a shotgun 
blast Oct. 31 while she and a pickup-
load of friends were taking part in a 
Halloween-night convoy of curious 
teenagers. Mr. and Mrs. Loy Stone, 
who live 6'/2 miles northwest of 
Dimmitt, have been charged with 
murder in the wake of the bizarre 
incident. 

The church's sanctuary has a seat-
ing capacity of 380, with room for 80 to 
100 more in side chairs and in glassed-
in rooms at the rear. All seats were 
filled, and up to 100 stood in the 
church foyer throughout the funeral 
mass. 

The dead girl's sophomore class-
mates sat as a group near the front. 
Many of them, along with older and 
younger mourners, broke into sobs 
during the service. 

"I'm sure you sophomores knew 
what kind of person she was," said 
Father Raphael Chen, who had been 
the girl's priest since she was an 
infant. "I knew—she was a very sweet 
person. She would always say 'hi' to 
everyone, regardless of who they 
were, and would always have a smile. 

"She was never involved in any 
trouble until last Monday, when, just 
like other teenagers, she went out to 
have a little fun with her school-
mates," Father Chen continued. 
"Then, all of a sudden, she was hit. 

"Why did this have to happen? 
Perhaps her death was a part of God's 
plan. I would like the parents and 
relatives to accept it as such." 

Shortly before Father Chen bid 
"vaya con Dios" to the dead girl, five 
or six members of the Brown Berets, 
Chicano militant group from Lubbock, 
slipped out of the church foyer as 
quietly as they had entered earlier. 
They were also on hand at the grave-
side rites. 

Less than an hour before the 3 
o'clock funeral, Sheriff Granville Mar-
tin had called Miss Casas' parents, 
Mr. and Mrs. Raul Casas, to inform 
them that murder charges had been 
filed in connection with her death.

The quality of High Plains 
cotton classed through Oct. 21 
has been "fantastic," says 
Donald Johnson, Executive 
Vice President of Plains Cot-
ton Growers, Inc., Lubbock. 

Johnson compared this 
year's High Plains fiber char-
acteristics with those reported 
from other areas of the Cotton 
Belt and said "High Plains 
cotton looks better by com-
parison than ever before. a 
fact which will make it sale-
able in markets not available 
to us in years past." 

Grades, micronaire read-
ings and fiber strength tests 
all are registering substantial 
improvements over previous 
years and all compare favor-
ably with cotton from other 
states. 

Staple length of High Plains 
cotton is always shorter than 
the national average, but this 
is the only category in which 
Lubbock-area cotton falls be-
hind. "Exceptionally good 
growing and harvesting wea-

Dimmitt's city commission hiked all 
police salaries Monday night to bring 
them in line with other police depart-
ments in the area and also to make it 
easier for Chief Joe Ben Mitchell to 
hire good replacements for two police-
men who have resigned. 

The new scale ranges from a 
starting salary of $825 per month for 
an inexperienced policeman to $950 
per month for a certified policeman 
with at least a year's service in the 
department. 

The commission authorized a sched-
ule of raises and uniform allowances 
that will result in a $950-a-month 
salary for all certified, tenured- police-
men. 

Also, the commission hiked Chief 
Mitchell's salary to 11.200 per month'  
plus a $75 clothing allowance, and set 
the police sergeants salary at $50 
above that of patrolmen. Santos Perez 
is the only sergeant on the force. 

Mitchell said the scale is now com-
petitive with police salaries paid at 
Dumas and Dalhart, slightly lower 
than Hereford's and considerably 
higher than Tulia's. 

The City Police Dept.'s pay scale 
also is higher than the County Sher-
iff's Office scale. Inexperienced dep-
uties start at $650 a month, while cer-
tified deputies get $700, County Judge 
Weldon Bradley said. All deputies re-
ceive a $50-a-month raise after six 
months in the department.

beliefs and the fact that they were self-
professed witches. 

Mrs. Stone was quoted by the wire 
service as saying that Halloween is a 
"major" holiday because it marks the 
beginning of the Wicca New Year. In 
the Dallas paper the Stones said they 
generally celebrated the holiday by 
inviting area followers of their religion 
to their home for a "meditation 
period," but had decided to spend the 
night alone without any celebration 
this year. 

At 7:30 the night of the murder, the 
sheriff's office received a complaint of 
harassment from the Stones. Report-
edly, carloads of teenagers were com-
ing by to "see what the witches were 
doing." 

Investigators suspect that the ha-
rassment was additionally triggered by 
an earlier appearance by the Stones on 
an Amarillo television station, in which 
they told of their beliefs in conjunction 
with an occult gathering there. 

