This past Saturday Merle and 
I  went to Lames>a where we at­
tended the funeral of a family 
friend and colleague of mine.

J. W. Smith Jr. was 58 at the 
time of his death that was caused 
by cancer.

"Smitty,’ ’ as he was fondly 
called by the many persons that 
knew him, was reared in the shop 
of the Lamesa Reporter, a week­
ly newspaper that was founded by 
his father.

He learned to do everything well 
that was to be done on a news­
paper as he was growing up in 
the South Plaius town of Lamesa.

The task that he enjoyed most 
was that of laying out neat, well 
balanced ads that would bring 
splendid results for his clients, 
the advertisers of the newspaper 
for which he worked.

Smitty left Lamesa in 1942 and 
worked for a short time on the 
newspapers in Sweetwater and 
Mission before he accepted an ad­
vertising position on the San An­
gelo Standard Times the same 
year.

He left San Angelo in 1952 and 
joined his brother, George “ Bud­
dy”  Smith, in publishing the Daw­
son County Free Press in La­
mesa for a while.

Smitty joined the Big Spring 
Herald’s advertising staff in Ju­
ly of 1954 where he was working 
at the time of his death.

He is survived by his wife, son, 
daughter, several grandchildren, 
several brothers and sisters.

Those are sketchy statistics of 
a man you may not know, but it’s 
my thought you might want to 
know the following about a man 
who was completely devoted to 
his profession.

It has been said by publishers, 
ad men, printers, advertisers and 
newsmen that J. W. Smith Jr. 
could layout the neatest ad that 
they ever saw, and that he used 
all the knowledge and skill that 
he had developed over the 50 
years that he had been in the 
business.

However, unlike many that are 
highly skilled in a trade or pro­
fession, he wasn’t egotistical 
about his work, nor did he ever 
hesitate to help a beginning ad­
vertising man whether or not the 
beginner worked on the same pub­
lication that he did.

Smitty was extremely patient 
with young people who had the 
desire to be of service to their 
customers and employer. He has 
interrupted his busy schedule nu­
merous times to help a fellow 
worker locate the “ right”  illus­
tration, or letter the style of type 
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were given by Hamilton; the secre­
tary-treasurer, Mrs. C. E. Arrott; 
the membership chairman, Frank 
Coalson and chairman of the pol­
icy development committee, Ulmer 
Bird.

Austin, Tex.—Year-round col­
leges, less work for the Attorney 
General and more realistic elec­
tion laws could result from stud­
ies being undertaken by the Tex­
as Legislative Council.
. The Council, the Legislature’s 
research arm, agreed to under­
take eleven studies during the 
coming year. A total of 25 were 
proposed. List was trimmed down 
because there just isn’t enough 
time or money to study them all.

Findings will go to the 1963 

session of the Legislature for the 
lawmakers’ consideration.

WATER POLLUTION — Gover­
nor Daniel will soon name the 
members of the new State Water 
Pollution Control Board. This 
new agency will operate to some 
extent as a branch of the State 
Health Department, in that its 
executive secretary and only full­
time official will be the Health 
Department’s director of water 
pollution control.

Many areas of Texas are having 
water pollution problems, and 
those who sought help in Austin 
went to four or five offices with­

out finding much response.
So legislators set up a new ag­

ency, but did not give it any op­
eration money. It authorized 
Governor Daniel and the Health 
Department to allocate part of 
their appropriations, if they can 
spare it, to the new agency.

Daniel will ask this winter’s 
special session of the Legislature 
to make some improvements in 
the law and to provide some cash 
for the agency to begin a real at­
tack on water pollution.

After November 7, no one can 
discharge any kind of waste into 
the waters of Texas without a 
permit from this board.

SALES TAX TIME—Merchants 
who have been collecting the new 
state sales tax will make their 
first payments to the state Octo­
ber 31, covering collections for 
September.

Payments will then go on a 
quarterly basis. Collecting stores 
get to keep one per cent. If they 
make estimates and pay in ad­
vance for each quarter, they can 
take a three per cent discount. 
Advance payments on the fourth 
quarter of 1961 will be due by 
November 15.

Comptroller Bob Calvert issued 
some more interpretations of the 
new law. If you pay the sales 
tax to the state on credit sales, 
and then charge them off as bad 
debts, you can deduct the tax on 
the tax return for the quarter in 
which you gave up on collecting.

Unless seller keeps books to 
show clearly what part of a credit 
sale is for the item, and what 
part is for interest, carrying 
charges and insurance, he must 
collect the tax on the whole price 
of the sale.

Shirt boards and clothing bags 
are exempt from the sales tax 
when bought by a clothing store 
for selling new goods. But laun­

the required retest, and 80% of 
the replacement heifers are vacci­
nated, retesting will not be neces­
sary. The testing under their 
plan will be done on breeding fe­
males that are slaughtered.

West Texas 
Senator Enter 
Race for Lt. Gov.

State Sen. Preston Smith of 
Lubbock today announced that he 
will be a candidate for Lt. Gov­
ernor of Texas.

This will be his second campaign 
for the state’s second highest of­
fice. He ran in 1950, placing third 
in a field of 12 candidates and
leading the ticket in 68 counties.

Smith. 49, a veteran lawmaker 
and businessman, was unanimous­
ly elected president pro-tem of the 
Senate during the first special 
session of the 57th Legislature. He 
served as Governor of Texas on 
August 4 in the absence of Gov. 
Price Daniel and Lt. Gov. Ben 
Ramsey.

His career in Texas government 
began in 1944 when he was elected

to the House of Representatives, 
where he served three terms. In 
1956 he was elected state senator 
from the 11-county 28th Senatorial 
District, and was re-elected with­
out an opponent in 1960.

During his tenure as a member 
of the House and Senate, he has 
served on many of the state’s most 
important legislative committees, 
including the Senate Education 
and Agriculture committees.

He served as vice chairman of 
the Senate Finance committee 
during the last two sessions and 
is presently a member of the Tex­
as Legislative Council, one of the 
state's most important fact-find­
ing and recommending bodies.

Smith is a graduate of Texas 
Tech College in Lubbock. He and 
his wife, Ima, have two children, 
Mickey, 20, and Jan, 16.

His formal announcement will 
be made at later date.
