With the weather finally tak-
ing a favorable turny.cou
farmers have been back in their|
boggy fields for the befter part
of a week now, attempting to
finish up the corn harvest and
move through their milo crops
before the monsoons return.

SUNNY, dry conditions
which set in Sunday and were
still prevailing at presstime
have aided the county's grain-
men in getting on with the
harvest.

Even with the improved wea-
ther conditions however, grain
losses due to wet weather and
corn borers are substantial.

Bill Clark of Dimmitt Agri
Industries estimated that field
losses will range anywhere
from five to ten percent on
corn, and overall corn yields
will be down about 25 percent
from last year.

““We're about 70 percent
through with the corn harvest,
and it will take only a few more
days of pretty weather to finish
up. The corn test weights are
holding up well, and we have-
n't noticed any material dam-
age on the corn that's come
in,"" said Clark.

Kenneth Slough of the Naza-
reth branch of Dimmitt Agri
Industries reported that the
corn harvest is about half com-
pleted in the Nazareth area.

""We've had some farmers
report losses as high as 1,500
pounds per acre on their corn
due to wet conditions, wind and
corn borers,”’ said Slough.

MILO harvesting is just get-
ting underway and is about
three weeks to a month away
from completion in the Naza-
reth area according to Slough.

some figures on yields at press-
time and estimated yields rang-
ing from 6,500 to 7,000 pounds
per acre on some of the corn
received at his facility.

**SOME OF the fields were
damaged more severely than
others by adverse weather and
corn borers, but I believe farm-
ers are having better luck pick-
ing up their downed corn
now,’’ said Gregory."’

Corn harvesting is 50 to 60
percent completed in the Flagg
area according to J. R. Brown
of Flagg Grain.

‘“The corn harvest is really
running well but the milo is
running light and the yields
will probably be down 1,000-
2,000 pounds per acre from last
year,”’ Brown reported.

Douglas Adams of W&C
Grain Inc. in Dimmitt reported
that although field losses have
been severe in some instances,
one of his customers recorded a
corn yield of just under 9,000
pounds per acre and some milo
yields were ranging in the 5800
pounds per acre class.

Ed Woodard of Bruegel &
Sons Elevators reported that
although this year's corn yields
are down somewhat, the qual-
ity and weight of the yellow
grain is good.

DESPITE weather-related
losses, local farmers are glad to
get the chance to return to their
fields and resume harvesting.
Braving wet fields with dual-
equipped combines and trac-
tors, they will complete the
long-delayed harvest in short
order with a little cooperation
from the weather.

There are many who feel that
permitting Americans to own
gold at this time makes little
economic sense. In fact gold
ownership will add to our
balance of payments problems
because the biggest part of
gold purchased by American
citizens once it becomes legal,
will come from Europe or South
Africa. This means more of our
dollars will go overseas, com-
pounding our balance of defi-
cits problem caused by the
present high price of Arab oil.

Gold coins are still the safest
and wisest long term invest-
ment in gold, if you are de-
termined to own the yellow
stuff. For the short term spec-
ulators, gold futures offer the
fastest action. For a high divi-
dend return on your money
plus a potential profit, shares
of South Africna gold mining
companies should be consider-
ed.

Ballots will be mailed to all
known wool and lamb pro-
ducers in Castro County to en-
able them to vote in a national
referendum on a proposed new
agreement for the advertising
and promotion of wool, aceord-
ing to Jim Elder.

The mail referendum being
held Nov. 4 through 15 will en-
able producers to vote their ap-
proval or disapproval of a new
agreement between USDA and
the American Sheep Producers
Council (ASPC) which provides
for the USDA to withhold a part
of any wool payments that
might be made to producers to
finance advertising and sales
promotion programs by ASPC
for wool and lamb. The with-
held funds would also be use
by ASPC to develop and
seminate information on pro-
duct quality, production man-
agement and marketing im-
provement for wool and sheep.

Wool and lamb producers
|will be mailed an explanatory

new agreement along with the
ballot: The new agreement is
similar to one approved by pro-
ducers in 1971. If approval is
voted, payment deductions of
up to 1% cents a pound on
shorn wool and 7'2 cents a
hundredweight on unshorn
lambs would be made, the
same as the maximum de-
duction rates for the 1966-72
period. Since no wool payments
were made for 1973 market-
ings, there were no deductions
| for that year.

