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The Question of Wool Tariffs
(AN OBSERVER EDITORIAL)

The question of tariffs being debated in Congress is important 
to us in this locality. Writing as a sheep growei. we would be much 
concerned. Looking at it from the standpoint of the best interest of 
other businesses, including the newspaper, we would still be con­
cerned.

If tariff is lowered or removed from wool, much would depend 
on how it is done—whether a little at a time or all at once. Also 
much would depend on how we as sheep men prepared to meet it, 
on how we are given time to adjust to it.

The proposal to turn tariff making over to the President could 
be very dangerous, regardless of who might be president. Anything 
the President has complete control of is administered by people in 
the government service over whom we, the people, have very little, 
if any control. Often the President himself has very little control 
over them.

Billie Sol Estes is probably not the worst man in our time, 
neither can we lay all his sins at the feet of the Democrats. He 
was well started under Eisenhower.

We have had men Jo these things ever since we had a govern­
ment. The Jay Goulds, and the Teapot Dome people date back a 
long way. It is simply that when we get such vital things turned 
completely over to a bureaucracy with a blank check authority, then 
we lose many of the advantages of representative government. And 
there are always clever men who trick their way in and manipulate 
that sort of control to their advantage.

Dear Ulmer:

1 read with great Interest your 
suggestion that the peop’e study 
the Amendments t< the L'onstitu- 
tion. which are to be voted on in 
November.

There is one particular Propo­
sition (No. 14► to be voted on, 
known as HJR 32—PROPOSED 
“TRIAL DE NOVO” AMEND­
MENT TO THE CONSTITUTION.

There is no other State in the 
Union which has in its constitu­
tion a provision similar to that 
proposed. It strikes at the very 
heart of some very basic precepts 
of American Government. The 
provisions of the proposed amend­
ment are so broad and sweeping 
that it could have substantial ef­
fect upon all branches of our lo­
cal governments (as well as on 
State Government!, and all per­
sons interested in orderly gov­
ernment should certainly vigor­
ously oppose its adoption.

Should a controversy exist as 
to any decision of any adminis­
trative agency of the State, or 
of the governing body of a politi­
cal subdivision of the State (city 
councils, commissioner’s courts, 
trustees of school districts, etc.), 
the controversy would be settled 
by the court “in the manner and 
under the conditions prescribed 
by the Legislature.”

The adoption of HJR 32 would 
permit the Legislature to grasp' 
almost unbridled power over the 
other branches of government, 
and in its present form, the pro­
posal can only be considered dan­
gerous to all political subdivisions 
of the State of Texas. Such mat­
ters as the adoption of budgets, 
the setting of a tax rate, the 
awarding of contracts, the hiring 
of teachers—indeed all phases of 
the day to day operation of any 
political subdivision of the State 
could be made the subject of 
court review under any terms and 
conditions the Legislature may 
hereafter provide.

The most dangerous aspect is 
that it takes a pretty smart Phil­
adelphia lawyer to understand 
what it is all about. And the 
above explanation of the bill is 
that given by one of the out­
standing Municipal Attorneys in 
the State, and I have hardly 
touched upon all the evils of the 
bill. Therefore, I think you would 
be doing your city, county, school 
district, and your citizens a great 
favor in advocating the defeat of 
this amendment.

SENATE JOINT KESOLUTION 
NO. IS proposing an amendment to 
Article III of the Conetitution of the 
State of Texas by adding a new 
Section to lie known as Section 62 
and which shall empower the Legis­
lature to provide for the temporary 
succession to public offices so as to 
Insure the continuity of governmental 
operations in periods of emergency 
resulting from disasters caused by 
enem y attack; providing for the 
proclamation and publication of this 
propoeed amendment by the Governor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LEG­

ISLATURE OF THE STATE OF 
TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III o f the 

Constitution of the State of Texas is 
amended l»y adding thereto a new 
Section to lie known sa Section 62 
and to read as follows:

Section 62. Continuity o f State  
and Local Governmental Operations.

The leg isla tu re , in order to insure 
continuity of state and local govern­
mental operations In periods of emer­
gency resulting from disasters caused 
by et emy attack, ahalt have the power 
and the immediate duty to provide 
for prompt and temporary succeasion 
to the powers and duties of public 
offices, except member! of the L egis­
lature, o f  whatever nature and 
whether filled by election or appoint­
ment, the incumbent* of which may 
tecom s unavailable for carrying on 
the powers and duties o f such offices. 
Provided, however, that Article I of

the Constitution of Texas, known as 
the “ Bill o f Rights'' shall not be In 
any manner, affected, amended, im­
paired, susiwnded, repealed or eus- 
pended hereby."

