Horse and Buggy Ideas
It is plain hum an nature to feel som etim es, m aybe often, that 

knowledge began when we were born.
W henever we get to feeling too sm art, maybe we ought to ask 

ourselves a few questions. Like—
Who m ade the first automobile?
Who did? Several people in different parts of the e a rth  were 

working on it about the sam e tim e. This w riter knew a m an whose 
father, a M ethodist p reacher, attached a gasoline engine to a farm  
wagon, and that may have been the first m otor propelled vehicle 
in the United States. It was so far as he knew.

They were working on it in France, and the Russians claim  they 
had one first.

But whoever they were, all of them  rode in horse-drawn ve­
hicles, if they rode.

The horse and buggy people invented th* telegraph, the tele­
phone, the automobile, tne airplane, and the first wireless set; the 
first steam  engine, the first in ternal combustion (gasoline I engine.

The horse and buggy people m ade the first electric light, the 
first electric  generato r, the first electric m otor. They did study and 
developed theories that opened the way for nuclear fission.

The horse and buggy people established the laboratories that 
began the processes that led to most of the recent developm ents in 
industrial chem istry . They foresaw and foreplanned the exploration 
of space, outlined the principles of rocketry, m ade the first experi­
m ents in it, built the telescope that opened up the heavens to science.

The m akers of the first automobile used the vehicles that the 
horse and buggy people had built. The scientists now penetrating 
the heavens use an astronom y which was begun in Egypt before the 
pyram ids. For their figures they use num erals developed by the 
ancient Arabs, and m athem atics whose first use is lost in antiquity.

Their alphabet was c rea ted  by the ancient Phoenicians, wheels 
invented before m an’s historical m em ory began.

centuries ago. copper pipes made m uch like those in homes buried 
by the sands of the Sahara before the Bible was w ritten.

So it is with questions of economics and governm ent that con­
cern us so much today. Most of the benefits we enjoy from  govern­
m ent and the oppressions and tyrannies that have cursed m ankind 
had their beginnings m any, many centuries before any of us were 
born.

This is true of the Prussian-Russian-Com m unist idea versus the 
idea of governm ent with the consent of the governed by legislatures, 
Congress, and the free choice of a free people.

The problem s that are upon us today are not en tirely  the fault 
of any one president, any one court, and one Congress.

The East idea versus the West idea dates back to the fam ilies 
of the sons of Noah—back to the tim e when fam ilies grew into tribes, 
tribes into races and nations, nations into em pires.

We have not ju st lately discovered the tyranny of d icta to rs nor 
the problem s of republics. Every new- problem  is a new aspect of 
a struggle as old as the human race—to m aintain freedom  in the 
face of those with cleverness, ability, o r  power determ ined  to own 
and control the bulk of their fellow men.
