in Precincts 1 and 3 August 17 is 
to change it over from a county 
operated hospital to one operated 
by a district composed of those 
two precincts. County funds would 
uo longer be available. The Com­
missioners Court would not con 
trol it—wouldn’t have any further 
voice in it. A new tax would be 
levied.

When this proposition first came 
up, the Observer carried a full 
page appeal to form a hospital as­
sociation, start a fund by volun­
tary capital to take over, enlarge, 
and operate the hospital by a pri­
vate, non-profit organization.

This was a sort of trial balloon 
♦o see if anyone would be interest­
ed. Nobody was. It was a lead 
balloon. It didn't hit the ground
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with a thud. It never got off the 
ground far enough to fall.

When the hospital was being 
considered back in the 40’s this 
writer believed then as he does 
now. that a better hospital could 
be built and operated with less | 
storm with more chance for 
growth, by going that route.

He mentioned it timidly to a few, 
but got exactly the response local­
ly to the idea as he got to forty 
dollars worth of full page ad giv­
en in the issue of March 28.

It has been done in some other 
places. But the only two people 
who showed interest were some 
friends who now live in New Mex­
ico.

In these days what private capi­
tal won’t undertake, government 
is doing where human need is con­
cerned. We are far from criticiz­
ing others for preferring a tax 
supported institution to one built 
and operated by private benevo­
lence. By their actions, the citi­
zens have unanimously shown lack 
of preference for the private be­
nevolence route.

The proposed district would re­
lieve some of the old problems, as > 
Mr. Kirkpatrick has very ably! 
pointed out. Whether it would' 
bring on some new ones remains 
to be seen.

The board has alw ays served j 
without pay, and often with very t 
little appreciation, sometimes with 
severe criticism. They have not 
held the purse strings. Their au­
thority has been limited. They 
have given unselfishly of their 
time and thought.

The question before us is not 
who is or has been the best friend 
of the hospital, but whether it 
should remain a county hospital 
or be set up as a district hospital.

One thing each voter should 
know—'that the $8,000 new being 
paid annually out of county funds 
would no longer be available. It 
would go to some other purpose, 
to be determined by the court. 
Whatever support the hospital 
would get, if and when this dis­
trict is approved by a mapority 
vote, would come out of a new 
tax not now being collected.

Those who believe that the 
chance to enlarge and improve 
and make tne hospital pay its way 
are good enough to justify this 
will probably vote for the district

Others may see considerable 
more expense with uncertain pros­
pect of accomplishing the hoped 
for results and will vote to con­
tinue the county operation.

If Coke County Memorial Hos­

pital is taken over by a newly 
formed West Coke County Hos­
pital District, it should be pointed 
out now that persons voting for 
the proposition should be willing 
to support a bond issue to enlarge 
the hospital and improve present 
facilities.

This is perhaps the most im­
portant reason for calling a spec­
ial election August 17 when eligi­
ble voters of Precincts 1 and 3 
will render their decision. If you 
are not willing to proceed with a 
program of improvement, then by 
all means don't vote for the 
change.

There is need for more hospital 
beds, and at times patients have 
to be cared for in the corridors, 
dining room and even x-ray and 
maternity rooms. During the past 
week 13 adult patients and two in­
fants were in the hospital which 
has only eight rooms, four of 
which have two beds.

Improvements to the present 
hospital will require attention in 
the very near future. It has been 
pointed out by the hospital board 
of trustees that the air condition­
ing plant will have to be replaced 
within a year, and kitchen equip­
ment is wearing out after 13 years 
of use.

The entire program should be 
handled by a bond issue not to 
exceed $100,000.

An act of the legislature permit­
ting residents of Precincts 1 and 3 
to take over 'the county hospita’ 
provides that the district hospital 
shall be governed by a board 
of direeors of five members, who 
shall serve without pay. Each 
shall be a resident of the district, 
own real estate subject to taxa 
tion and be more than 21 years 
of age.

Upon creation of the district the 
commissioners’ court shall ap­
point five persons as directors to

by County Auditor Weldon Fikees. 
That’s more than two-thirds of 
the county’s total tax value of 
$23,921,805. It is also of Interest 
to know that Precinct 1 has a val­
uation of $14,497,195 and $2,260,230 
in Precinct 3.

