I have read your letter of De-
cember 5, and have also read the
editorial which you enclosed. ]
think it is very timely and sound.
Certainly we need to keep the
matter of government policies in
proper perspective and not be in-
fluenced by the terrible tragedy
It appears quite likely now that
the Senate will approve the tax
bill early next year, with some
changes. President Johnson has
spoken out for a retrenchment in
spending. I hope that is translated
into action. If so, it will help to
justify the substantial tax cut that
is now in the works.
