and the m em bers of Congress are very aware of that opposition.

During  the period of m ourning, while those who had been very  
actively opposed to som e Kennedy m easures were largely silent vol­
untarily  and were being accused of being hate peddlers, those who 
have been actively for these m easures were busy night and day in 
W ash ington  to take advantage of the period of m ourning and the sen ­
tim ent connected with it to use all sorts of pressure  in try ing  to put 
these m easures across.

Some strong liberal Dem ocrats in the House and Senate as well 
as a great body of conservatives have opposed phases of the p rogram  
of President Kennedy, and have given good reason for their opposi­
tion thereto. One of these is Senator W ayne M o rris  of Oregon and 
another on the liberal side is Senator Ra lph  Yarboreugh  of T exas in 
regard  to the blank-check type of Federal aid.
