Winter Pasture Grass Dry Despite 
Rains As More Ranchers Discuss 
Feeding Methods on Sheep Range

W inter p astu re  feeding p resen ts 
a p e rp e tu a l p roblem  to all live ( 
stock  m en, and especially  to those 
w ith  ew es due to lam b in w in ter 
o r  ea rly  spring.

It is not only a question of how 
to  balance a ra tion , but how to 
get it to the an im al as and when 
needed  in the p ro p e r quantity .

To keep every th ing  the anim al 
needs available in a self feeder 
w uold present two problem s. One is 
the  prohibitive expense, and the 
o th e r  is the fact tha t such a me­
thod would leave the anim al sa tis ­
fied  without going over on the o th ­
e r  side of the p as tu re  for the! 
g razing  th a t is there .

W hat the  A & M ex p erts  c a n ’t 
fig u re  into th e ir bulletins or books 
Is how to utilize to the fu llest ex ­
te n t all the forage that is available 
on  the w in ter range, som e of tha t 
the  ra n ch e r has to a considerable 
ex ten t figure out for him self.

In the effo rt to do th a t, hay and 
sa lt  m ixes com e on the scene. The 
sa lt mix is based on the fact that, 
w ith a heavy  m ix tu re  of sa lt, need­
ed  proteins and v itam ins a re  sup­
plied. w ithout the anim al eating 
m ore than  the pocketbook of the 
ow ner perm its  o r  stuffing him self 
w ith  high co n cen tra te s  to his own 
h a rm .

Having the problem  myself, 
and talk ing  with o thers. I con­
clude th a t the form ula for your 
m ix  will have to be adapted  som e­
w h a t to your ran g e  condition at j 
th e  tim e, and to the condition and 
ap p e tite  of the anim als them selves.

C arl B lair was feeding the fol­
lowing form ula for awhile: 700 
lbs m aize. 600 cottonseed m eal, 100 
a lfa lfa  m eal. 100 m olasses. 100

calcium  adn 400 of salt.
But before long he found that 

the sheep  w ere ea tin g  over two 
pounds of th is p e r day . So he cu t 
the m olasses down to fifty pounds 
and increased  the salt to 450 and 
found they ate less, and both the 
sheep and his bank account fa red  
better.

If they  had been getting  a little  
more sustenance out of th e ir pas 
tu re  forage, they would, he
thought, have ea ten  less of the  
mix. and the f irs t form ula would 
have been better, because it would 
have supplied  them  m ore of the 
needed vitam ins in the m olasses.

Right lately  1 have been buying 
some of this b righ t peanu t hay 
when I go out to feed 250 head  c a r ­
ry a couple bales of this with me. 
With the sheep tram ping  m y feet. 
I put out chips of it up next to  the 
bushes to keep them  tram p in g  the 
hay as little  as possible.

Then when 1 have got the hay 
out. 1 take my gra in  cubes o r  cake 
cubes and s c a tte r  them . T here 
has been a considerab le im prove 
m ent in the condition of the ew es 
within a week a f te r  s ta rtin g  this.

The expense would be too m uch 
except right now during  the c ritica l 
lam bing season.

Some a re  burning p ea r, pu tting  
out sa lt m ix and getting  along 
without o th er feeding.

Which would be best would be 
up to each  m an 's  own opinion, an d . 
as one man said . “ W hatever works 
best th is year probably  w on't next 
y ea r.”

But we keep on ra ising  them . I t ’s 
as hard  to qu it as sm oking c iga­
rettes. USB
