cers Association. 

Sixty directors, officers 	and 
county leaders attending the one-
day session in Amarillo Thursday, 
April 9. 

Pat Northcutt, a farmer-rancher 
of Silverton, was elected as a new 
member of the executive committee 
as Vice President for Research and 
Education. The group set February 
25 and 26, 1965 as the dates for 
the association's next regular bien-
niel Research and Utilization Con-
ference. Those held in 1959, 1961 and 
1963 have attracted over 300 sor-
ghum research and industry people 
from some 30 states and several 
foreign countries. 

The board under leadership of 
President Elbert Harp of Aberna-
thy authorized $7,500. for sorghum 
midge research in cooperation 
with Texas A & M University En-
tomology Department on a match-
ing fund basis. Funds for active 
membership in the High Plains 
Water Institute to study and pro-
mote water conservation were also 
designated GSP.A will also continue 
its membership in the  U. S. Feed 
Grain Council through which it con-
ducts grain sorghum foreign mar-
ket development programs.

Increased Interest 
Shown In Soil 
Testing Program 

Increased interest in the use of 
soil tests as a guide for more pro-
fita.ble fertilizer use in cotton pro-
duction is being expressed. This 
is evident from the number of soil 
samples received by the Extension 
Service's Soil Testing Laboratory 
located at the Center. Since Jan. 1, 
1964, over 5,240 samples have been 
processed. 

South Plains soils are more  uni-
form in appearance and general 
chemical characteristics than other 
areas of the State. But even here 
there are extreme differences in 
plant nutrient content and other 
factors that influences plant nutri-
tion. Tests presently made by the 
Laboratory include pH (soil reac-
tion), organic matter as a mea, 
sure of nitrogen availability phoS-
phorus, potassium, calcium, soluble 
salt, and sodium. These values, 
when considered along with infor-
mation on past cropping history, 
soil type, water, and expected crop 
yields, give the best information 
presently available to the farmer 
for planning a profitable fertilizer 
use program. 

The levels where response can 
be expected fit. the plant nutri-
ents available from commercial fer-
tilizers are determined from the 
cumulative fertilizer research that 
has been done in the area. It works 
like this—when a fertilizer test goes 
in, either on the Center's farm or 
on the replicated test, response 
from specific nutrients singly and 
in combination with others is noted 
for that particular crop. Due to the 
many years of research are needed 
to establish these response levels. 

Another phase of activity that 
has added to the acceptance of soil 
testing is the Fertilizer Result De-
monstrations conducted by farmers 
in cooperation with County Agricul-
tural Agents. While not to be clas-
sified as research, such demonstra-
tions where fertilizer is applied ac-
cording to soil test has given much 
helpful information. 

If a soil test is to be effective 
it is essential a representative sam-
ple be collected and that the In-
formation Sheet be completed and 
sent in with the soil sample. Coun-
ty Agents have these forms with 
suggestions on sample collection 
and mailing.

Through April 4, an aggregate 
of 27, 384 cases of measles (rub-
cola) has been reported from all 
parts of Texas. Compare that fi-
gure to the 7,541 cases reported 
for the same period period in 1963, 
and it is clear that the State, in 
general, is indeed experiencing an 
epidemic. 

Measles epidemics can be pre-
dicted with a fair degree of cer-
tainty. In metropolitan areas, a 
mild form of the disease can be 
anticipated to reach epidemic pro-
portions every other year. In rur-
al areas, outbreaks are usually 
somewhat more severe. 

Outbreaks occur ini keeping with 
population growths - that is, the 
birth of new babies who are unim-
munized, and who are thus suscep-
tible when the community is "seed-
ed" with the virus. 

Measles comes in two different 
varieties. Rubella - often called 3-
day measles - or German meales 
is of shorter duration than rubeola 
Normally rubeola is considered 
more serious in nature, with one 
exception. When rubella occurs dur-
ing the first four months of preg-
nancy, it is thought to trigger mal-
formation  of the unborn child. 

In  any case, measles may not 
be lightly dismissed as a harmless 
childhood disease. Measles (rube-
ola) claims 34 lives per year, half 
of which are under two years of 
age. 

Quarantining a measles patient 
of eigher variety - doesn't help the 
situation. A person is most con-
tagious before the tell-tale red spots 
appear when symptoms simply re-
semble a cold. 

