Sc hies j . director of the state's TB 
hospital system, isn't claiming 
perfection But he doesn't think 
the number of persons leaving the 
hospital against medical advice is

"We don't bat a thousand.”

NUMBER EIGHT ON THE BALLOT
PROPOSED C O N S T I T U ­

T I O N A L  AMENDMENT 
TO BE VOTED ON AT AN 
ELECTION TO BE HELD 
ON NOVEMBER 2. 1963. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 57 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 1-a of 
Article V o f the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, by add­
ing to said Section as pres­
ently written, the following 
provisions: requiring automa­
tic retirement of certain Dis­
trict and Appellate Judges at 
age seventy-five (75) or such 
earlier age, not under seventy 
(70), as may be provided by 
law; creating a State Judicial 
Qualifications Commission and 
providing for its composition 
and the qualifications, methods 
of selection and terms of o f­
fice o f its members; defining 
the functions and procedures 
o f said Commission, including 
the duty to investigate, and 
hold hearings in respect of, 
disability and misconduct of 
District and Appellate Judges 
and to make recommendations 
to the Supreme Court of Tex­
as for involuntary retirement 
or removal of such Judges; 
empowering the S u p r e m e  
Court of Texas, in its discre­
tion, to retire such Judges for 
disability and to remove them 
fo r ' misconduct, upon recom­
mendation of the aforesaid 
Commission and consideration 
at the record made before 
it; defining misconduct for 
which said Judges may be so 
removed; providing that the 
proceedings of said Commis­
sion ahall be confidential until 
filed in the Supreme Court 
with recommendation for re­
tirement or removal; and pro­
viding that the removal pro­
visions h e r e b y  established 
shall be alternative to and 
cumulative of those provided 
elsewhere in the Constitution. 
HE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Section 1-a 

of Article V of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended so that said Section 
shall hereafter read as fol­
lows:

"Section 1-a. (1) Subject to 
the further provisions of this 
Section, the legislature shall 
provide for the retirement and 
compensation of Justices and 
J u d g e s  of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crim­
inal District Courts on ac­
count of length of service, age 
and disability, and for their 
reassignment to active duty 
where and when needed. The 
office of every such Justice 
and Judge shall become va­
cant when the incumbent 
reaches the age of seventy- 
five (75) years or such earl­
ier age, not less than seventy 
(70) years, as the Legislature 
may prescribe; but, in the case 
of an incumbent whose term 
of office includes the effective 
date of this Amendment, this 
provision shall not prevent

him from serving the remain­
der o f said term nor be ap­
plicable to him before his 
period or periods o f judicial 
service shall have reached a 
total of ten (10) years.

**(2) There is hereby created 
the State Judicial Qualifica­
tions Commission, to consist 
of nine (9) members, to wit: 
(i) two (2) Justices o f Courts 
of Civil Appeals; (ii) two (2) 
District Judges; (iii) two (2) 
members o f the State Bar, 
who have respectively practic­
ed as such for over ten (10) 
consecutive years next preced­
ing their selection; (iiii) three 
(3) citizens, at least thirty 
(30) years of age, not licensed 
to practice law nor holding 
any salaried public office or 
employment; provided that no 
person shall be or remain a 
member o f the Commission, 
who does not maintain physi­
cal residence within this State, 
or who resides in, or holds a 
judgeship within or for, the 
same Supreme Judicial Dis­
trict as another member of 
the Commission, or who shall 
have ceased to retain the quali­
fications above specified for 
his respective class of mem­
b e r s h i p .  Commissioners of 
classes (i) and (ii) above shall 
be chosen by the Supreme 
Court with advice and consent 
of the Senate, those of class 
(iii) by the Board of Direc­
tors of the State Bar under 
regulations to be prescribed 
by the Supreme Court with 
advice and consent of the Sen­
ate, and those of class (iiii)

. by appointment of the Gover­
nor with advice and consent of 
the Senate.

“ (3) The regular term of 
office of Commissioners shall 
be six (6) years; but the ini- 

| tial members of each of 
classes (i), (ii) and (iii) shall 
respectively be chosen for 
terms of four (4) and six 
(6) years, and the initial 
members of class (iiii) for 
respective terms of two (2), 
four (4) and six (6) years. 
Interim vacancies shall be 
filled in the same manner 
as vacancies due to expira­
t i o n  of a full term, but only 
for the unexpired portion of 
the term in question. Com­
missioners may succeed them­
selves in office only if having 
served less than three (3) 
consecutive years.