Stone told the Dallas paper that as 
soon as the Halloween tragedy oc-
curred, he began receiving telephone 
calls from psychic friends throughout 
the county. 

"They knew something bad had 
happened," he said. "Some weren't 
sure what it was; only that we were in 
some kind of trouble." Others, he 
indicated, were able to enlighten him 
and his wife about what actually took 
place that evening. 

The Stones have said they knew 
nothing of the shooting and that they 
heard no shots at their farm on Hal-
loween night. Mrs. Stone said she and 
her husband had noticed the passing 
cars of curious teenagers that night, 
and had called the sheriff's office "like 
we've always done in the past."

the shooting was reported. 

However, Mr. and Mrs. Stone have 
said they know nothing of the shoot-
ing, and that they heard no shots. 

The fatal incident first came to light 
when the youths appeared at Plains 
Memorial Hospital shortly after 8:30. 
Hospital personnel notified the city-
county law enforcement dispatcher, 
and Dimmitt Police Chief Joe Ben 
Mitchell went to the hospital to in-
vestigate. 

Mitchell said the students described 
the area where the shooting occurred, 
and he relayed the information to 
Sheriff Martin, who was still patrolling 
in that area. 

Assisting Sheriff Martin and his 
deputies in the 21/2 -day investigation 
and arrest were Texas Highway Patrol 
troopers, two Texas Rangers, the Dim-
mitt Police Dept., the Dept. of Public 
Safety crime lab in Lubbock and the 
area game warden. 

Complicating the investigation was 
the fact that the county had no county-
district attorney because of Robert 
Buntyn's death Oct. 19. Attorney Jim-
my Ross was appointed county-district 
attorney pro-tem to handle the case. 

Ross and Justice of the Peace Young 
both were hospitalized here before the 
arrest warrants were served on Mr. 
and Mrs. Stone last Thursday. Young 
left Plains Memorial to conduct the 
arraignments Thursday afternoon, 
then returned to the hospital. 

Because of the bizarre circumstanc-
es of the case, the story received sen-
sational treatment by regional TV sta-
tions and downstate newspapers, and 
was reported nationwide by wire ser-
vices and at least one TV network. 

The Dallas Morning News Sunday 
devoted half of its front page to the 
story, with a full-color photo of Mr. 
and Mrs. Stone and a picture of Sheriff 
Martin. 

Reporters have interviewed the 
Stones on their religious beliefs—he 
holds a "doctorate in Celtic witchcraft 
from the International School of Wicca 
in St. Charles, Mo.," in addition to a 
master's degree in counseling from 
WTSU, and she is a former secretary 
of the Wicca Church—and have at-
tempted to interview the youths in-
volved. However, the teenagers—all of 
whom have given depositions—have 
been instructed by authorities not to 
discuss the Halloween night events 
with anyone.

Electric utilities have de-
pended on high-voltage trans-
smission lines for carrying el-
ectric power efficiently and to 
meet the growing demand for 
electricity. But now there is 
increased opposition to high-
voltage lines. 

The usual high-voltage line 
carries 345 kilovolts. Now 
there are 765 kilovolt lines 
which carry three times as 
much electricity as the 345 kv 
lines. But they cause nearby 
television screens to flicker, 
play hob with pacemakers and 
the surrounding atmosphere 
crackles. There are some ex-
perts in the Environmental 
Protection Agency who be-
lieve high-voltage lines may 
also cause long-term biologi-
cal damage. 

High-voltage lines have 
been around since 1969 and 
there are 1,400 miles of them, 
mostly in remote and rural 
areas. There have been few 
attacks on the high-voltage 
lines because most arguments 
between consumer groups 
and the utilities have been 
over rates and nuclear power. 
Recently the New York State 

Public Service Commission 
laid down new ground rules 
which may become standard 
for the rest of the country. 
High-voltage lines must have 
an additional 200 feet of right-
of-way near any housing and 
48 ft. clearances over high-
ways. One of the most com-
mon dangers is the tendency 
of ungrounded metal objects 
near the lines to pick up, 
dangerous electrical charge.

Hearing set on 
commodity futures 

Over the years agricultural 
producers who have dabbled 
in the commodity futures mar-
ket have had both good and 
bad experiences. Now a move 
is underway to provide addi-
tional protection to those who 
engage in futures trading so 
that the bad experiences will 
be kept to a minimum. 