Jim Elder emphasized the
neutrality of the US Dept. of
Agriculture on the proposal
being submitted to wool and
lamb producers. ‘‘Our sole in-

Hill to come by or call in order
to receive a ballot and explan-
atory material. The Castro
County ASCS office is located
at 101 North Broadway in
Dimmitt.

trust can either be set up during a person’s lifetime, or in
his will.”’

THE BANK, however, does not draw wills, probate
estates or file federal estate-tax returns, Horton explain-
ed. These are jobs for a private attorney, to be engaged
either by you or by the bank.

The main benefits of having the bank's Trust Depart-
ment serve as independent trustee or executor, Horton
explained, are the continuity of management and the
bonded conservation of assets. ‘‘The bank as an
institution doesn’t die, get sick or move,”’ he commented.

It's fruitcake time,
here are some hints

By IRENE KEATING

It's fruitcake-making time,
and the fun of baking is a big
part of pre-holiday festivity.

Choices range from dark to
light types of fruitcake, with
both kinds full of fruits and
nuts, or for families who like
just a hint, the fruit and nuts
may be lightly scattered
through the cake. If you make
your own, cost depends on the
recipe. Check costs of the in-
gredients before you bake. Of
course, costs don't consider
your time, patience and the
cleanup or your satisfaction.

Candied fruits are a neces-
sary part of fruitcakes and a
welcome addition to pies,
cookies, breads and salads. As
you look over the selections of
candied fruits, you may want to
compare the price with the cost
of preparing your own. Some
choices are citron, lemon peel,
orange peel—available in glace
form, covered with a light coat
of sugar, or in drained form,
with all the surplus sugar re-
moved. Also cherries are pack-
ed whole in glace form, colored
green and red.

Mixed fruit contains four or
five diced fruits such as citron,
orange peel, lemon peel, pine-
apple and cherries. Pineapple,
packed in glace form as fin-
gers, slices and diced, colored
red, green and yellow is avail-
able.

Candied fruit comes in four
ounce containers,” but can also
be found in larger vacuum jars,
cello-paks and bulk containers.
Consider the total amount of
candied fruit you will need for
holiday baking and buy it in the
larger packages—usually more
economical.

Stores usually stock candied
fruit to last only through the
holiday season since the de-
mand is small during the rest

| of the year.

NUTMEATS are an impor-

tant ingredient in fruitcakes of
all kinds and there are do’s and
don'ts for buying them. Buy
unshelled nuts that are clean
and free from scars, cracks or
holes. With shelled nuts, look
for kernels that are plump and
meaty, crisp and brittle, and if
uséd for garnish—uniform in
size and color. Unshelled nuts
are often, but not always, less
expensive than shelled nuts. To
compare costs: two pounds of
unshelled tree nuts make one
pound (3 to 4 cups) of nut-
meats. The small, recipe size
packages are generally more
expensive than the ‘‘holiday
baking'’ size (1 Ib. packages).

Bake fruitcakes in foil pans,
individual-size glass casseroles,
or even in tiny muffin tins.
Glaze and decorate them after
they've cooled. You can bake
them in clean, well-washed
coffee cans for unusual shapes.

For a handsome glaze, heat
corn syrup to a full, rolling boil
and spread with a pastry brush
over the top of the cake. Deco-
rations of nuts and red and
green maraschino cherries will
cling tightly if first dipped on
one side in powdered sugar
icing before arranging on the
cake. To store wrap thoroughly
cooled fruitcake tightly in plas-
tic wrap, then in heavy al-
uminum foil.

You may want to brush the
cake occasionally with fruit
juice or cider. Or you can
saturate a cloth in the liquid,
wrap the cake in it first and
then overwrap with plastic
wrap. Four to six weeks will
complete the mellowing of the
delightful fruit flavors. After
the fruitcake is well-seasoned,
a home freezer or refrigerator
is ideal for storing it. If you
need a fruitcake recipe, call or
come by.

per day into steam at 2-thous-
and pounds pressure. This
would be enough water to
supply a city of about 50-thous-
and people, but it is used over
and over again with only a
small loss—approximately 6
gallons a minute. The steam
produced by each boiler passes
through 23 miles of tubing and
comes out at a temperature of
one-thousand degrees—that's
hot enough to make a steel pipe
glow a dull red. On its return
trip to the boiler in the form of
water, the steam must pass
through another 31 miles of
piping and tubing.