Sec. 2. The foregoing Constitutional 
Amendment shall t«  submitted to a 
vote o f the qualified elector! of this 
atate at an election to he held on the 
first Tuesday after the first Monday 
in November.

your time or your money to be 
more important.

When a homemaker uses fresh 
potatoes, she saves money but 
needs more time for preparation, 
which most women these days 
do not have.

From the standpoint of both 
time and cost, frozen french fries 
are the most economical of the 
processed potato products. A 
serving costs 5.6 cents, or only 
a third of a cent more than the 
price of French fries made from 
fresh potatoes. Use of the frozen 
product saves about 5 minutes 
per serving.

Mashed potatoes made from 
fresh potatoes cost 2.3 cents a 
serving, compared with 3.4 cents 
a serving for dehydrated pota­
toes. The potatoes out of a box 
save 2Vi minutes per serving, 
however.

Use of dehydrated potatoes for 
scalloped potato servings costs 7 
cents for each person, but you 
save 2.6 minutees time. Fresh 
potatoes cost 3.6 cents when serv­
ed this way.

Boiled whole potatoes cost 4.6 
cents a serving in a can, and if 
you do the work yourself, they are 
half that much. It requires 1.2 
minutes more to prepare each 
serving if you peel them yourself.

We must trade. Southern people long advocated free trade, with 
tariff for revenue only. We make more than we can sell at home. 
Australia is buying more and more from the United States. If they 
*re to buy here, they must sell here, as it takes dollars to buy.

No nation anywhere in the world can keep buying from us if 
they are cut off from selling. That is the life of trade, and once 
you stifle it, you have just what we had in the thirties, when our 
world markets failed and we felt it in every nook and corner of the 
land, in a great depression.

But the constitution gives Congress the authority to make the 
Jaws, and provides that treaties must be made with the advice and 
consent of the Senate. We see no reason to change that, under any 
Administration, or under any circumstances.

We believe that the sheep man, the economy of the country where 
he lives and trades, and the industry of the nation as a whole will 
be better served by preserving foreign trade, but by keeping tariff 
adjustment where the constitution places it.

To count up and say, as some in other sections have done, that 
this will be a good thing for the country, but of course will put so 
many types of business out of business, is the sort of thing bureau­
cracy left unchecked would do to us. The welfare of this nation will 
not be served by destroying the sheep business or any other business.

We will have to make some adjustments in tariff on wool, as on 
other commodities. But we should keep it in the hands of Congress, 
and keep in touch with cur representatives and senators all the way.

It is not a question of Democrat versus Republican or even of 
Conservative versus Liberal, but of what is right, wise and best.

STONE AGE TOOLMAKERS LEFT! 
TRACES OF VAST INDUSTRY

If we ever had the idea that the 
Indians were a people living 
somewhere else, that idea will 
vanish with a close look and study 
of the traces they left behind them 
in our own pastures.

There are scores, perhaps hun­
dreds of camp sites in any pasture 
that has or has had permanent 
water in a creek or draw or river, 
and all over the hills nearby.

Where the plow or other modern 
activity has not disturbed them 
there are small mounds or groups 
of stones that plainly show to 
have been burned by fire, usually 
a Limestone turned somewhat blue 
and made brittle and crystallized 
inside by the heat.

These little piles of rock are 
usually about three feet across 
and the chunks of stone may be 
about the size of a man’s two 
hands clasped together.

All about are small chips of 
clint. little flakes that had not 
occurred in nature, but came from 
the chipping of larger pieces of 
flint, by the hand of man.

These flakes would usually be 
not much larger than a 25 cent 
piece, and they occur almost 
everywhere if they have not been 
covered by sediment, wherever 
the surface of the land is exposed 
to view undisturbed by our civil­
ized activity.

If you would look for some of 
these, as you walk across almost 
any of the lower hills you will

find them here and there among 
the stones, or as you walk along 
the creek banks where the favo­
rite camp sites were, you will see 
the little chips of flint every­
where.

We have ridden by these camp 
sites all our lives without ever 
really seeing them or realizing 
what they are. Many of them 
have been destroyed by fields, 
roads, o i l  f i e l d  construc­
tion. and root plowing, and other 
work of modern machinery.

But there are hundreds — per­
haps thousands of them left. One 
purpose of this article is to call 
ranchmen's attention to this, in 
the hope that enough of them will 
be protected and preserved so 
that the children who live here, 
and perhaps tourists who somej 
this way may find a place where 1 
they can see first hand where the) 
Indians lived, how they lived, and; 
what they left behind to remind us 1 
that this country in which we live! 
was once well populated by races j 
whose names, dates, and history 
are gone forever from our sight, 
long before even the Spanish or 
the Comanches found it.