Oil properties continue to ac­
count for 85 per cent or more of 
these valuations. In Precinct 1 
land and personal property is as­
sessed at $1,628,040 and oil prop­
erty at $12,868,555. In Precinct 3 
land and personal property is as­
sessed at $989,100 and oil valua­
tions amount to $1,271,130.

That's the reason Coke County 
has been able to achieve a num­
ber of outstanding improvements, 
including a new court house, hos­
pital. two new school buildings 
two county parks, many miles of 
new paved highways and all wea­
ther roads ,n every section of the 
county.

What will a district hospital 
cost the people of Precincts 1 and 
3? It shouldn’t be excessive. A 
levy of 10 cents would provide 
$16,000, more than enough to op­
erate the hospital under normal 
conditions.

If you should be going toward

hand side of the road for the most 
part.

That area, if you will recall, 
had heavy rains last August. 
Their overall stored moisture sit­
uation was much better than was 
ours at mesquite spraying time. 
The expected top kill varies in 
this area, whereas the top kill is 
almost 100 per cent in the area 
that must have had the more sub­
soil moisture.

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Drive Shifts from Rights of M an to Push for Power
Fisher Writes Negroes Have Their 
Share Federal Jobs; Leaders Say 
They Will Storm House, Senate

By Congressman O. C. Fisher
While the sponsors of rigid civ- 

ils right legislation are basing 
much of their appeal on unemploy­
ment among negroes, that argu­
ment is not valid in government 
employment. According to the I9­
60 Census, negroes represented 
about 11 per cent of our popula­
tion. In June, 1962, negroes held 
13 per cent of all federal jobs— 
9.1 per cent of all “white collar” 
jobs and 15.1 per cent of all post­
al jobs. Here in Washington, ne­
groes held 22.8 per cent of all 
government jobs.

The 1963 Fiscal Year, which end­
ed last week, resulted in another 
deficit year to the tune of $8 bil­
lion. Indications are that during 
the current Fiscal Year the defi­
cit will be even higher. Despite 
this fact, pressures are mounting 
on Capitol Hill for Congress to in­
crease spending for expanded wel­
fare and similar purposes.

The civil rights contest is sup­
posed to trigger a massive negro 
march on Washington in August. 
The latest reports here are that 
up to 300,000 demonstrators will 
participate. Some of the leaders 
have indicated they plan to strong- 
arm their way into the very Floors

of the House and Senate while they 
are in Washington. Spearheaded 
by Martin Luther King and A. 
Philip Randolph, these agitators 
are calling this one an “emancipa­
tion march." They are also en­
couraged by Congressman Adam 
Clayton Powell who has boasted 
that the colored people now have 
the white people in this country 
"on the run!"

The big battle in Congress dur- j 
ir.g this session are yet to be 
fought. An intensified drive for 
socialized medicine, a half bil­
lion dollar mass transportation aid 
plan for the big cities, federal aid 
to education, a domestic Peace 
Corps, an expanded WPA pro­
gram, and a multitude of others, 
are on tap. yet to be debated and 
be disposed of.

FROM THE OBSERVATION POST: 
NEW LOOK AT NEW SOUTHWEST

The Southwestern states are us­
ually listed as Arkansas, Louisi­
ana, Texas, Oklahoma, and New 
Mexico.

But one driving from San Angelo 
southwestward within an hour or 
two will find himself in a desert 
country that extended to the edge 
of metropolitan California — San 
Angelo to Los Angeles.

With big oases watered here and 
there, the country is much the 
same, once you are in it—stretches 
of comparatively level land, then 
hills or mountains, and then again 
the level desert.

Cities, fed by underground rivers 
have sprung up the last few years, 
all across 1200 miles of desert. 
From my doorway I look at a 
range of hills that is to all prac­
tical intents and purposes the 
eastern rim of the southwestern 
desert which ends at the Pacific 
Ocean.

From Coke and Tom Green 
counties east, farming without ir- 
rigation has been engaged in for 
years. From Coke, Tom Green, 
and Sterling counties southwest- 
ward, farming without irrigation, 
except for limited and marginal 
operations is not feasible.