Recently, a vaccine for rubeola 
was put on the market. The Ameri-
can Academy of Pediatrics recom-
mends that any child over nine 
months of age, who has  no his-
tory of the disease, be given the 
vaccine. 

Children with special problems, 
such as cystic fibrosis, asthma 
or heart disease, are particularly 
advised to take advantage of this 
protective measure. If any symp-
toms are suspected a physician 
shculd be contacted immediately.

question: "How much of the sugar 
and how much of the meat con-
sumed by Americans is going to 
be supplied by American farmers 
and ranchers? 

To sell abroad we must buy 
abroad. Trade is not a one-way 
street. We cannot export unless we 
import. But we must not cripple 
domestic industries by permitting 
such a high level of imports that 
our own produce or manufactur-
es are driven from our own mar-
ketplaces. In addition, we must 
continue to provide opportunity for 
the expansion of domestic agricul-
tural and industrial production. 

Hearings are expected to begin 
soon before the House Agriculture 
Committee on production quota al-
locations under the Sugar Act. A 
number of bills have been intro-
duced to increase the tonnage quota 
permitted to American farmers, 
producers of cane and beet sugar 
alike, during the calendar years 
1964, 1965, and 1966. This week I 
introduced a bill to increase the 
quotas for our domestic sugar pro-
ducing areas by 1,500,000 tons in 
1965 and 1966 and by 500,000 tons 
for this year. 

Together with some 50 other 
Members of the House of Repre-
sentatives, I sent a letter Thurs-
day  to  President Lyndon Johnson 
asking that the Administration back 
a domestic sugar beet marketing 
quota increase of "at least 750,000 
tons." The signers of the letter, 
bath Democrats and Republicans, 
advised the President of their con-
viction that such an increase "is 
in the national interest." 

The letter stated : "World sugar 
stocks this year are even lower 
than last year, when the sugar 
crisis mentioned in your Message 
on Agriculture occurred. Some of 
the foreign countries supplying the 
market are doubtful reliability be-
cause of present or potential poli-
tical instability. An increase of at 
least 750,000 tons in the basic beet 
sugar quota will help materially 
to assure ample supplies of sugar 
for American consumers at reason, 
able prices. Moreover, reducing our 
nation's dependence on foreign su-
gar supplies will reduce the num-
ber of dollars we send abroad and 
therefore will help to alleviate our 
Nation's balance of payments pro-
blem." 

The fight is going to be a tough 
one. The "Off shore" sugar interest 
are indeed a strongly entrench-
ed power. Along with other Mem-
bers  of  Congress of both parties, 
I will do my best to see that the 
fight is won this year. 

The second import problem—that 
involving beef and other meat—
poses equally difficult problems. 

Several weeks ago,  I  observ-
ed in this newsletter that 
legislative efforts would be made 
to correct the depressed economy 
of our domestic cattle industry as

the North-South alleys to the cen-
ter of block 125; thence east 
through the East-West alleys to 
the center of block 110; thence 
South through the North-South al-
leys to Stinson Street; thence east 
crossing South Broadway to the 
North-South alley in block 60; 
thence north through the North-
South alleys to East Bedford Aye-
nue ; thence west to East Third 
Street; thence north to the East-
West alley in block 75, thence West 

block to the North-South allay in 
block 75; thence north to Andrews 
Street; Thence west along Andrews 
Street to the place of beginning. 

Class Beginning at the inter-
section of South Broadway and 
Stinson Street; thence west to the 
North-South alley in block 113; 
thence south through the North-
South alley to the center of block 
114; thence east through the East-
West alleys to the center of block 
88; thence south through the North-
South alley to Grant Street; thence  

east to East Second Street; thence 
south to the East-West alley in 
block 68; thence east through the 
East-West alleys to East Fourth 
Street; thence north to Grant 
Street; thence west to East Third 
Street; thence north to Lee Street; 
thence east to the North-South al-
ley in block 61; thence north 
through the North-South alley in 
block 61 to Stinson Street; thence 
west to the place of beginning. 