“ (4) Commissioners shall 
receive no compensation for 

! their services as such. The 
legislature shall provide for 
the payment of the necessary 
expense for the operation of 

< the Commission.
"(5 ) The Commission may 

hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and places as it shall 

i determine but shall meet at 
Austin at least once each year. 
It shall annually select one 
of its members as Chan-man. 
A quorum shall consist of 
five (5) members. Proceed­

ings shall be by majority vote
of those present, except that 
recommendations for retire­
ment or removal of Justices 
or Judges shall be by affirm­
ative vote o f at least five 
(5) members.

“ (6) Any Justice or Judge 
within the scope o f this Sec­
tion 1-a may, subject to the 
other provisions hereof, be 
removed from office for will­
ful or persistent conduct, 
which is clearly inconsistent 
with the proper performance 
o f his said duties or casts 
public discredit upon the judi­
ciary or administration of 
justice; or any such Justice 
or Judge may be involun­
tarily retired for disability 
seriously interfering with the 
performance o f his duties, 
which is, or is likely to be­
come, permanent in nature.

“ (7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be o f circumstances 
relating to misconduct or dis­
ability of particular Justices 
or Judges, receive complaints 
or reports, formal or informal, 
from any source in this behalf 
and make such preliminary in­
vestigations as it may deter­
mine. Its 'irders for the at­
tendance or testimony o f wit­
nesses or for the production 
of documents at any hearing 
or investigation shall be en­
forceable by contempt pro­
ceedings in the District Court.

“ (8) The Commission may, 
after such investigation as it 
deems necessary, order a hear­
ing to be held before it con­
cerning the removal or re­
tirement of a Justice or Judge, 
or it may in its discretion re­
quest the Supreme Court to 
appoint an act’^« or retired 
District Judge Justice of a 
Court of Civ;i appeals as a 
Master to heat and take evi­
dence in any such matter, and 
to report thereon to the Com­
mission. If, after hearing, or 
after considering the record 
and report o f a Master, the 
Commission finds good cause 
therefore, it shall recommend 
to the Supreme Court the re­
moval or retirement, as the 
case may be, of the Justice 
or Judge in question and 
shall thereupon file with the 
Clerk of the Supreme Court 
the entire record before the 
Commission.

"(9 ) The Supreme Court 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion 
may. for good cause shown, 
permit the introduction of 
additional evidence and shall 
order removal or retirement, 
as it finds just and proper, 
or wholly reject the recom­
mendation. Upon an order 
f o r  involuntary retirement 
for disability or an order for 
removal, the office in question 
shall become vacant. The 
right* < f an incumbent so re- 

j tired to retirement benefits 
shall l»e the same as if his 
retirement had been volun­
tary-

“ (10) All papers filed with 
and proceedings before the 
Commission or a Master shall 
lie confidential, and the filing 
of papers with, and the giv­

ing o f testimony before, the 
Commission, Master or the 
Supreme Court shall be privil­
eged; provided that upon be­
ing filed in the Supreme Court 
the recorc1 loses its confiden­
tial character.

“ (11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for the 
procedure before the Commis­
sion, Masters and the Supreme 
Court. Such rule shall afford 
to any judge against whom a 
proceeding is instituted to 
cause his retirement due pro­
cess o f law for the procedure 
before the Commission, Mas­
ters and the Supreme Court 
in the same manner that any 
person whose property rights 
are in jeopardy in an adjudic­
atory proceeding is entitled to 
due .process o f law, regardless 
of whether or not the interest 
of the judge in remaining in 
active status is considered to 
be a right or a privilege. Due 
process shall include the right 
to notice, counsel, hearing, 
confrontation o f his accusers, 
and all such other incidents 
of due process as are ordina­
rily available in proceedings 
whether or not misfeasance is 
charged, upon proof o f which 
a penalty may be imposed.

“ (12) No Justice or Judge 
shall sit as a member of the 
Commission or Supreme Court 
in any proceeding involving 
his own retirement or removal.