A public hearing on the 
commodity futures market is 
scheduled for Nov. 16 at 10 
a.m. in the Earl Cabell Fed-
eral Bldg. at 1100 Commerce 
St. in Dallas. Purpose will be 
to review the proposed rule 
changes that were published 
in the Sept. 6 Federal Reg-
ister. The proposed changes 
are designed to provide addi-
tional protection to customers 
who trade in commodity fu-
tures, options or leverage con-
tracts. 

Proposed rule changes will 
cover these areas: suitability, 
supervision, disclosure of 
risk, discretionary accounts, 
advertising, churning, and 
handling of customer orders.

Grain can be stored safely 
on the farm providing a few 
precautions are taken, Melvin 
Barton, chairman of the Cas-
tro County Agricultural Stab-
ilization and Conservation 
committee said. 

"Particular attention must 
be paid to the moisture con-
tent of the grain and you need 
a structurally strong and 
weather tight building. 

"Grain must have a low 
moisture content for safe stor-
age. Excessive moisture will 
cause souring, heating or 
molding and will promote in-
sect infestation. Grain can be 
dried in storage to a safe 
moisture content using either 
heated or unheated air. 

"Even in dry grain there is 
a tendency in the colder cli-
mates and in larger bins, for 
moisture to build up in the 
upper layers of grain during 
the fall and winter," Barton 
said. 

Spoilage can be prevented 
by installing perforated pipes 
or ducts in the bin, he said 
then during cold weather a 
small fan can draw cool air 
through the grain to equalize 
the temperature and prevent 
moisture from being deposit-
ed in the upper layers. 

"Even clean grain with a 
safe moisture content can't be 
stored and forgotten," Barton 
warned.

A final blow to weather modification

The Plainview-based firm sought the 
permit to make hail-suppression 
flights over Hale County and parts of 
Castro, Lamb, Swisher and Floyd

The Dimmitt Bobcats got 
knocked out of the District 
3-AA race Friday night when 
the Friona Chieftains handed 
them their worst defeat since 
1971, 34-7, on sheer running 
power. 

The Chiefs passed only 
twice (completing one) and 
punted only once before the 
fourth quarter. 

The Chieftains sent eight 
different backs at the Cats—
and they were all big except 
quarterback Chris Barnet. 
Terry Wilcox gained 117 
yards on the ground, followed 
closely by 203-1b. fullback 
Glenn London, Jeff Whiteside 
and Barnet. These four gain-
ed all but 28 of the Chieftains' 
409 rushing yards. 

Thompson Mayberry led 
the Bobcat attack with 154 
yards on 20 tries, and Dennis 
Veals got 34 on 11 carries. 
Tommy Kenworthy, Randy 
Roberts, Tobin Touchstone, 
Reggie Washington, Mayber-
ry and Veals turned in good 
defensive efforts. 

The resurging Chieftains let 
the Cats and fans know at the 
start what their game plan 

Littlefield recorded a 34-3 vic-
tory over the Bobcats. It was 
Friona's most lopsided victory 
over Dimmitt since 1944. 

In addition to knocking the 
Bobcats out of the district title 
race, the Chieftains stayed in 
a first-place tie with a 3-1 con-
ference mark—despite a lack-
luster 4-5 season record over-
all.

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Speed limit 
compliance 
falling down 

The director of the Texas 
Dept. of Public Safety has 
issued an appeal to Texas 
motorists to give better vol-
untary compliance to the 55-
mph speed limit on the state's 
highways. 

Col. Wilson E. Speir said 
he is alarmed over the in-
creasing percentage of drivers 
exceeding the speed limit, 
particularly in light of the in-
creasing number of fatalities 
and major accidents in the 
state. 

"Our own observations as 
well as surveys conducted by 
the Dept. of Highways and 
Public Transportation indicate 
that the vast majority of ve-
hicles on our roads are ex-
ceeding the legal speed limit 
of 55 mph," he said. 

"Meanwhile traffic fatali-
ties are on the increase, show-
ing an 8% rise over the same 
period last year. At last report 
traffic deaths have increased 
from 2,467 at this time last 
year to 2,657— an increase of 
208 deaths. 

"What's more, the percent-
age of increase in deaths is 
becoming greater with each 
passing week. 

"The latest report indicates 
that some 74% of motorists 
are exceeding 55 mph. This 
compares with 69% exceeding 
55 during the calendar-quar-
ter year ending Dec. 1, 
1976." 

Speir noted that while the 
DPS enforcement effort has 
been increased tremendous-
ly—well over 100 percent 
since the new speed law went 
into effect—shortage of high-
way patrol personnel makes 
the task extremely difficult 
when some three-fourths of 
the driving public is violating 
the speed law.