The high pressure steam pro-
duced by the boiler passes
through the turbine blades and
causes the massive rotor on
which the blades are mounted
to revolve at 3600 times each
minute. If it were free to roll
down the highway, it could
cover the distance between
Lubbock and Midland in about
six minutes. The generator
rotor is directly connected to
the turbine so that it also ro-
tates at 3600 RPM and while
turning, generates electricity at
22-thousand volts. The voltage
is increased to 230-thousand
volts in the transformers at the
substation outside the plant,
which improves the economics
of power transmission over
long distance. 1Al

The turbine control system at
Jones Station was the first of
its kind to be installed any-
where in the world. The tur-
bines—and in fact all the major
equipment in the plant—are
controlled by a computer which
is programmed to perform all
the functions of starting, op-
erating and shutting down. It
also responds to equipment
faults by notifying the opera-
tors of the malfunction and in
the event of a serious abnor-
mality, it initiates the removal
of equipment from service.

This ultra-modern power
plant is a viable example that
the environment and electricity
are not enemies. You can have
power generation without pol-
lution and nothing that is harm-
ful is discharged into the at-
mosphere at Jones Station. On
cold days you'll see a big white
cloud over the cooling towers,
but that’s nothing more than

water vapor.

Each question-
naire will be accompanied by
an instruction sheet and a re-
turn envelope.

should endeavor to get their
questionnaires in by the dead-
line to avoid possible suspen-
sion of benefits.

AlIQ exempt beneficiaries
who have attained age 72 in
some instances will receive
questionnaires. Those benefic-
iaries who in the past show re-
ceipt of railroad retirement,
civil service annuities or annui-
ties where the type is unknown
will receive questionnaires this
year. These questionnaires
must be returned. Exempt pay-
ees who show receipt of social
security but the social security
number is not shown or the
number given does not match a
social security payment will re-
ceive questionnaires as well as
those who are scheduled for
termination 1-1-75.

The Veterans Administration
will have the ability to cross
match social security amounts
reported on AIQ's with the
Social Security payment file.
Where the amount reported by
the claimant is less than that
shown by Social Security, the
amount shown by Social Se-
curity will be used for AIQ ad-
justments. Where the amount|§
shown by the claimant is great-
er than that shown by Social
Security, the amount reported
by the claimant will be used for
AlQ adjustment purposes. In
every case the letter to the
claimant will set out the income
on. which the adjustment is
made. In addition, where the
claimant reports income from
Social Security that is greater
than that shown by Social Se-
curity records, the Regional
Office will be informed so that
necessary development can be
undertaken to assure that the
income is accurate.

IF A claimant does not re-
ceive an AlIQ card or the card
is destroyed, lost, or otherwise
not available, do not request a
blank AIQ card: Instead use the
following forms to report the
income( (We have these forms
in our office.)

When the above forms are
used, they should be clearly
marked ‘‘In Lieu of AIQ"' and
mailed to the Regional Office of
jurisdiction. Do not mail these
to the special processing unit in
Philadelphia.

All veterans who are 65 years
of age or older are eligible for
Veterans Pensions unless their
income after certain exclusions
by law and excessive medical
expenses are deducted exceeds
limitations set by law. All
65-year-old veterans are con-
sidered 100% disabled and are
also included in Veterans Hos-
pitalization on available bed
basis. Service-connected dis-
abled veterans and emergency
hospital treatment do have pri-
ority classifications.

All children of deceased vet-
erans to ages 18 or if continu-

ing in school to age 23 and are
not married are eligible for VA
Pensions unless they have in-
comes which they are not earn-
ing that exceed $2000 per year,
What the child earns by his
own efforts is excluded. Some
eligible people may not be re-
ceiving VA pensions though
eligible because they have not
applied. This is not charity as it
is based on military service.

In such cases, VA is obli-
gated by law to pay insurance
proceeds to the beneficiary of
record. Most of the agency’s
insureds are World War 1I
veterans who carry National
Service Life Insurance.

The problem of insurance
benefits going to an unintended
recipient arises in most in-
stances because the veteran
simply never gets around to
changing his beneficiary.

In a typical case, the veteran
named his mother as benefic-
iary when he first took out his
policy. When he married, he
forgot to notify VA that he
wished to change his benefic-
jary. Besides emotional stress,
the result often is unwarranted
financial hardship, especially
for his widow and young child-
ren. Any veteran who wishes
to ascertain or change his bene-
ficiary should contact the VA
insurance center to which he
pays his premiums—either in
Philadelphia or St. Paul. Be
sure to provide as much in-
formation as possible, includ-
ing policy number, full name
and address.