That, and the general type of 
native vegetation makes the mark­
ing line, in our terms, where the 
desert begins.

But in recent years, instead of 
being a bad word which Texans

shun, the term desert has about 
it a magic and a wonder, first in 
Southern California, then in Ari­
zona and in the Texas Southwest.

Too often, for us west of the 
Mississippi and South of the Mis­
souri, the rim of that desert has 
been too much of a dividing line 
between us and another world.

But as our own kin and neigh­
bors have moved southwestward, 
ties have multiplied and interests 
have come to be more in common. 
A few- years ago on a tour to Cali­
fornia and return, this writer saw 
right upon us a day when this 
great Southwest will figure more 
in the business, and the political 
life of the nation.

BRONTE PUBLISHER STATES MODERATE 
VIEW OF QUESTION UP IN CONGRESS

(The following is from the 
Bronte Enterprise of July 11, 1963.

Parts of East Texas 
have large Negro populations, but 
for the most part we do not have 
the problem brought home to us 
as it is in many places.

Integration in Texas has made 
tremendous strides in recent 
years, without the benefit of any 
great effort by sit-downers, free­
dom riders, etc. We like to feel 
that most Texans have seen the 
justice of integrating public facil­
ities and business firms which 
serve the public. Apparently that 
is the case, for to date not many 
serious threats have come, even 
from the NAACP, an organization 
for which we have little admira­
tion.

Many Negroes as well as many 
white people in this country need 
more opportunity, more freedom 
from ignorance, hunger and dis­
crimination to live their lives to 
the fullest extent both for them­
selves and for this country. Ad­
ministrations in Washington have 
seen this need for many years and 
much has been done to improve 
the lot of vast numbers of our 
citizens. No political party can 
take the credit (or blame, if you 
w'ish) for these changes. They 
have occurred in both the Demo­
cratic and Republican adminis­
trations.

The Negro of the United States, 
no one can deny, has been a sec­
ond class citizen since he first 
landed on these shores in a Yankee 
slave ship and was sold to a 
Southern planter. He was emanci­
pated a hundred years ago. and 
is working determinedly and ang­

rily in 1963 to be emancipated a- 
gain. The Negroes have set their 
course, and it would be difficult 
for them to turn back now. They 
have got the ball rolling their way 
and would be fools not to make 
use of the advantages gained in 
the last few months.

The President of the United 
States has presented a civil rights 
package of legislation to the Con­
gress. some of which we do not 
like, believing that securing rights 
for one group by trampling rough­
shod over the rights of another 
group is not the kind of solution 
we want. Such basic rights as the 
ownership of property and the 
freedom to do with it as one wish­
es, the choosing of one’s neigh­
bors and associates, and others, 
are at stake in the decision which 
Congress is asked to make.

It may be true that additional 
laws are needed to insure equal 
rights for colored people, but the 
real need is for education and op­
portunity so the Negro can pull 
himself up to a higher standard 
and thereby earn the good will of 
his fellow citizens. This matter 
of education is not a one sided 
thing either. Whites over the en­
tire nation need to change their 
attitude toward their black bro­
ther. They need to do some soul 
searching and come to realize the 
pedestal of racial superiority they 
have been preaching is built on a 
hollow foundation of egotism and 
self-righteousness.

Our hope is that the Congress 
will be able to withstand the on­
slaught of radicals on both sides 
of the racial question, do some 
honest to goodness statesman-like 
thinking, and come up with civil 
rights legislation that will not vio­
late our constitution and will pro­
vide Justice for all. We believe a 
majority of the House and Senate 
members are capable of doing this 
kind of thinking, if they only will, 
on this one occasion, forget politics 
and do the best Job they can for 
the whole country.

we want. Such basic rights as the 
ownership of property and the 
freedom to do with it as one wish­
es, the choosing of one's neigh­
bors and associates, and others, 
are at stake in the decision which 
Congress is asked to make.