Class IV. Beginning at the in-
tersection of North Broadway and 
West Halsell; thence west to West 
Second Street; Thence south to 
Andrews Street; thence east along 
Andrews Street to East Second 
Street; thence north to Dulin Street; 
thence west to the North-South al-
ley in Block 80; thence north 
through the North-South alley a-
cross Block 80, Halsell Street 
and Block 79 to the intersection 
of said North-South alley in Block 
79 with the F.W. & D. Ry. right-of 
way; teence northwesterly with 
said railway right-of-way to the in-
tersection of said right-of-way with 
U; S. Highway  a. No. 385 :thence 
south along the west right-of-way 
of said Highway 385 to the place 
of beginning. 
SECTION 2 is amended by adding 
thereto Class IV as follows: 

Class IV. Any building construct-
ed in accordance with the afore-
mentioned three classes, or any 
building with exterior walls of ma-
sonry veneer construction and in-
terior walls of at least five-eighth 
inch sheetrock, with roof of 
wooden beams and solid wood 
decking of at least three eighth 
inch plywood, built up with semi-
fireproof roofing material. 
SECTION III is hereby amended 
by deleting said section in its en-
tirety and substituting in lieu 
thereof the following: 
SECTION M. FRAME BUILDING 
INGS : No structure whose walls 
are wholly, or in part, construct-
ed of wood, except as provided in 
Class IV, Section II above shall 
hereafter be built or moved into 
the fire limits as herein designated 
or as they may hereafter be es-
tablished except as follows : 

(a) Temporary one-story frame 
buildings for the use of builders. 

(b) Wooden fences not over 8 
feet high without cover or roof. 
Any existing frame, within the fire 
limits, which may hereafter be da-
maged by fire, decay, or otherwise, 
to an amount greater than one 
half of its present value exclusive 
of the foundation shall not be re-
paired or rebuilt, but shall be re-
moved. Extensions to or remodel-
ing to change the type of construc-
tion of existing buildings shall not 
be considered as repairs. Repairs 
to existing wood shingle roof shall 
be limited to minor repairs and 
where exceeding 50 per cent of the 
value of the roof, shall be replac-

least 50 per cent of this sloping 
land, especially in Hale, Floyd, 
Swisher, Castro and Lamb count-
ies, needs some form of land man-
agement. 

At the Foundation farm at Half-
way, Valliant has taken the land 
around one of the playa lakes on 
the 310-acre tract and subjected it 
to an extensive program of bench 
leveling to determine the value of 
land management in terms of dol-
lars in the farmer's pocket. 

Portions of the land around the 
lake have been cut to 8, 12, and 
16 row benches and the remainder 
left in its natural, unshaped state. 

Cotton and grain sorghum were 
planted in both areas and tests con-
ducted to compare water use and 
yield, the factors which control net 
income. Since no facilities for mea-
suring erosion were available, no 
studies were conducted on the 
amount of topsoil displaced. 

Results of the tests have been 
significant. Based on a four-year 
average, the net income from cot-
ton and grain sorghum produced on 
the benches was $20 per  acre per 
year higher than that from the un-
shaped areas. 

In addition to the increased yield 
realized on the benches, Valliant  

found that 30-40 per cent less water 
was required for grain sorghum 
and required 10 per cent less for 
cotton. 

He also cites such things as less 
erosion, better utilization of rain-
fall, better utilization of supple-
mental water and a buildup of or-
ganic matter and fertility of the 
soil as hidden benefits realized in 
the bench leveling program. 

"I'm getting a definite, stabilized 
yield on the benches and a de-
clining yield on the unshaped 
ground," Valliant says, "This bears 
out the fact that crops grown on 
the slope require more nutrients, 
indicating a breaddown in the soil.' 

Valliant has experimented with 
8, 12 and 16 row benches on the 
farm and has settled on a maxi-
mum length of 800 feet. The cur-
rent experiments will be extended 
another year to arrive at a solid, 
5-year average, and soybean ben-
ches will be added to the program. 

The addition of 504 more acres 
to the research program may en-
able further research in bench 
leveling and terracing. Two lakes 
are on the new farm 10 miles south-
west of Halfway, providing ample 
sloping land to be incorporated in 
the program.

Crude Sales Bright, 
Jim Langdon Says 

AUSTIN-Texas crude oil current-
ly is selling for more dollars than 
any year since the Suez crisis in 
1957, Railroad Commissioner Jim 
Langdon reports. 