“ (13) This Section 1-a is al­
ternative to, and cumulative 
of, the methods o f removal o f 
Justices and Judges provided 
elsewhere in this Constitu­
tion.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote o f the 
qualified electors of the State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1965, at which election all bal­
lots shall have printed there­
on the following:

“ FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment providing for 
the automatic retirement o f 
D i s t r i c t  and Appellate 
Judges for old age, creat­
ing the State Judicial Quali­
fications Commissian, defin­
ing its functions; and em­
powering the S u p r e m e  
Court, upon recommenda­
tion of said Commmssion, to 
remove District and Appel­
late Judges for misconduct 
and to retire such judges in 
cases of disability. 
“ AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment providing 
for the automatic retirement 
of District and Appellate 
Judges for old age, creat­
ing the State Judicial Quali­
fications Commission, de­
fining its functions; and em­
powering the S u p r e m e  
Court, upon recommenda­
tion of said Commission, to 
remove District and Appel­
late Judges for misconduct 
and to retire such judges in 
cases of disability.”
Sec. 3. The Governor shall 

issue the necessary proclama­
tion for the election, ami this 
Amendment shall be published 
as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws of this State.

young Texans will be entering 
public schools for the first time.

Even though the opening of 
school is still some weeks away, 
parents are busy making prepara­
tions to insure that their child 
makes a smooth adjustment to 
his new environment.

The child's adjustment will be 
more rapid and satisfactory if 
he starts his school life in good, 
sound health.

The child should have a com­
plete physical examination, in­
cluding an eye check His teeth 
should also be checked. If these 
examinations show there are ail­
ments or defects that can and 
should be looked after, then fol­
low the doctor's and dentist’s ad­
vice and have them corrected, if 
possible, before he is enrolled 
in school.

It's likely that your child has 
already been immunized against 
certain of the childhood diseases 
such as diphtheria. whooping 
cough and smallpox. If not. have 
it done immediately. If all im­
munizations have been done pre­
viously. make sure your child 
gets the necessary booster dose.

Insist on your child's getting 
regular and sufficient hours of 
sleep to help him enjoy school. 
He needs ten to twelve hours of 
sleep in a quiet, darkened room 
with an open window to build up I 
his energy and offset his tired-1 
ness.

Proper nutrition is very impor­
tant. When school starts, allow 
enough time for a wholesome 
breakfast. A good breakfast in­
cludes citrus fruit or juice, milk, 
whole grain cereal or bread, eggs

Also, nearly every school dis­
trict in Texas requires proof-of- 
age for first year students in the 
form of a certificate of birth.

You may obtain a copy by send­
ing a dollar and a half plus the 
name of the child, the date of 
birth, the place of birth, and both 
the father's and mother’s names 
to the Records and Statistics Sec­

Low-level application of insecti­
cides to control insects — parti­
cularly the cotton insects — could 
be a big boost to the industry. 
But, this method or means of

tested enough on diapause weevils 
to say what it will do on a given 
insect or how safe the method 
is. Concentrated insecticides, ev­
en in low or small volumes, may 
not be safe except in specific sit­
uations. Since the method is vir­

mend low-level insecticide appli- 
caiton at the present time.

Each year animals in the area 
are lost after grazing on sor­
ghums, Sudangrass, Sudan, sor­
ghum hybrids or Johnsongrass. 
The cause may be prussic acid 
poisoning.

These grasses contain a glyco­
side which may break down into 
prussic acid in the digestive tract 
of the animal. The poisonous ma­
terial is most likely to be present 
in young, immature stands, or in 
second growth following periods 
of drouth or mechanical harvest­
ing. There is also danger in the 
fan, following the first frost.

Cattle are more susceptible to 
the poison than sheep or goats. 
Horses and swine are rarely in­
jured. An affected animal may 
stagger and act sleepy before 
suddenly dropping dead. Severe 
muscular twitching sometimes oc­
curs. Death results from suffo­
cation, since the poison prevents 
the exchange of oxygen from the 
blood to the tissue.

A drench of molasses diluted 
with water may help a poisoned 
animal, but a veterinarian should 
be called at once to give addition­
al treatment.

To prevent prussic acid poison­
ing: Do not graze at any time un­
til growth reaches at least 18 
inches. Do not graze regrowth 
that has been stopped by lack of 
moisture, frosted pastures, or re­
growth after a frost.