Change of Beneficiary and oth-
er insurance forms at our office
at the Courthouse. I shall be
glad to assist you and/or bene-
ficiaries in making insurance
claims.

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314 families utilizing
food stamp program here

Three hundred fourteen of
the 543 families living below
the poverty level in Castro
County are now making use of
the food stamp program. These
families purchased foods, pre-
pared for human consumption
only, at nine authorized stores
in Castro County.

ONLY citizens and aliens
legally admitted for permanent
residence are eligible. Al-
though students are eligible to
participate if they qualify, for-
eign students normally cannot
qualify because they are not
admitted for permeanent resi-
dence. Aliens in the country il-
legally are reported to the Im-
migration and Naturalization
Service when the caseworker
becomes aware of their pre-
sence.

The food stamp program is
formulated to provide low in-
come families with a nutritious
diet. All families of identical
size receive the same dollar
value of food stamps. However,
the price paid for the food
stamps varies with the net in-
come of the family. The net
income is derived from deduct-
ing various expenses from the
gross income of the family.
Some of these expenses are
federal withholding, Social Se-
curity, mandatory school ex-
pense (including tuition), cer-
tain medical costs in excess of
$10 per month, child care ex-
pense when necessary for the
mother to accept employment
and shelter expense in excess
of 30% of the income.

The food stamp program has
proved to be an effective way

for low income households to
increase their food purchasing

power. The US Dept. of Ag-
riculture studied the impact of
food stamps on three rural
counties in 1970. These were
the findings: (1) On the av-
erage, low income households
more than doubled their food
purchasing power if they re-
ceived food stamps. The 3,200
participating households paid
$1,085,500 for food stamps and
received $2,254,500 worth of
bonus stamps. (2) Economic
returns to farmers increased
from $1.04 to $1.17. (3) Food
retailers, food wholesalers and
wholesale suppliers had to in-
crease their output as bonus
stamps provided more buying
power. (4) Purchases with food
stamps represented from 5 to
10% of the total sales of those
stores authorized to accept food
stamps. (5) New economy was
generated from the community,
from $250,000 to $1.5 million.
(6) The increased economic ac-
tivity made a total of 130 new
jobs potentially available in
three counties.

STATE-WIDE FOOD STAMP

PROGRAM

Before the state-wide food
stamp program was approved
in 1972, 28 Texas counties had
food stamps. The program
which these counties were op-
erating was retained but with
several changes.

Administrative costs for the
state-wide program are paid by
the State of Texas. Previously,
the counties were responsible
for these costs. The state-
wide program is administered
by the State Department of
Public Welfare. The US Dept.
of Agriculture pays for and re-
deems the food stamps.

Certified households receive
an Authorization to Purchase
(ATP) card each month in the
mail. The ATP cards specify an
amount of the stamps and how
much money, if any, they must
pay for them. The ATP card
and the necessary cash is then
redeemed for food stamps at
the local Post Office.

A variable purchase plan is
included in the state-wide pro-
gram. This allows households
to purchase less than their full
food stamp allotment.

Households receiving month-
lv ATP cards will have four
purchase options—all, three-
quarters, one-half or one-quar-
ter. Stability of the household's
income and preference deter-
mine whether they receive the
ATP card on a monthly or semi-
monthly basis.

An ATP card may be used
one time, regardless of what
option within the variable pur-
chase plan the household
chooses. This card is valid only
for the month indicated on the
card. The state-wide food
stamp program promises to put
more Texas-produced food on
more Texas tables.

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

Any person receiving a wel-
fare check, who doesn’t make
much money or who is disabled
may be eligible to participate in
the state-wide food stamp pro-
gram.

Other persons possibly eli-
gible for food stamps include
those who work part-time, are
employed or those who get
small Social Security payments
or some kind of pension check.

Texans do. And for many of
these citizens, Spanish is the
language preferred for use in
business dealings.

SO IT'S especially unfortu-
nate, but true, that some mer-
chants use their own facility in
Spanish, or the fact that some
consumers are less comfortable
speaking, reading, or writing in
English to operate unserupu-
lously.

Recently, the Attorney Gen-
eral's Consumer Protection Di-
vision, in cooperation with a
West Texas district attorney,
obtained a court judgment
against a real estate firm that
was attracting customers with
advertisements in Spanish-lan-
guage newspapers. When con-
tacted by an interested party,
however, the firm refused or|
was unable to sell at the ad-

vertised price and terms.