It may be true that additional 
laws are needed to insure equal 
rights for colored people, but the 
real need is for education and op­
portunity so the Negro can pull 
himself up to a higher standard 
and thereby earn the good will of 
his fellow citizens. This matter 
of education is not a one sided 
thing either. Whites over the en­
tire nation need to change their 
attitude toward their black bro­
ther. They need to do some soul 
searching and come to realize the 
pedestal of racial superiority they 
have been preaching is built on a 
hollow foundation of egotism and 
self-righteousness.

Our hope is that the Congress 
will be able to withstand the on­
slaught of radicals on both sides 
of the racial question, do some 
honest to goodness statesman-like 
thinking, and come up with civil 
rights legislation that will not vio­
late our constitution and will pro­
vide justice for all We believe a 
majority of the House and Senate 
members are capable of doing this 
kind of thinking, if they only will, 
on this one occasion, forget politics 
and do the best job they can for 
the whole country.

Within the past two or three 
weeks, it has come very plainly 
into the press reports and writ­
ers’ comments on the national 
scene that the drive for equal 
rights by the NAACP and related 
organizations has veered to the 
radical, and that militant young 
Negroes have come into control 
of the direction it is taking

With the figures released by the 
Congressman from this district it 
also becomes evident that colored 
people have been getting and are 
getting places in the Federal gov­
ernment equal to and above their 
percentage of the population.

Accounts of more organized re­
sistance by Whites in Maryland 
with the threat of bloodshed point 
to the fact that more demonstra­
tions and more aggression from 
colored organizations will arouse 
an enmity and opposition they 
have not had before.

P R E S ID E N I KENNEDY S civil righ ts m essage last 
w eek, calling for unpreceden ted  ex tension  of federal 
pow er and  contro l, shocked C apito l Hill and  set the stage 
for m on ths of w rang ling  and  debate.

U nder the  P re s id en t’s plan if, for exam ple , a sm all 
innkeeper should  choose not to give a n igh t s lodging to 
a N egro, the p ro p rie to r could  be sen t to  jail or forced to  
close his business.

O f doub tfu l constitu tiona lity , this is bu t one o f the  
m any radical recom m endations in the  K ennedy  civil 
rights package. O n e  editorial described the m ove as
“ political p an ic .’’

B ecause o f the ex trem ity  of the proposals, observers 
have tried to  figure ou t w hy  the  K ennedy  b ro th ers  d e ­
cided to “ go for b ro k e ’ in a  bold bid to  hold the N egro 
vote in the nex t elections. It becam e a m a tte r  of w eigh ­
ing the value of the N egro vote in certa in  p ivo tal sta tes 
against losses they  m ight expect elsew here. T h ere  w as 
som e soul searching  an d  agon iz ing  decision-m aking  as 
top F ron tier s tra teg is ts  m et n igh t a fte r n igh t to w hip  a 
p rogram  into shape and  take ad v an tag e  of the psycho­
logical tim ing b rough t by  recent d em o n stra tio n s and  
riots.

IT  W IL L  BE R E C A L L E D  tha t last Ja n u a ry  the 
President asked C ongress to ou tlaw  literacy tests for v o t­
ing in the several sta tes, a long w ith  a few  o th er e n a c t­
m ents to bolster the A tto rn ey  G e n e ra l’s hand  in filing 
suits in behalf of N egroes. New’ F ron tie r stra teg is ts  b e ­
lieved then  that w ould p lacate  the N A A C P  and  w ould  
not endanger the P resid en t’s legislative p rog ram  by  s tir­
ring up in te r-party  strife and  a possible filibuster.

Then the  unexpected  happened . O n  Ja n u a ry  3 1 
R epublicans in C ongress sponsored  an unusua lly  radical 
civil rights p rogram , and  sham ed the P residen t for his 
tim idity. It w as an  a ttem p t to  pu t the  A d m in is tra ­
tion on the defensive, in the perenn ial ba ttle  for the 
Negro vote.

It w orked The m ove knocked  the K ennedys off 
balance. O n  M arch 30 R oy W ilkins, N A A C P ’s top  
spokesm an, blam ed the K ennedys for o ffering  too  little, 
too late, and  th rea ten ed  to pull loose.