Langdon said this should be 
welcome news to the people of 
Texas because the Texas oil and 
gas dollar pays for 42 per cent of 
the state's cost of public education, 
and almost 60 per cent of the state's 
cost of teacher retirement, old-age 
assistance, blind assistance and aid 
to dependent children. 

He stated that oil production is up 
three per cent over the previous 
year, and an even more encourag-
ing" jump is expected for 1964. 

Langdon said the fact that the 
Texas petroleum industry was in  

such a healthy sate after more than 
half a century of intensive develop-
ment could be laid to two factors : 

 (1) There was a lot of oil to begin 
with; and (2) it has not been wast-
ed promiscuously. 

Critics of the way the Railroad 
Commission has regulated the oil 
and gas industries disregarded the 
Commissioners' duty to guard the 
public interest. When they talked 
about allowables and production, 
they ignored the fact that natural 
gas has in recent years become an 
important energy source replacing 
to some extent oil; and that Texas 
was more dominant in gas product-
ion than in crude oil production. 

Langdon is the newest member 
of the Railroad Commission, having 
been appointed last spring. Now he 
is seeking the voters' approval to 
serve the remaining four years of a 
six-year term. He resigned as chief 
justice of the El Paso Court of Civil 
Commission post. 

Before moving to El Paso, Lang-
don was district judge for five West 
Texas counties. While on the bench 
and as a practicing attorney in a 
large oil producing area, he gained 
vast knowledge of the oil and gas 
industries, as well as transporta-
tion matters, which the Commission 
regulates.

The National Water /add. 
tote says most water "short-
ages" are symptoms of a single 
disease: lack of advance plan-
ning. Obviously then, many 
communities are failing to plan 
for current or future growth. 
How about ours? Isn't it time 
for John Q. Public to "dig into" 
the matter? If we don't plan 
for the future today, we won't 
have enough water tomorrow. 

So it's up to us. We must, 
find out the facts. Spread the 
word around. Support our city 
planners. Then vote for the 
bond issues to finance modem 
water facilities in our town. 

Don't let our town die of 
thirst! Keep an eye on 
tomorrow.

Lodge Now Leads 
Republican Race 

After Henry Cabot Lodge's write-
in victory in the New Hampshire 
primary on March 10, Lodge has 
now taken the lead in the race for 
the Republican presidential nomi-
nation. Before, he held about 16 
per cent of the popular votes, and 
now he is in the lead with 42 per 
cent. The latest Gallup Poll rat-
ings, taken from Time Magazine, 
April 10, 1964, are the following:

6 per cent 
9 per cent 

At the present time, Henry Cabot 
Lodge is the Johnson Administra-
tion's ambassador to South Viet 
Nam. Due to the nature of his 
post, he cannot campaign politi-
cally, and yet he is the most popu-
lar candidate. He won a sizeable 
victory in the New Hampshire pri-
mary elections, due to the write-in 
campaign waged by Lodge support-
ers. His supporters are entering 
him in the Oregon primary elec-
tion in May. This election will de-
termine whether he will be able to 
win votes far away from his home 
state, Massachusetts, where he ser-
ved as a senator in the late thirties. 

In the California primary elec-
tion, Lodge's name is not on the 
ballot, and write-in votes are not ac-
cepted. But, according to local polls 
Lodge would be the favorite with 
31 per cent of the vote, with Gold-
water in second place, if Calif-
ornia voters were allowed to write 
in his name. 

When more and more voters go 
to the polls this spring, one candi-
date will move to the lead in each 
party. Thre primaries have al-
ready been held, in New Hamp-
shire on March 10, Wisconsin on 
April 7, and Illinois two days ago. 
Other primaries to be held include 
Massachusetts and Pennsylvania

Debut Nears For 
$75 Savings Bond 

A reminder that the new $75 ser-
ies E United States savings bond, 
bearing the portrait of the late 
President Kennedy, will go on 
sale May 1 came today from Mr. 
Wilson, local savings bonds chair-
man. 

Mr. Wilson said that due to the 
heavy demand for the new bond 
which is anticipated, many banks 
and other issuing agents through-
out the nation will accept orders 
before May 1 from those purchas-
ers who may desire an early date 
of issue to appear in the validat-
ing stamp. 