Forage containing prussic acid 
can be fed safely if it is cut and 
allowed to cure completely in the 
field, or if it is put up as silage 
and not fed for several months. 
Mature plants with few suckers 
are seldom dangerous if growth 
has been normal. Grain sorghum 
or Sudan stubble regrowth graz­
ed in late fall can also be dan­
gerous.

A few calves have been lost 
recently to black leg. The chance 
of the disease spreading is very 
slim but one can never tell.

Calves can be vaccinated and 
immunized against black leg, and 
one lost animal would pay for a 
lot of vaccine. If you have some 
young calves that have not been 
vaccinated, I would seriously con­
sider doing so. I would use what 
is commonly called the ‘ ‘ triple 
vaccine". It immunizes against 
black leg, malignant edema and 
shipping feeder.

Texas had 13 cases of screw- 
worms last week. Six of these 
were found in Zavala County.

The following important state­
ment on pending farm legislation 
■was released to the press by Sec­
retary of Agriculture Orville L. 
Freeman.
Statement by Secretary Freeman

This is in response to numerous 
inquiries on cotton legislation re­
ceived by the Department of Ag­
riculture as a result of my testi­
mony before the Senate Commit­
tee on agriculture and forestry 
last Thursday, and as a result of 
the approval by the House Agri­
culture Committee of the Farm 
Bill. H R. 9611. It is essential 
that the public be fully aware of 
this important bill.

The major provisions of the 
House Bill are:

A. The cotton law would con­
tinue the one-price approach that

has increased the use of cotton in 
the United States this year and 
give cotton farmers greater free­
dom of choice.

B. The Feed Grain Program 
which has added $3 billion to farm 
income the past four years would 
be extended, and improved.

C. An improved wheat program 
would boost wheat farmers’ in­
comes by $150 million a year while 
reducing government costs a n d  
providing more freedom in the 
marketing system.

D. A new cropland adjustment 
program would help farmers shift 
a part of their allotted acreage out 
of crops into conservation and rec­
reation uses if they wanted to— 
and be paid for it.

E. In addition, the Wool Pro­
gram would be continued.

In order for farmers to have 
the benefit of any one of these 
programs, congressional approval 
of H. R. 9611 will be required. It 
is already late in the season, and 
there is much opposition from 
non-farm, anti-farm, and some 
farm groups.

The proposed cotton legislation, 
if passed by the Congress, would 
not only extend the one-price idea 
that is in effect this year, if 
would help the government to 
bring under control the high costs 
which otherwise could wreck the 
entire program.

LOANS, (a) The Legislature 
may provide that the Coord­
inating Board, Texas College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Eighty-five Million Dol­
lars ($85,000,0001. The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called ‘Texas College Student 
Loan Bonds,’ shall he executed 
in such form, denominations 
and upon such terms as may 
be prescribed by law, pro­
vided, however, that the bonds 
shall not bear more than four 
per cent (4% ) interest per 
annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as the 
Board finds feasible and prac­
tical in accomplishing the pur­
poses of this Section.

“ (b) All moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
■hall be deposited in s fund 
hereby created in the State 
Treasury to be known as the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
to be administered by the Co­
ordinating Board, Texas Col. 
lege and University System, 
or its successor or successors 
to make loans to students who 
have been admitted to attend 
any institution of higher edu­
cation within the State of 
Texas, public or private, in­
cluding Junior Colleges, which 
are recognized or accredited 
tinder terms and conditions 
prescribed by the Legislature, 
and to pay interest and prin­
cipal on such bonds and pro­
vide a sinking fund therefor 
under such conditions as the 
Legislature may prescribe.

duce 3 to 4 million more bales 
than it produced when first es­
tablished by law in 1959. Grow­
ers would have maximum free­
dom of choice in making use of 
the new program.

A. Farmers could plant within 
the farm domestic acreage al­
lotment and receive a higher per 
pound income from cotton than 
they are getting this year. In 
1966, this return would be made 
up of a 21-cent price support loan 
and payments to bring the total 
price to 35 65 (higher if market 
price above loan).

B. Other farmers might choose 
to plant in excess of their farm 
domestic allotments—either 75 per 
cent nr 85 per cent of regular al­
lotment—and be eligible for loans 
and smaller payments which 
would average 32.30 or 29.73 res­
pectively for cotton produced 
(again, higher if market above 
loan). These rates are all in ex­
cess of the 1965 guarantees.