In addition, representatives
of the firm failed to deposit
earnest money at title com-
panies or banks as they rep-
resented to customers they
would, and failed to return the
money or apply it to real estate
purchases.

The firm's representatives
also advertised their services as
"'notarios publicos’” and ac-
cepted deposits from Mesican
aliens to begin processing US
immigration papers. Our at-
torneys took the position that
this was a deceptive trade prac-
tice, since in Mexico, as in
many Spanish-speaking coun-
tries, a "‘notario publico’’ is an
attorney or a person specially
trained in legal matters.

ALTHOUGH the persons
were notaries public, we dis-
covered they were not attor-
neys or otherwise qualified to
practice immigration law in the

US and, therefore, they could-
n't obtain the necessary papers
for their customers.

In another case, a firm op-
erating primarily in the Valley
and directing much of their
sales efforts toward Spanish-
speaking migrant workers, has
been permanently enjoined
from misrepresenting their ser-
vices. The firm was selling
door-to-door what it described
as '‘aseguranza,’’ or insurance,
which salesmen assured pros-
pective customers would cover
costs involved if they had an
automobile wreck in any state
in the country.

In reality, what consumers
were sold amounted to mem-
bership in an automobile club,
for which they were charged
high fees.

Since they sold their services
in home solicitations, the com-
pany by law should have in-
formed purchasers of their
right to cancel any contract for
more than $25 within three
days by notifying the firm or its
salesman in writing.

AND, SINCE their sales
pitches were usually made in
Spanish, any contract or receipt
of sale should have included
this information in Spanish.
The law says contracts or re-
ceipts must be in the same lan-
guage used in the transaction,

have experienced the problem
of magazine sales crews des-
cending on barrios and using
hard sell appeals in Spanish to
obtain subscriptions.

And instances have occurred
in other states where pub-
lishers or so-called ‘‘minority"’
or '‘ethnic’’ magazines or
newspapers have used long-
distance appeals to business-
men in other states for ad-
vertising.

The Attorney General's Con-
sumer Protection staff has tak-
en several steps to assure that
our Spanish-speaking citizens
will be able to get consumer
protection assistance and in-
formation in whichever lan-
guage they prefer.

First and most important,
our five regional offices in San
Antonio, El Paso, Lubbock,
Houston and Dallas make our
consumer protection services
available on a more localized
level. And in these offices, as
in our main office in Austin, we
have bilingual staff members or
attorneys who can help with
consumer problems.

In addition, we provide bi-
lingual consumer complaint
forms in all of our offices, and
we have recently translated our
‘‘Practical Primer for Texas
Consumers,”’ a brochure des-
cribing common consumer

WHAT FOOD STAMPS B

Retail grocery stores certified
by USDA may accept food
stamps for the purchase of
most food and food products.
Items which cannot be purchas-

‘| ed with food stamps include

alcoholic beverages and tobac-
co.

Grocers redeem food stamps
through banks or authorized
food wholesalers. Local banks,
in turn, send coupons to the
Federal Reserve Banks.

CERTIFICATION PROCESS

All persons interested in ap-
plying for food stamps should
take the following information
to the nearest food stamp
office. The food stamp office is
located in the Castro County
Courthouse in Dimmitt.

1. ‘Identification (Social Se-
curity card, driver’'s license,
etc.) : )
2. Proof of the household's
total income "(Latest paystubs,
pay envelopes, pension award
letter).

3. Rent receipts or house
payment book and utility bills.

4. Bank books or other pa-
pers to show any savings.

5. Medical bills

6. E-16 Claim identification
card for those receiving un-
employment insurance.

During the application pro-
cess, all able-bodied household
members between the ages of
18 and 65 must register to
work. The only exceptions are
those responsible for depend-
ent children under 18 or for in-
capacitated adults; students en-
rolled at least half-time in any
school or training program re-
cognized by a federal, state or
local government agency; and
those working at least 30 hours
a week.

The work registration forms
are completed at the food
stamp office and then forward-
ed to the local Texas Employ-
ment Commission office.

All jobs offered by the em-
ployment office must meet cer-
tain requirements, such as pay-
ing a minimum wage, provid-
ing safe working conditions,
and being reasonably close to
home. If an applicant should
refuse work that meets these
requirements, he would no
longer be eligible for food
stamps.

Persons out of work due to a
strike or lock-out are also re-
quired to register for work but
are not required to work at
plants subject to a strike or
lock-out. They are, however,
required to accept employment