Next cam e the strife  in A labam a, stirred  up  by  M ar­
tin L u ther K ing w ho w ent to B irm ingham  from  W ash ­
ington  for that avow ed purpose. T h e  tension  he w hipped  
up there overflow ed into M ississippi, and  resu lted  in a 
Negro leader being assassinated  in Jackson .

I hat tragic even t, along w ith  o ther w ell-tim ed racial 
dem onstra tions over the coun try , served to set the  stage 
for the fT esiden t’s civil rights package.

PUBLIC RIGHT TO DECIDE

If a law  or ru ling  o f the  co u rt requires the suppres­
sion o f legislatures, the se tting  aside of governors, or the 
su p p lan tin g  o f local governm en t, it m ay be tim e to re­
exam ine  tha t law  or th a t ru ling  of the court.

N ew  Y ork and  som e o ther sta tes did not approve 
the P hoh ib ition  A m en d m en t. New  Y ork didn t try  to  
en fo rce  it, som e o thers d id n ’t. W h eth er the am endm en t 
w as right o r w rong , the co u n try  finally saw  that as a 
Federal law' it w as no t feasible. It requ ired  the suppres­
sion o f too  m any  people w ho w ould  have none of it.

So the  am en d m en t w as repealed.
T h e  people of the LJnited S ta tes can decide w hat 

law s they  w an t. If w rong ly  in terp reted , then  they  can 
ch an g e  an d  clarify  the uaw s. or they  can determ ine  w ho 
an d  u n d er w h a t conditions shall in te rp ret them .

A lso  as c itizens o f each sta te , they  have their voices, 
w ith  very  j?ood reason. It w as considered that sta tes as 
far ap a rt as N ew  Y ork  from  T exas could not have free­
dom  if the ir law s w ere m ade by  a  m ajo rity  far rem oved 
from  their soil.

T h is fact w as recognized w hen  the prohib ition  
am en d m en t w as repealed.

P erhaps the  people o f th is co u n try  will use the  
w ays and  m eans they  have to speak  up  on issues con ­
fro n tin g  the  na tion  today.

DIM VIEW OF WELFARE STATE
(Guest editorial from The Frontiersman, Palmer, Alaska,

Issue of June 20, 1963)
Congressman Walter Norblad of Oregon's First District periodi­

cally polls his constituents on current legislative controversies. Tabu­
lation of his latest poll provides some interesting food for thought. 
Among the findings:

Opinion as to the wisdom of federal income tax reduction is nip 
and tuck, with 51.8 per cent saying Yes, and 48.2 per cent saying No.

Sentiment in favor of bringing labor unions under the antitrust 
laws is overwhelming, with 90.5 per cent in favor of it.

The proposal that large cities be given federal aid for develop­
ment of their local transportation systems has even less support— 
93.5 per cent of the respondents answered No.

Federal aid for school construction and teachers’ salaries received 
a No vote. At the same time, a majority approved the proposal that 
parents of college students be permitted to claim their tuition, books, 
and other educational costs as an income tax deduction.

One Swallow doesn’t make a summer, and a poll of one Congres­
sional district doesn't prove a national trend. But Mr. Norblad’s find­
ings are in consonance with others emanating from widespread areas 
of this nation. To put it simply, the American public at large is tak­
ing a dimmer and dimmer view of the Welfare State—with all its 
costs and bureaucracies and, more important, its relentless aggres­
sion against the liberties and responsibilities of the individual 
citizen and local government.

BLIGHT IN AFRICA, TWO BILLION AID PRICE 
TAG TO CINCH CONTROL IN UNITED STATES

(T h e  follow ing is from  the C hicago T ribune, M arch 
3, 1963, rep rin ted  in the P ub lisher’s A uxiliary , Ju n e  
13, 1963, qu o tin g  A rth u r  V eysey, journalist, w ho w as 
one of 200 new spaper m en to m ake a new s w riting  tou r 
of A frica .)

S uppose one sta te  in the  U n ited  S ta tes had  m ore 
p o pu la tion  th an  all the  rest o f the  50 sta tes, and  th a t 
s ta te  could  a lw ays elect the  C ongress a n d  the P residen t.