Decision to issue the $75 bond 
which fills a gap in the lower 
denomination range of savings 
bonds, was announced by the White 
House late in January. The issue 
date of May 1 was fixed to coincide 
with the launching of "Operation 
Security," a nation-wide savings 
bonds campaign which runs until 
July 4. May 1 is also the 23rd an-
niversary of the issuance of the 
first series E. bond. 

Purchase price of the new bond, 
which will reach full redemption 
value in seven years and nine 
months, is $56.25. 

Mr. Wilson said that •the new 
bond is not a "memorial." to the 
late President, in that it is no 
different from other denominations 
of savings bonds, all of which bear 
portraits of deceased chief execu-
tives. However, beneath the por-
trait trait of Mr. Kennedy are carried 
the words from his inaugural ad-
dress : "Ask not what your country 
can do for you; ask what you can 
do for your country." 

"The reproduction of this memo-
rable statement on the face of the 
bond," said Mr. Wilson "is a fresh 
reminder that our citizens help 
strengthen their own security and, 
consequently, the security of their 
community and their country when 
they invest a portion of their sav-
ings in savings bonds."

453 Soil Tests 
Completed Here 

The three soil testing laborator-
ies operated by Texas A & M 
University's Agricultural Extension 
Service at College Station, Seymour 
and Lubbock were busy during 
January and February. County 
Agent Charles Hottel said he had 
received information from C.D. 
Welch, Extension Soil Chemist, 
that the number of sail samples 
handled by the three facilities re-
presented a 50 per cent increase 
over the same two months of 1963. 

A total of 453 samples were sub-
mitted for testing by Castro County 
farmers, Hottel said The total for 
Texas was 10,058 samples and re-
flects, according to the informa-
tion from Welch, the ever increas-
ing interest that Texas agricul-
turists are showing in soil fertility 
improvement programs. The in-
crease was noticeably high in the 
High and Rolling Plains sectors. 

The county agent said the Ex-
tension Service in cooperation with 
the National Plant Food Institute 
had made available a folder which 
emphasizes that farm profits de-
pend on high acre yields and the 
value of following recommended 
practices, including soil testing 
and using fertilizer. Copies of the 
folder are available from Hottel's 
office, he said. 

Welch also said the spring rush 
seems to be over and that the 
laboratories can get results back 
on soil samples submitted now 
within a week to ten days. 

The county invited farmers who 
have questions regarding the re-
commendations received from the 
testing laboratory to come by his 
office for additional information. 

In addition to the samples ana-
lyzed for Texas farmers and ranch-
men, the laboratories also received 
soil samples from eight other stat-
es and Mexico to give their work 
a national and international flavor, 
the county agent said.

Summaries Show 
Alkalinity And 
Organic Status 

Texas A & M University 
tests show that most Castro County 
soils are alkaline and generally low 
in organic matter. This comes from 
soil test summaries prepared by 
Jim Valentine of University Soil 
Testing Lab in Lubbock. 

Most Castro County soils tested 
in the soil reaction range from 7.4 
to 8.3 About 42 per cent tested in 
the mildly alkaline range and 42 
per cent tested in the moderately 
alkaline. 

Surprisingly, almost 15 per cent 
of the soils tested in the slightly 
acid to neutral range. 

The ideal range for good crop 
production is up to pH of 7.9. In 
this range, minor element avail-
ablity is usually good and phos-
phorus can be efficiently used by 
plants. 

In the moderately alkaline range 
of 7-9 and above, free calcium car-
bonate is usually present. As this 
increases in the soil, minor de-
ment availability is decreased and 
phosphorus needs to be banded for 
most efficient use. Yields will nor-
mally be lower at higher pH val-
ues. 

Alkalinity or pH of a soil will 
usually increase with time. This is 
due to the presence of calcium in 
irrigation water. Calcium accum-
lates slowly as irrigation water is 
applied and, over a period of 
years, alkalinity will increase. 

Brown clay and clay loam soils 
will usually test lower in pH than 
will sandy loam soils. Nearly all 
gray soils will have a pH of 7.9 
or above and are usually highly 
calcareous. 