C. Or. If a farmer chose, he 
could plant all the cotton he 
wanted without having to pay pen­
alties. He would simply do with­
out price support loans and pay­
ments and would depend on a 
market price of 21-22 cents per 
pound.

D. If a farmer with an allot­
ment wants to plant no cotton, he 
can receive a payment of approx­
imately $45-$55 per acre for 15 per 
cent of his allotment. He could 
then release the remaining 85 
per cent or transfer it to another 
farmer by lease or sale.

The cotton community would 
not suffer damage or be destroy­
ed. Actually, cotton income would 
be maintained. Allotment trans­
fers would be permitted within a 
county; also within the state if 
producers agree to such transfer 
in a referendum.

The Cropland Adjustment Pro­
gram would assist local and area 
economies. It is expected that 
very little cotton acreage would 
go into the Cropland Adjustment 
Program — only 628,000 acres of 
cotton allotment nationwide were 
enrolled in the conservation re­

If the farm bill fails to pass, 

we would go back to the 1958 law 
on cotton, with price support at 
65 to 90 per cent of parity and 
continued overproduction. There 
would be no effective feed grains, 
wheat or wool programs. A con­
tinued rise in stocks of cotton 
would threaten the whole pro­
gram. while the unfairness of the 
two-price system would drive 
American textile mills into still 
greater use of man-made fibers. 
(The use of synthetic fibers on a 
cotton equivalent basis already ex­
ceeds the use of cotton. The two- 
price system could eventually 
eliminate a substantial portion of

our domestic market.
The program proposed in the 

omnibus bill (H. R. 9811) would 
make U. S. cotton competitive — 
both in the world cotton market 
and with synthetics here at home. 
The administration is in favor of 
a strong cotton economy a n d  
would oppose any limitations on 
payments. The bill provides ways 
to support the income of cotton 
farms through other means if lim­
itations on payments are prescrib­
ed by the Congress.

Farmers have more at stake in 
this proposed program than does 
anyone else. The problem facing 
cotton farmers is more critical 
than it has been at any other time 
since programs started in 1933. I 
hope that the vast majority of

The Observer, Robert Lee, Texas Aug. 5, 1965growers who stand to benefit sub­
stantially from a farm program 
will give serious thought to the 
cotton situation and the need for 
a sound cotton program.

The cotton provisions of the om­
nibus bill, H. R. 9811. as report­
ed by Congressman Harold D. 
Cioley, Chairman of the House 
Agriculture Committee, fcre not 
necessarily the final answer on 
all counts, but they do provide 
the foundation of a good program. 
Without this bill, we will return 
to a discredited program that can 
only damage grower incomes, 
give cemfort to the competitors 
of American cotton, and threaten 
destruction of the entire program.

This statement is being released 
so that the public will be fully

aware of the issues involved.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE

Section 1. That Section 49- 

b, Article III of the Constitu­
tion of Texas, be amended so 
that the same will hereafter 
read as follows:

“ Section 49-b. By virtue of 
prior Amendments to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental agen­
cy of the State of Texas per­
forming governmental duties 
which has been designated 
the Veterans’ Land Board. 
Said Board shall continue to 
function for the purposes spe­
cified in all of the prior Con­
stitutional Amendments ex­
cept as modified herein.

“ The Veterans’ Land Board 
may provide for, issue and sell 
not to exceed Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000) 
in bonds or obligations of the 
State of Texas for the purpose 
of creating a fund to be 
known as the Veterans’ Land 
Fund. Two Hundred Million 
D o l l a r s  ($200,000,000) of 
which have heretofore been is­
sued and sold. Such bonds or 
obligations shall be sold for

not less than par value and
accrued interest; shall be is­
sued in such forms, denomi­
nations, and upon such terms 
as are now or may hereafter 
be provided by law; shall be 
issued and sold at such times, 
at such places, and in such 
installments as may be de­
termined by said Board; and 
shall bear a rate or rates of 
interest as may be fixed by 
said Board but the weighted 
average annual interest rate, 
as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinnrily used and under­
stood in the municipal bond 
market, of all the bonds issued 
and sold in any installment of 
any bonds may not exceed 
four and one-half per cent

tions issued and sold hereun­

“ In the sale of any such 
bonds or obligations, a prefer­
ential right of purchase shall 
be given to the administrators 
of the various Teacher Re­
tirement Funds, the Perma­
nent University Funds, and 
the Permanent School Funds.