W ould  it be right then , for th a t one  sta te  to  take 
over no t on ly  the N ational g o v ern m en t, bu t to  d ictate  
w h a t law s every  o th er sta te  should  m ake and  how  they  
should  be en forced?

O r suppose F IV E  sta tes  had enough  popu la tion  
com bined  to  do the sam e th ing . T h e  c o u n try  has sta tes 
for th is ve ry  reason, so th a t self g o v ern m en t could  be 
preserved .

IN R E G A R D  T O  T H E  R A C E  Q U E S T IO N , the 
S o u th e rn  people have fu rn ished  m ore education  for N e­
groes than  an y  o th er people ev er did in all the  h isto ry  
of m ank ind , and  p robab ly  m ore em ploym en t.

T h e  leaders o f the  m ain  ag ita tio n  are largely  H a r­
lem -grow n, a city  o f co lored  people th a t is a  p a rt of 
g rea te r N ew  Y ork. T h ey  have  no t been  segregated  by 
law . T h ey  vote, an d  they  elect a  colored C ongressm an , 
A d a m  C lay ton  Pow ell.

O p en ly  w ork ing  a t con tro lling  the  U n ited  S ta tes by 
trad in g  on the N egro vote, w hen  one  dem and  is m et, 
th ey  m ake  tw o m ore. W here  th ey  get equality , th ey  d e ­
m and  preference.

It is one  th ing  to do aw ay  w ith  school segregation  
b y  law . It is an o th e r th ing  to  force b y  law  children  to 
be tak en  o u t o f schools in the ir ne ighborhood  to  a tten d  
a  school o f d iffe ren t color ju s t to  F O R C E  m ingling  of 
the  races.

It is one th ing  to  p u t M ered ith  in to  M ississippi U n i­
v e rs ity  w ith  bayonets. It is going a  far piece fu rth e r 
to  th rea ten  th a t if C ongress d o e sn ’t pass the law s tha t 
H arlem  w an ts  300 ,000  peop le  will m arch  on W ash in g ­
ton , and  if C ongress still d o esn ’t go a long  they  will m ake 
it “dan g ero u s for the  n a tio n ’’ a bald th rea t of red revo ­
lu tion .

STILL, W HAT CAN WE DO ABO UT IT?

If the U. S. A rm y  is as h andy  in W ash ing ton , D. C ., 
as it w as in M ississippi an d  in A lab am a, there  w o n ’t be 
a n y  revo lu tion , no t now , anyw ay .

B ut m ean tim e, here are  som e suggestions for w h a t­
ev er they  m ight be w orth . F irst, to  those w ho suppo rted  
the  K ennedy-Johnson  ticket, w rite  D em ocrats o f in flu ­
ence  w hom  you know  personally , especially  those w ho  
rep resen t us in C ongress.

S en a to r R alph  Y ar­
bo rough , Senate  O ffice  B uilding, W ash in g to n , D. C ., is 
the D em ocrat w ho rep resen ts T ex as in the Senate .

T hose  w ho have su p p o rted  a R epub lican  candidate  
in the  past m ight w rite  S en a to r Jo h n  T ow er, S enate  O f­
fice B uilding, W ash ing ton . D. C., the  R epublican  w ho 
w as elected in the m ost recen t senato rial election in 
T exas.

O f course there are  m ore th ings yet to be done to  
m ake the N egro ’s lot in life be tte r, and  for W hites too, 
for tha t m atter. B ut those w ho have lived close to the 
problem  know  that in teg ra tion  by law  is no so lu tion  
now , and  it never will be.

7 he b e tte r part of b ro therly  love respects the in ­
w ard th ings of m an, including  the right to  choose his 
com panions, and  to  live am o n g  his ow n. Segregation  
can be so ftened  in its legal phases, bu t it will rem ain , 
not by law, bu t by choice, or by  the force of circum - 
stancees no law alone can grea tly  change.

A S  T O  H O M E S A N D  L IV IN G  C O N D IT IO N S, the
black races have never built them selves very  good hom es 
o r very  splendid cities w hen left alone.