The organic matter summary for 
Castro County shows that most soil 
range from 1.0 to 1.5 per cent. 
Approximately 10 per cent of the 
soils have less than 1 per cent 
organic matter and about 10 per 
cent have more than 1.5 per cent. 
No samples tested from Castro 
County contained more than 2 per 
cent organic matter.

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Dear Fellow Texan: 
My report this week is on a sad 

event in our nation's history, the 
passing away of General Douglas 
MacArthur, the greatest pro-con-
sul ever to serve this Republic. 

His great achievement in Japan 
is not yet fully realized by the 
American people. When the occupa-
tion of Japan began in August, 1945 
I was there. Its cities were black 
scars on the land. Two of them, 
Hiroshima and Nagasaki, had been ' 
incinerated with atom bombs. 

Millions of lives had been lost 
by Japan in the war. Tens of mil-
lions of its people were homeless. 
Its navy and merchant marine, the 
lifeline of the small island empire,  

had been utterly destroyed. Mil-
lions of its soldiers, gone from 
Japan for four years of war, were 
prisoners of war on distant islands. 

The resources of Japan were 
drained. Ruin and famine stalked 
the land. Even their religious faith 
—that the emperor was the god-
head and couldn't lose the war—
had been disproven, destroyed. The 
bitterest war this nation ever fought 
left the defeated people of Japan 
embittered and fearful. 

They had experienced four and 
a half years of destruction, defeat 
and despair. They were a proud 
and intelligent people who had nev-
er known defeat or occupation. 
With their losses, their sacrifices, 
their deprivation all around them, 
they looked up from the ruins to 
see the victorious troops occupying 
every city and crossroads. 

Commanding those troops was a 
man of destiny, the only U. S. Con-
gressional Medal of Honor winner 
whose father also had been a U.S. 
Congresional Medal of Honor win-
ner, General • Douglas MacArthur. 

Twice in my lifetime I served in 
the Armed Forces of this Repu- 

blic under General Mac Arthur. 
Once in my youth for a year as 
a cadet at West Point, where he 
had returned from his glamorous 
and victorious record with the 
Rainbow Division in World War I 
as a young brigadier general, to 
become superintendent; and a quar-
ter of a century later as a lieuten-
ant colonel in the Army in World 
War U, I served as chief military 
government officer under his com-
mand in Japan for nine months, 
my area being one-seventh of the 
area and population of Japan. In 
the suceeding years, I correspond-
ed with him during his retirement. 

General MacArthur was a sold-
ier. I know of no higher tribute to 
pay to a man who dedicated his 
life to soldiering and who did it 
so well for this Republic, with a 
flair that inspired all Americans. 
His actions in Japan, his protec-
tion of private property, protection 
of civilians, protection of their 
rights, will go down as one of the 
greatest accomplishments of an oc-
cupying power in the history of this 
Republic or in the history of man-
kind.

PLANT NUTRIENT UPTAKE 
The manner in which plants ob-

tain nutrients from the soil is 
controversial. Several theories and 
ideas prevail. 

The Soil Solution Theory suggests 
that plant nutrients which are in 
solution in the soil are carried rote 
the plant as water  -enters Ire 
system, The nitrate ion is a good 
example of this theory. It stays 
in the soil solution and apparently 
enters the plant asm oisture is 
taken up. 

The Contact or Exchange Theory 
is somewhat more complicated. The 
root comes into contact with the 
soil particle. Since both the soil 
and the root have negatively char-
ged surfaces, positive ions are ex-
changed between the root and soil. 
An example is the potassium ion. 
Hydrogen from the root is exchang-
ed with potassium in the soil. Once 
on the root surface, the potassium 
moves into the plant. 

The Selective Absorption Theory 
is closely related to the contact 
theory. This assumes that the 
plant can select the plant nutrients 
it absorbs. To illustrate, visualize 
a conveyer system between the 
root and soil particle and soil solu-
tion. The conveyer has different 
types of sites or systems for each 
element. Perhaps a small slot for 
the small potassium ion or a large 
slot for the large calcium ion. If 
the site for a particular element 
is empty, the conveyer would move 
out of the root into the soil and 
pick up that element, then move 
back into the root. If the plant 
needs that nutrient for proper nu-
trition, it will be pulled off the 
conveyer and used—if it is not 
needed, it will stay on the con-
veyer until needed. The plant ac -

tually selectively absorbs the nu-
trients it needs. 