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund
shall consist of any lands 
heretofore or hereafter pur­
chased by said Board, until the 
sale price therefor, together 
with any interest and penal­
ties due, have been received 
by said Board (although noth­
ing herein .shall be construed 
to prevent said Board from ac­
cepting full payment for a 
portion of any tract), and of 
the moneys attributable to 
any bonds heretofore or here­
after issued and sold by said 
Board which moneys so attri­
butable shall include but shall 
not be limited to the proceeds 
from the issuance and sale of 
such bonds; the moneys re­
ceived from the sale or re­
sale of any lands, or rights 
therein, purchased with such 
proceeds; the moneys received 
from the sale or resale of any 
lands, or rights therein, pur­
chased with other moneys at­
tributable to such bonds; the 
interest nnd penalties received 
from the sale or resale of such 
lands, or rights therein; the 
bonuses, income, rents, royal­
ties, and any other jiecuniary 
benefit received by said Board 
from any such lands; sums re­
ceived by way of indemnity or 
forfeiture for the failure of 
any bidder for the purchase of 
any such bonds to comply with 
his bid and accent and pay for 
such bonds or for the failure 
of any bidder for the purchase 
of any lands comprising a 
part of said Fund to comply 
with his bid and accept ami 
pay for any such lands; and 
interest received from invest­
ments of any such moneys. 
The principal and interest on 
the bonds heretofore nnd here­
after issued by said Board 
shall be paid out of the

moneys of said Fund in con­
formance with the Constitu­
tional provisions authorizin'; 
such bonds; but the monej - 
of said Fund which are not 
immediately committed to the 
payment of principal and in­
terest on such bonds, the pur­
chase of lands as herein pro­
vided, or the payment of ex­
penses as herein provided may 
be invested in bonds or obli­
gations of the United States 
until such funds are needed 
for such purposes.

“ All moneys comprising a 
part of said Fund and not ex­
pended for the purposes here­
in provided shall be a part of 
said Fund until there are suf­
ficient moneys therein to re­
tire fully all of the bonds 
heretofore or hereafter issued 
and sold by said Board, at 
which time all such moneys 
remaining in said Fund, ex­
cept such portion thereof as 
may be necessary to retire all 
such bonds which portion shall 
be set aside ami retained in 
said Fund for the purpose of 
retiring all such bonds, shall 
be deposited to the credit of 
the General Revenue Fund to 
be appropriated to such pur­
poses as may be proscribed 
by law. All moneys becoming 
a part of said Fund thereafter 
shall likewise be deposited to 
the credit of the General Rev­
enue Fund.

“ When a Division of said 
Fund (each Division consist­
ing of the moneys attribut­
able to the bonds issued and 
sold pursuant to a single Con­
stitutional authorization and 
the lands purchased there­
with) contains sufficient mon­
eys to retire all of the bonds 
secured by such Division, the 
moneys thereof, except such 
portion as may be needed to 
retire all of the bonds secured 
by such Division which portion 
shall be set aside and remain 
n part of such Division for 
the purpose of retiring all 
such bonds, may be used for 
the purpose of paying the 
principal and the interest 
thereon, together with the ex­
penses herein authorized, of 
any other bonds heretofore or 
heroafter issued and sold by 
said Board. Such use shall be 
a matter for the discretion 
and direction of said Board; 
but there may be no such use 
of any such moneys contrary 
to the rights of any holder of 
any of the bonds issued and 
sold by said Board or viola­
tive of any contract to which 
said Board is a party.

“ The Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be used by said Bond 
for the purpose of purchas­
ing lands situated in the State 
of Texas owned by the United 
States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the 
Texas Prison System or any 
other governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm, or corp­
oration. All lands thus pur­
chased shall be acquired at the 
lowest price obtainable, to be 
naid for in cash, and shall 
be a part of said Fund. Such 
lands heretofore or hereafter 
purchased and comprising a 
part of said Fund are here­
by declared to l>e held for a 
governmental purpose, al­
though the individual purchas­
ers thereof shall be subject to 
taxation to the same extent 
and in the same manner as 
are purchasers of lands dedi­
cated to the Permanent Free 
Public School Fund.