T here  m ight be found  land ou tside  m ost cities 
w here  colored people w ho have the am bition  and  the 
ability  and  w ho w ish to do so could build subdivisions 
w ith  the cooperation  of the w hite  com m unity . B ut to  
requ ire  by law  that w hite  people m ust com e and  live 
there , too, o r send their children to  school there  w ould  
be the w orst sort of ty ranny .

In the m atte r of places to eat for colored people 
traveling  across the nation , w here a m otel or res tau ran t 
is right on an  in te rsta te  h ighw ay, jo in ing  the right o f 
w ay, the in te rs ta te  com m erce clause in the constitu tion  
w ould  ju stify  a Federal law  requiring  tha t they  accom o­
d ate  colored people. But a law  to require them  to  eat 
a t tables w ith  the w hite  people w ould be in to lerable 
ty ran n y .

N O W  A B O U T  T H O S E  W H O  A R E  SO  O P ­
P R E S S E D  T H A T  T H E Y  A R E  R E A D Y  T O  G O  ou t
in to  the street and  stir up  a fight, if they  are so oppressed  
in this co un try , there  are  vast undeveloped resources 
an d  lands in the C ongo. T h e  U nited  S tates is pouring  
tw o billion dollars in aid over there. W hy not use a 
little of this m oney in giving free tran spo rta tion  to  the 
oppressed? T rain  them  in skills needed and  let them  
m ove to a co u n try  w here they  can live under ru lers of 
their ow n race, under the benevo len t guiding hand  of 
the U nited  N ations.

I have spoken in N egro churches in Texas on inv i­
tation , and  to a colored congregation  in P rinceton . In 
the dim  even ing  of a  S abbath  in L uxem bourg . I opened  
the Bible and  spoke to a com pany  of colored soldiers, 
invited by  their first se rgean t, colored. T he com pany  
w as build ing a te lephone line th rough  L uxem bourg  to  
T rier, G erm any , before  tha t c ity  had been taken , and  
they  did it w ith  all the vim  I ever saw  pu t in to  an y  job  
— w ith an esprit dc corps such as I had no t o ften  seen 
in a w hite  unit and  never in a m ixed group. In 4 years 
in the A rm y  I never passed up  a chance to visit w ith  a 
colored soldier.

W hen  m y uncle died in M ississippi a few  years ago, 
the colored folks cam e, w ith  tears ru nn ing  dow n their 
faces to pass by his casket.

T he hates o f H arlem  w ould inflam e these to m arch  
in red revo lu tion .

It is a tim e to be calm  and  sure, and  no  tim e at all 
to rage and  rave. But it is no t a tim e for inaction. W e 
m ust not let this reach the po in t w here  a desperate , b itte r  
w hite  suprem acy  w ave will arise.

W h eth er C hrist in person  com es back from  o u te r 
space to establish it, or m an strives to  p u t its m ean ing  
in to  effect on earth , certain  a ttr ib u te s  s tan d  o u t, n ev er­
theless as G od s w ay  of business in econom ics and  in 
governm en t.

C o n ten tm en t, peace, good g o v ern m en t, have fam i­
lies of m en living on their soil, free from  invasion of 
their rights by co rrup t judges, m eddling  officials, o r evil 
associations o f m en.

In o u r tim e som e have com e a long  to  force it o r a 
devilish im itation  of it by tak in g  from  o thers, s ta rting  
ou t to give to  m any  and fin ish ing  by  tak ing  from  all. 
T h a t false k ingdom  deceives m any  un til it has them  so 
firm ly in its grasp  there is no escape on earth .

If w e w ould have an econom ic order as near that 
o f G od s ow n rule as possible in this p resen t w orld, then 
this is o u r m odel and  our p a tte rn : T h e  hom esteader 
hold ing  his ow n land, the fam ily  farm er on his ow n, 
the hom e ow ner secure w herever he m ay  be— this is the 
basic econom ic and social unit as ou tlined  by  the p ro ­
phe ts  and  by C hrist him self.

W h atev e r we can do in fairness an d  in justice to  
all to  keep  tha t right in tact— the househo lder w ith  his 
ow n  garden , his ow n grape vine grow ing  in his ow n 
back yard , or patio , eating  the fruit of his ow n p lan ting  
is basically  G o d ’s w ay and  G o d 's  p lan.