It has been fairly well proven 
that all three of these systems are 
operative in plant nutrient uptake. 
The system at work depends on 
the type of nutrient, its electrical 
charge, the type of plant and the 
exchange capacity of both the soil 
and the plant root.

"She probably claims a connec-
tion to the Mayflower since her 
mother was an O'Neal before her 
marriage to Mr. Will Graham. 
Mollie is the oldest of four child-
ren—a brother, Willis; a sister, 
Eula and a sister Jewel. We've 
been told that she always made a 
good spokeman for her family whe-
ther she was milking the cows or 
playing dolls." 

"She has always liked school and 
even as a youngster in school, she 
enjoyed thinking up things to make 
every occasion lively. In spite of 
all of her fun-making and good 
times who was an alert student 
and did well in school." 

Second panel member read "Af-
ter Miss Mollie finished her se-
condary schooling and was ready 
to start making her own money, 
she took a test for a teaching 
certificate. She passed it with fly-
ing colors and was given a six 
year certificate. So through lots of 
talking and scheming, she was 
given her first job in her home 
community of Cow Creek in 1913. 
She taught there for four years." 

"Miss Mollie's beginning ',salary 
was $50 per month but her great-
est reward was that she received 
much personal satisfaction from 
teaching. Those terms were only 
six months long instead of our 
regular pine months." 

"We don't know why Miss Mollie 
moved on to `greener pastures' but 
she went to Comanche County the 
fifth year of her teaching. She 
stayed there only one year. Miss 
Mollie, did you get `itchy' feet and 
want to move on to still greener 
pastures?" 

Third panel member continued 

"In 1918 Miss Mollie decided that 
she'd better get some schooling if 
she intended to stay ahead of the 
`kids.' She attended Denton Nor-
mal Sub College which is now North 
Texas State University. She went 
from 1918-19 and started work on 
her bachelor degree." 

"Miss Mollie wandered off up 
into Oklahoma to teach after this 
year of schooling. She taught at 
Paul's Valley, Oklahoma until the 
`Indians' chased her out in 1922. 
She went back to Comence in 
Comanche County and really put 
roots down there for she taught 
there in this one school for 25 
years." 

Fourth panel member revealed 
"Now, Miss Mollie has been 
around. She had no intention of 
'Letting the moss grow under her 
feet." She tried all of the colleges 
that would accept her. She received 
her Bachelor's degree from North 
Texas State in 1935 and her Mas-
ter's from Hardin-Simmons in 1950. 
"She has also done work at John 

Tarleton College, Howard Payne 
College, University of Colo., Tex-
as Tech and University of Cali-
fornia." 

"So, you can see that Miss Mol-
lie has entered many doors of 
higher education." 

"Her thesis was entitled 'Experi-
mental Study of Creative Music 
Procedure in the Third Grade."' 

"Miss Mollie used her own third 
grade children to do the study. 
They wrote song and music and 
probably even a few dance num-
bers." 

At this point in the program, Miss 
Grisham went to the piano and a 
group of Dimmitt teachers dressed  

as "The Beetles" (wigs and all) 
rendered several musical numbers 
for the audience. 

The panel leader ended the dis-
cussion with the following com-
ments. 

"Miss Mollie taught at Coleman 
for three years, at Dublin for ten 
years and came to Dimmitt in 
1961." 

"Mollie, there are still some deep 
dark secrets that we didn't get the 
ctails on. We hope we haven't 
uncovered too much from your File 
13. And perhaps we got things a 
little mixed. up." 
"Mollie, you'll forgive us for mak-

ing you think we were having a 
real panel discussion. You've done 
more with your part tonight than 
all of the rest of the panel could 
do. It's a pleasure to teach with 
you and we're looking forward to 
more fun together. 

A congratulatory poem was read 
by Mrs. Joe Cowen honoring Miss 
Mollie for 50 years of teaching. Fol-
lowing the reading, Mrs. Cowen 
presented a corsage to Miss Mol-
lie from the Association. 

Noln Froehner sang the following 
song in honor of the teacher who 
has spent 50 years teaching young 
people.

Bonnet") 
If children could but speak of you, 
I know just what they'd say of you.