“ The lands of the Veterans' 
Land Fund shall be sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such terms, at such prices, 
at such rates of interest and 
under such rules and regula­
tions as are now or may here­
after be provided by law to

Texas veterans who served not 
less than ninety (90) continu­
ous days, unless sooner dis­
charged by reason of a serv­
ice - connected disability, on 
active duty in the Army, Navy, 
Air Force, Coast Guard or 
Marine Corps of the United 
States between September 
16, 1940, and March 31, 1955, 
and who upon the date of fil­
ing his or her application to 
purchase any such land is a 
citizen of the United States, 
is a bona fide resident of the 
State of Texas, and has not 
been dishonorably discharged 
from any branch of the Armed 
Forces above-named and who 
at the time of his or her en­
listment, induction, commis­
sioning. or drafting was a 
bona fide resident of the State 
of Texas. The foregoing not­
withstanding, any lands in the 
Veterans’ Land Fund which 
have been first offered for 
sale to veterans nnd which 
have not been sold inay be 
sold or resold to such pur­
chasers, in such quantities, 
and on such terms, and at 
such prices and rates of in­
terest, ami under such rules 
and regulations as are now or 
may hereafter be provided by 
law.

“ Said Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board may be used by 
said Board, as is now or may 
herenfter l>o provided by law, 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses of surveying, monu- 
mentlng, road construction, le­
gal fees, recordation fees, ad­
vertising and other like costs 
necessary or incidental to the 
purchase and sale, or resale, 
of any lands purchased with 
any of the moneys attribut­
able to such additional bonds, 
such expenses to be added to 
the price of such lands when 
sold, or resold, by said Board; 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses of issuing, selling, 
and delivering any such addi­
tional bonds; ami for the pur­
pose of meeting the expenses 
of paying the interest or 
principal due or to become 
due on any such additional 
bonds.

“ All moneys attributable to 
the bonds issued and sold 
pursuant to the Constitution­
al Amendment adopted on No­
vember 6, 1956. shall be cred­
ited to said Veterans’ Land 
Fund and may be used for 
the purpose of purchasing 
additional lands, to be sold as 
provided herein, until Decem­
ber 1, 19C5; provided, how­
ever, that so much of such 
moneys as may l>e necessary 
to pay interest on such bonds 
shall l>e set aside for that pur­
pose. After December 1, 1965, 
all moneys attributable to such 
bonds shall he set aside for 
the retirement of such bonds 
and to pay interest thereon: 
and when there arc sufficient 
moneys to retire all of such 
bonds, all of such moneys th -n 
remaining or thereafter be­
coming a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund shall l>o 
governed as elsewhere pro­
vided herein.

“ All of the moneys attrib­
utable to any series of bonds 
hereafter issuer! nnd sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds' 
being all of the bonds issued 
and sold in a single transaction 
as a single installment of 
bonds) may be used for the 
purchase of lands as herein 
provided, to be sold as herein 
provided, for a period ending 
eight (8) years after the date 
of sale of such series of bonds; 
provided, however, that so 
much of such moneys as may 
be necessary to |>ay interest on 
bonds hereafter issued and sold

shall lie set aside for that pur­
pose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issu­
ance and sale of such series 
of bonds. After such eight (8) 
year period, all of such mon­
eys shall be set aside for the 
retirement of any bonds here­
after issued and sold and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expenses as provided 
herein, in accordance with the 
resolution or resolutions au­
thorizing the issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
there are sufficient moneys 
to retire all of the bonds here­
after issued and sold, at which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
after becoming a part of said 
Fund shall lie governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

“ This Amendment being in­
tended only to establish a bas­
ic framework and not to be a 
comprehensive treatment of 
the Veterans’ Land Program, 
there is hereby reposed in the 
legislature full power to im­
plement and effectuate the de­
sign and objects of this 
A m e n d in e n t, including the 
power to delegate such duties,

' responsibilities, functions, and 
authority to the Veterans’ 

j Land Board as it believes nec- 
; essary.

“ Should the legislature en­
act any enabling laws in anti­
cipation of this Amendment,

' no such law shall lie void by 
reason of its anticipatory na- 

| ture.
“This Amendment shall he- 

com" effective upon its ndop-
I tion.’’