W H E R E V E R  IN A N Y  W A Y  BY  A N Y  L A W  O R  
A C T IO N  w e in trude  upon bis righ t o r m ake it harder 
for him  to  live in tha t sta te  of tran q u ility , unm olested  
an d  u n afra id , to  th a t ex ten t w e a re  d ep artin g  from  
G o d ’s b lue p rin t o f how  m an is to  live m ost securely  
an d  m ost happ ily  here  upon th is earth .

T he  poor an d  the  hum ble , the  g rea t an d  the in ­
fluen tia l, o r those w ho  im prove the  lot of any , if w e are  
to  have a happy  land, m u st a lw ays keep  th a t in m ind.

T hose  w ho  look for C hrist s re tu rn  will no t be h u rt 
if th ey  hold th is as an  ideal in p ractical, earth ly  a ffa irs  
o f society  an d  g o v ern m en t.

It is a lso for w h o ev er p rays, " T h y  k ingdom  com e, 
th y  will be done, on  ea rth  as it is in h eav en .’’

If w e consider th a t k ingdom  a th in g  w ith in  the h eart 
an d  spirit, th en  it also has its ex te rn a l en v iro n m en t, its  
house  in w hich  it lives, e ith er in its p resen t fo rm  or in 
its final cu lm ination .

T hose  c lergym en  w ho  a re  d is trau g h t over colored chil­
d ren  being  tu rn ed  aw ay  from  p lay g ro u n d s w here  w h ite  
ch ild ren  p lay  have in fluence  en o u g h  am ong  m em bers of 
w ealth  enough  to  lead the  w ay  in B U IL D IN G  good p lay ­
g rounds for those denied , w h ere  w h ite  an d  colored  m ay  
p lay  to g e th e r if th ey  like, w ith o u t the ir be ing  d riv en , 
o rgan ized , o r used as political w eapons.

L et those pasto rs lead their peop le  in bu ild ing  p lay ­
g rounds, no t in fring ing  upon  those  a lready  bu ilt, in  es­
tab lish ing  new  sto res w here  all m ay  ea t o r buy , no t c rash ­
ing in to  those built by  o thers. If th ey  do a  little  o f th a t, 
the  idea will catch  on  soon.

L et them , w ith  all the in fluence  th ey  n o w  com ­
m and , s ta rt a na tionw ide  m o v em en t to  show  the w ay  
w ith  new  en te rp rise , find  land  an d  build  u p o n  it good 
houses sound ly  financed , w here  the  colored m ay  g row  
m ore v ines and  ten d  m ore  fig trees.

L et these  m ilitan t m in isters p u t in to  their c rusade  
the  sam e co n stru c tiv e  en te rp rise  th a t o th ers  p u t in to  
bu ild ing  w h a t has a lready  been  bu ilt. T h e  p lay g ro u n d s 
th ey  s trugg le  for, the  sto res th ey  besiege w ere  no t bu ilt 
b y  people  m arch ing  in the  stree ts.

T h ere  is room  in the  land  for m ore v ines and  fig 
trees and  the  gen ius now  be ing  p u t in to  d em o n stra tio n s 
could  o rgan ize , finance an d  build . B u t let it be u n d er 
law  an d  justice, an d  no t for a n y  m an  or race o r b an d  
to  tram p  across the  o th er m a n ’s hedges, or sit dow n by 
force under his v ine, o r to strip  the  leaves from  his fig 
tree .

Such m in isters as those w ho  are  m arch ing , v io la ting  
local law s, and  going  to  jail and  to  co u rt can spend  th e ir 
zeal m uch  b e tte r by  en co u rag in g  capital a lready  am o n g  
their m em bers to  go and  bu ild  or b u y  m ote ls an d  o p ­
e ra te  them  w here  bo th  w h ite  an d  colored m ay  find ac­
com o d atio n — a b e tte r  w ay  th an  to lead their co n g reg a­
tions in to  the  s tree t w av ing  b an n ers .

T h is is one  im p o rtan t d ifference  be tw een  the K ing­
dom  of G od  and  the  “ d ic ta to rsh ip  o f the  p ro le ta ria t.”