' Constitutional A m e n d m e n t 
shall be su mitted to a vo’.J 

.o f the quc.iii'irl oli.-tirs of 
this state at an election to 1 • 

j held on the firs. Turd: >’ 
i after the first Monday in 
I November. 1965, at which elec­
tion all ballots shall have

“ FOR the Amendment t<> 
Section 49-b of Article HI 
of the Constitution of Texas 
to increase the Veterans’ 
Land Fund by $200,000,000.- 
00; said Fund to be used for 
the purpose of purchasing 
land in Texa ; to be sold t<> 
Texas veterans who served 
in the Armed Service* of 
the United States between 
September 16, 1950, and
March 31, 19.r>5; such funds 
to be expended in accord­
ance with instructions nnd 
requirements that may be 
provided by law” ; and 
“ AG \1NST the Amendment 
to Section 49-b of Article

Homeowners who find shrub 
and ornamentals dying during the 
warm season may discover a fun­
gal disease at the •Toot”  of their 
problem. The fungus is known 
to infect 2.000 species of wild and 
cultivated plants, says Extension 
Plant Pathologist Wendell Horne. 
Texas A&M University. There is 
no satisfactory chemical control 
for the disease but homeowners 
are advised to use plants which 
are resistant to the root rot. I .ocal 
county agents can supply a list 
o f these plants, says Horne.

4 Coke Men Named 
To Aid Round-Up

Four Coke County men have 
been named on to the Round-Up 
Committee to assist in the annual 
Cattlemen’s Round-Up for Crip­
pled Children.

The Round-Up. founded in 1961 
by Bronte rancher, C. H Wylie, 
is one of the main financial spon­
sors of the West Texas Rehabilita­
tion Center in Abilene. Each year 
since its founding, southwestern 
ranchmen have donated livestock 
to the Round-Up which are sold 
for profits going to the center. It 
provides over one-third of t h e  
funds needed by the center.

Included on the Round-Up com­
mittee are Mr. Wylie, J. L. Brun­
son. D. K. Glenn a n d  Edward 
Cumbie. Mr. Wylie is also a mem­
ber of the arrangements commit­
tee.

The Center serves approximate­
ly 1474 patients, with over 200 re­
ceiving daily treatment. It is a 
private, non - profit organization 
dedicated to the rehabilitation of 
the handicapped. Most of the pa­
tients are victims of polio, strokes, 
cerebral palsy, muscular dystro­
phy, multiple sclerosis. Parkin­
son's syndrome and other neuro­
logical or orthopedic disorders.

The Center has almost doubled 
in size over the past three years, 
and must depend on the Round- 
Up for a major portion of its op­
eration expense. Patients are be­
ing treated from over the entire 
Southwest and Midwest area with 
no charge. The Center has never 
received any federal or state aid. 
relying entirely on the charity dol­
lar for its operation.

dare you to guess the fiber con­
tent without reading their labels, 
says Lynn Parks, Texas A&M 
University Extension consumer 
education specialist.

Washables such as cotton, acry­
lics, nylons and silks are dis­
guised with coatings, bondings and 
new kinds of knitting processes to 
achieve a new look.

Nylon is texturized to achieve 
the look, feel and bright colors 
of silk Nylon bonded to nylon 
tricot produces effects which re­
semble silk prints.

Nylon tricot is glamorized with 
Swiss dot flocking which adds 
-lo ft”  and softens colors. Tricot 
with a satiny backing made from 
nylon has a crepe-look with a 
rich opague appearance.

Jersey achieves a frosted look 
with a blend of Antron and Orion 
acrylic fibers. Other acrylic fi­
ber fabrics masquerade as wools 
and worsteds in tartan plaid, her­
ringbone and blanket-rtieck pat­
terns. These fibers have the con­
struction and feel of woolens, are 
wrinkle resistant. permanently 
pleated and are completely wash­
able.

A polymeric coating is being 
used on 100 per cent cotton to 
simulate leather. Its weight, con- 
structlbn and leather colors made 
this fabric look real enough to 
mislead a tanner.

A cotton-blend pique has been 
developed with its texture woven 
in for permanence, instead of just 
stamped on the surface. Even 
silk has been transformed by a 
cine process which gives fabric 
the wet look of vinyl. This new 
silk is waterproof, crackproof, 
easy to manipulate and complete­
ly washable.
