So now is a good time to serve 
that summertime favorite — fried 
chicken! Oven fry your chicken 
so you won't have to stand over 
the hot stove This is such a 
simple way to fry chicken that 
you'll want to use the method 
often.

To save on fuel and time, fry 
enough chicken for several meals, 
but don't overcrowd your baking 
pan Spread the pieces in single 
layer across the pan so that they 
will brown evenly.

The secret to successful frying 
in the oven lies in pre-heating

your oven to 350 degrees F. and 
maintaining this temperature for 
about 45 minutes to an hour, de­
pending upon the size of the chick­
en pieces.

If you are frying thick pieces 
such as the thighs or breasts, they 
may require the full hour to cook 
tender. The lean, bony pieces 
such as the wings will cook in 45 
minutes or less.

For a crispy-fried chicken, use 
this basic coating. For each two 
pounds of ready-to-serve chicken, 
allow 4  cup flour, 1 teaspoon 
salt and a dash of pepper.

Roll the dry chicken in this sea­
soned flour. Then dip pieces into 
a mixture of 1 egg and 2 table­
spoons water, beaten together un­
til frothy. Next roll the chicken 
into your favorite crumb coating.

If you like a nutty flavor, use 
toasted crumbs of pumpernickel 
or rye bread.

Do ycu turn oven-fried chicken? 
Some prefer to turn it once; oth­
ers never touch it. If you want 
it browner, turn the heat higher 
during the la-1 five minutes of 
cooking

Choosing a Good Cantaloup
How do you pick a good canta­

loup?
Try the five-point test for good 

cantaloup eating — which means 
you'll be examining the netting, 
slip, color, firmness and aroma.

For peak flavor, the cantaloup 
should be well netted, says the 
U. S Department of Agriculture. 
The netting is the raised, grey- 
brown pattern over the surface 
that stands out above the green 
or yellow color of the skin. A

good-eating melon has high, raised 
netting over some part of the 
surface. And it won’t have large 
areas that are "slick” without 
any netting — except for the side 
fhat lay cn the ground.

You may also see "stripes'1 of 
green or yellow — or in riper me­
lon.', even of a brownish color.

Look for a "full slip." This is 
a circular scar where the stem 
was detached when the ripe me­
lon was picked. A stem scar 
that retains part of the stem or 
has been gouged out of the melon 
indicates that the melon was not 
ripe when picked from the vine.

A cantaloup is usually at its 
tastiest when the skin color is 
yellow or turning yellow. Green 
color on a well netted melon with 
full slip indicates that the melon 
isn't ready to eat. The flesh 
is likely to be hard and not yet 
fully flavored Yellow color 
without good netting and full slip, 
however, may be only an imma­
ture melon colored up.

To check for firmness, squeeze 
the melon gently. You may need 
to use both hands to keep from 
bruising it. If it yields a little, 
it's ripe. But avoid a really soft 
melon or large soft bruises.

Aroma may or may not ho pre­
sent. But if it is present a:.d in 
combination with the other points 
for good cantaloup eating, you 
can expect a good melon. Market 
news offices of lSDA’s Consumer 
and Marketing Service report 
ample supplies of cantaloups now, 
so enjoy them often.

Insure Vegetable Flavor 
Inviting, crisp, low-calorie sa­

lads and other vegetables add 
flavor and a vivid touch of color 
to summer meals.

Selecting and buying crisp, 
fresh vegetables is only one step 
tiward having that fresh flavor 
served at the dinner table.

Look for fresh, bright color 
when selecting vegetables. By­
pass produce with discolorations 

d possible defects. Select just 
the right touch of ripeness in 
the vegetable, so the highest qual­
ity for the food dollar will be 
obtained.

Preparation of the vegetables 
makes a difference in that 
“fresh" flavor, and in the tnutri- 
tive value and texture as well.

A u-ual difficulty in cooking 
vegetables is that of over-cock­
ing. Vegetables should be cook­
ed quickly in as little water as 
possible and served piping hot. 
The longer vegetables are expos­
ed to heat and air. the more vita­
min C they lose. Vitamins and 
mineral- move from the vege­
tables into the cooking water 
which is often drained into the 
sink. Prolonged cooking also 
may bring about a color change 
and loss of flavor as well as loss 
of nutritive value.

ON NOVEMBER 2, 1965. 
HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 57 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 1-a of 
Article V of the Constitution 
of the State of Texas, by add­
ing to said Section aa pres­
ently written, the following 
provisions: requiring automa­
tic retirement of certain Dis­
trict and Appellate Judges at 
age seventy-live (75) or such 
earlier age, not under seventy 
(70), as may be provided by 
law; creating a State Judicial 
Qualifications Commission and 
providing for its composition 
and the qualifications, methods 
of selection and terms of of­
fice of its members; defining 
the functions and procedures 
of said Commission, including 
the duty to investigate, and 
hold hearings in respect of, 
disability and misconduct of 
District and Appellate Judges 
and to make recommendations 
to the Supreme Court of Tex­
as for involuntary retirement 
or removal of such Judges; 
empowering the S u p r e m e  
Court of Texas, in its discre­
tion, to retire such Judges for 
disability and to remove them 
for ' misconduct, upon recom­
mendation of the aforesaid 
Commission and consideration 
of the record made before 
it; defining misconduct for 
which said Judges may lie so 
removed; providing that the 
proceedings of said Commis­
sion shall be confidential until 
filed in the Supreme Court 
with recommendation for re­
tirement or removal; and pro­
viding that the removal pro­
visions h e r e b y  established 
shall be alternative to and 
cumulative of those provided 
elsewhere in the Constitution. 
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 1-a 

of Article V of the Constitu­
tion of the State of Texas be 
amended so that said Section 
shall hereafter read as fol­
lows:

“Section 1-a. (1) Subject to 
the further provisions of this 
Section, the Legislature shall 
provide for the retirement and 
compensation of Justices and 
J u <1 g e s of the Appellate 
Courts and District and Crim­
inal District Courts on ac­
count of length of service, age 
ami disability, and for their 
reassignment to active duty 
when* ami when needed. The 
office of every such Justice 
and Judge shall become va­
cant when the incumbent 
reaches the age of seventy- 
five (75) years or such earl­
ier age, not less than seventy 
(70) years, ms the Legislature 
may prescribe; but, in the case 
of an incumbent whose term 
of office includes the effective 
date of this Amendment, this 
provision shall not prevent

him from serving the remain­
der of said term nor be ap­
plicable to him before his 
period or periods of judicial 
service shall have reached a
total of ten (10) years

‘(2) There is hereby created 
the State Judicial Qualifica­
tions Commission, to consist 
of nine (9) members, to wit: 
(i) two (2) Justices of Courts 
of Civil Appeals; (ii) two (2) 
District Judges; (iii) two (2) 
members of the State Bar, 
who have respectively practic­
ed as such for over ten (10) 
consecutive years next preced­
ing their selection; (iiii) three 
(3) citizens, at least thirty 
(30) years of age, not licensed 
to practice law nor holding 
any salaried public office or 
employment; provided that no 
person shall be or remain a 
member of the Commission, 
who does not maintain physi­
cal residence within this State, 
or who resides in, or holds a 
judgeship within or for, the 
same Supreme Judicial Dis­
trict as another member of 
the Commission, or who shall 
have ceased to retain the quali­
fications above specified for 
his respective class of mem­
b e r s h i p .  Commissioners of 
classes (i) and (ii) above shall 
be chosen by the Supreme 
Court with advice and consent 
of the Senate, those of class 
(iii) by the Board of Direc­
tors of the State Bar under 
regulations to be prescribed 
by the Supreme Court with 
advice and consent of the Sen­
ate, and those of class (iiii) 
by appointment of the Gover­
nor with advice and consent of 
the Senate.

“(3) The regular term of 
office of Commissioners shall 
be six (f>) years; but the ini­
tial members of each of 
classes (i), (ii) and (iii) shall 
respectively be chosen for 
terms of four (4) and six 
(C) years, and the initial 
memliers of class (iiii) for 
respective terms of two (2), 
four (4) and six (6) years. 
Interim vacancies shall be 
filled in the same manner 
as vacancies due to expira­
tion of a full term, hut only 
for the unexpired portion of 
the term in question. Com­
missioners may succeed them­
selves in office only if having 
served less than three (3) 
consecutive years.

“(4) Commissioners shall 
receive no compensation for 
their services as such. The 
Legislature shall provide for 
the payment of the necessary 
expense for the operation of 
the Commission.

“(5) The Commission may 
hold its meetings, hearings 
and other proceedings at such 
times and plaoes as it shall 
determine but shall meet at 
Austin at least once each year. 
It shall annually select one 
of its memliers as Chairman. 
A quorum shall consist of 
five (5) memliers. Proceed­

ings shall be by majority vote 
of those present, except that 
recommendations for retire­
ment or removal of Justices 
or Judges shall be by affirm­
ative vote of at least five 
(5) members.

“(6) Any Justice or Judge 
within the scope of this Sec­
tion 1-a may, subject to the 
other provisions hereof, be 
removed from office for will­
ful or persistent conduct, 
which is clearly inconsistent 
with the proper performance 
of his said duties or casts 
public discredit upon the judi­
ciary or administration of 
justice; or any such Justice 
or Judge may be involun­
tarily retired for disability 
seriously interfering with the 
performance of his duties, 
which is, or is likely to be­
come, permanent in nature.

“(7) The Commission shall 
keep itself informed as fully 
as may be of circumstances 
relating to misconduct or dis­
ability of particular Justices 
or Judges, receive complaints 
or reports, formal or informal, 
from any source in this behalf 
and make such preliminary in­
vestigations as it may deter­
mine. Its orders for the at­
tendance or testimony of wit­
nesses or for the production 
of documents at any hearing 
or investigation shall be en­
forceable by contempt pro­
ceedings in the District Court.

“(8) The Commission may, 
after such investigation as it 
deems necessary, order a hear­
ing to be held before it con­
cerning the removal or re­
tirement of a Justice or Judge, 
or it may in iLs discretion re­
quest the Supreme Court to 
appoint an act;*v or retired 
District Judge -  ■'ustice of a 
Court of Ci\oi appeals as a 
Master to hra» and take evi­
dence in any soch matter, and 
to report thereon to the Com­
mission. If, after hearing, or 
after considering the record 
and report of a Master, the 
Commission finds good cause 
therefore, it shall recommend 
to the Supreme Court the re­
moval or retirement, as the 
case may be, of the Justice 
or Judge in question and 
shall thereupon file with the 
Clerk of the Supreme Court 
the entire record before the 
Commission.

“ CM The Sup reme  Cour t 
shall review the record of the 
proceedings on the law and 
facts and in its discretion 
may, for good cause shown, 
permit the introduction of 
additional evidence and shall 
order removal or retirement, 
as it finds just and proper, 
or wholly reject the recom­
mendation. Upon an order 
f o r  involuntary retirement 
for disability or an order for 
removal, the office in question 
shall liccome vacant. Tne 
rights of an incumbent so re­
tired to retirement benefits 
shall be the same as if his 
retirement had hern volun­
tary.

“(10) All papers filed with 
and proceedings liefore the 
Commission or a Master shall 
lie confidential, and the filing 
of pai>ors with, and the giv­

ing of testimony before, the 
Commission, Master or the 
Supreme Court shall be privil­
eged; provided that upon be­
ing filed in the Supreme Court 
the record loses its confiden­
tial character.

"(11) The Supreme Court 
shall by rule provide for the 
procedure before the Commis­
sion, Masters and the Supreme 
Court. Such rule shall afford 
to any judge against whom a 
proceeding is instituted to 
cause his retirement due pro­
cess of law for the procedure 
before the Commission, Mas­
ters and the Supreme Court 
in the same manner that any 
person whose property rights 
are in jeopardy in an adjudic­
atory proceeding is entitled to 
due process of law, regardless 
of whether or not the interest 
of the judge in remaining in 
active status is considered to 
be a right or a privilege. Doe 
process shall include the right 
to notice, counsel, hearing, 
confrontation of his accusers, 
and all such other incidents 
of due process as are ordina­
rily available in proceedings 
whether or not misfeasance is 
charged, upon proof of which 
a penalty may be imposed.

“ (12) No Justice or Judge 
shall sit as a member of the 
Commission or Supreme Court 
in any proceeding involving 
his own retirement or removal.

“(13) This Section 1-a is al­
ternative to, and cumulative 
of, the methods of removal of 
Justices and Judges provided 
elsewhere in this Constitu­
tion.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con­
stitutional Amendment shall 
be submitted to a vote of the 
qualified electors of the State 
at an election to be held on 
the first Tuesday after the 
first Monday in November, 
1965, at which election all bal­
lots shall have printed there­
on the following:

“FOR the Constitutional 
Amendment providing for 
the automatic retirement of 
D i s t r i c t  and Appellate 
Judges for old age, creat­
ing the State Judicial Quali­
fications Commission, defin­
ing its functions; and em­
powering the S u p r e m e  
Court, upon recommenda­
tion of said Commmssion, to 
remove District and Appel­
late Judges for mis^omiuct 
and to retire such judges in 
cases of disability. 
“AGAINST the Constitu­
tional Amendment providing 
for the automatic retirement 
of District and Appellate 
Judges for old age, creat­
ing the State Judicial Quali­
fications Commission, de­
fining its functions; and em­
powering the S u p r e m e  
Court, upon recommenda­
tion of said Commission, to 
remove District and Appel­
late Judges for misconduct 
ami to retire such judges in 
cases of disability.”
Sec. 3. The Governor shall 

issue the necessary proclama­
tion for the election, ami this 
Amendment shall be published 
as required by the Constitu­
tion and laws of this State.

If you 
do graze before this date, you 
may lose all of your diversion pay­
ment.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU­

TION NO. 11 proposing an 
Amendment to Article III of

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1. That Article III 

of the Constitution of the 
State of Texas be amended by 
adding a new Section to read 
as follows:

“Section 60b. STUDENT 
LOANS, (a) The Legislature 
may provide that the Coord­
inating Board, Texas College 
and University System, or its 
successor or successors, shall 
have the authority to provide 
for, issue and sell general ob­
ligation bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to ex­
ceed Eighty-five Million Dol­
lars (J85.000.0001. The bonds 
authorized herein shall be 
called 'Texas College Student 
Loan Bonds/ shall be executed 
in such form, denominations 
and upon such terms as may 
be prescribed by law, pro­
vided, however, that the bonds 
shall not bear more than four 
per cent (4%) interest per 
annum; they may be issued 
in such installments as the 
Board finda feasible and prac­
tical in accomplishing the pur­
poses of this Section.

“(b) All moneys received 
from the sale of such bonds 
shall be deposited in a fund 
hereby created in the State 
Treasury to be known as the 
Texas Opportunity Plan Fund 
to he administered by the Co­
ordinating Board, Texas Col­
lege and University System, 
or its successor or successors 
to make loans to students who 
have been admitted to attend 
any institution of higher edu­
cation within the State of

TION NO. 5 proposing an 
Amendment to Section 49-b, 
Article III of the Constitution 
of Texas so as to authorize an 
increase in the total amount of 
bonds or obligations that may 
be issued by the Veterans’ 
Land Board to Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000); 
providing for the issuance of 
said bonds or obligations and 
the conditions relating thereto 
and the use of the Veterans’ 
Land Fund; and providing for 
an election and the issuance of 
a proclamation therefor.
BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 

LEGISLATURE OF THE 
STATE OF TEXAS: 
Section 1. That Section 49- 

b, Article III of the Constitu­
tion of Texas, be amended so 
that the same will hereafter 
read as follows:

“Section 49-b. By virtue of 
prior Amendments to this 
Constitution, there has been 
created a governmental agen­
cy of the State of Texas per­
forming governmental duties 
which has been designated 
the Veterans’ Land Board. 
Said Board shall continue to 
function for the purposes spe­
cified in all of the prior Con­
stitutional Amendments ex­
cept as modified herein. Said 
Board shall be composed of 
the Commissioner of the Gen­
eral Land Board and two (2) 
citizens of the State of Tex­
as, one (1) of whom shall be 
well versed in veterans’ af­
fairs and one (1) of whom 
shall be well versed in finan­
ces. One (1) such citizen 
member shall, with the advice 
and consent of the Senate, be 
appointed biennial’.)' by the 
Governor to serve for a term 
of four (4) years; but the 
members serving on said 
Board on the date of adoption 
hereof shall complete the 
terms to which they were ap­
pointed. In the event of the 
resignation or death of any 
such citizen member, the Gov­
ernor shall appoint a replace­
ment to serve for the unex- 
pired portion of the term to 
which the deceased or resign­
ing member had been ap­
pointed. The compensation for 
said citizen members shall lie 
as is now or may hereafter be 
fixed by the Legislature; and 
each shall make bond in such 
amount as is now or may 
hereafter be prescribed by the 
Legislature.

"The Commissioner of the 
General Land Office shall act 
as Chairman of said Roard 
and shall be the administra­
tor of the Veterans’ Land Pro­
gram under such terms and re­
strictions as are now or may 
hereafter be provided by law.

“The Veterans’ Land Board 
may provide for, issue and sell 
not to exceed Four Hundred 
Million Dollars ($400,000,000) 
in bonds or obligations of the 
State of Texas for the purpose 
of creating a fund to be 
known as the Veterans’ I.nnd 
Fund, Two Hundred Million 
D o l l a r s  ($200,000,000) of 
which have heretofore been is­
sued and sold. Such bonds or 
obligations shall be sold for

] not less than par value and 
accrued interest; shall be is­
sued in such forms, denomi­
nations, nnd upon such terms 
as are now or may hereafter 
be provided by law; shall be 
issued and sold at such times, 
at such plares, and in such 
installments as may be de­
termined by said Board; and 
shall bear a rate or rates of 
interest as may he fixed by 
said Board but the weighted 
average annual interest rate, 
as that phrase is commonly 
and ordinarily used and under­
stood in the municipal bond 
market, of all the bonds issued 
and sold in any installment of 
any bonds may not exceed 
four and one-half per cent 
(41 a*T̂ ). All bonds or obliga­
tions issued and sold hereun­
der shall, after execution by 
the Board, approval by the 
Attorney General of Texas, 
registration by the Comptrol­
ler of Public Accounts of the 
State of Texas, and delivery 
to the purchaser or purchas­
ers, be incontestable and shall 
constitute general obligations 
of the State of Texas under 
the Constitution of Texas; 
and all bonds heretofore is­
sued and sold by said Board 
are hereby in all respects vali­
dated and declared to be gen­
eral obligations of the State 
of Texas. In order to prevent 
default in the payment of 
principal or interest on any 
such bonds, the Legislature 
shall appropriate a sufficient 
amount to pay the same.

“Said Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall consist of any lands 
heretofore or hereafter pur­
chased by said Board, until the 
sale price therefor, together 
with any interest and penal­
ties due, have been received 
by said Board (although noth­
ing herein shall be construed 
to prevent said Board from ac­
cepting full payment for a 
portion of any tract), and of 
the moneys attributable to

ceived by way of indemnity or 
forfeiture for the failure of 
any bidder for the purchase of 
any such bonds to comply with 
his bid and accept and pay for 
such bonds or for the failure 
o f  any bidder for the purchase 
of any lands comprising a 
part of said Fund to comply 
with his bid and accept and 
pay for any such lands; and 
interest received from invest­
ments of any such moneys. 
The principal nnd interest on 
the bonds heretofore nnd here­
after issued by said Board 
shall be paid out of the

moneys of said Fund in con 
formance with the Constitu­
tional provisions authorising 
such bonds; but the money 
of said Fund which are not 
immediately committed to the 
payment of principal and in­
terest on such bonds, the pur­
chase of lands as herein pro­
vided, or the payment of ex-
Cnses as herein provided may 

invested in bonds or obli­
gations of the United States 
until such funds are needed 
for such purposes.

"All moneys comprising a 
part of said Fund and not ex­
pended for the purposes here­
in provided shall be a part of 
said Fund until there are suf­
ficient moneys therein to re­
tire fully all of the bonds 
heretofore or hereafter issued 
and sold by said Hoard, at 
which time all such moneys 
remaining in said Fund, ex­
cept such portion thereof as 
may be necessary to retire all 
such bonds which portion shall 
be set aside and retained in 
said Fund for the purpose of 
retiring all such bonds, shall 
be deposited to the credit of 
the General Revenue Fund to 
be appropriated to such pur­
poses as may be prescribed 
by law. All moneys becoming 
a part of said Fund th itu fU f  
shall likewise be deposited to 
the credit of the General Rev­
enue Fund.

“When a Division of said 
Fund (each Division consist­
ing of the moneys attribut­
able to the bonds issued and 
sold pursuant to a single Con­
stitutional authorization and 
the lands purchased there­
with) contains sufficient mon­
eys to retire all of the bonds 
secured by such Division, the 
moneys thereof, except such 
portion as may be needed to 
retire all of the bonds secured 
by such Division which portion 
shall he set aside and remain 
a part of such Division for 
the purpose of retiring all 
such bonds, may be used for 
the purpose of paying the 
principal and the interest 
thereon, together with the ex­
penses herein authorized, of 
any other bonds heretofore or 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board. Such use shall be 
a matter for the discretion 
and direction of said Board; 
but there may be no such use 
of any such moneys contrary 
to the rights of any holder of 
any of the bonds issued and 
sold by said Board or viola­
tive of any contract to which 
said Board js a party.

“The Veterans’ Land Fund 
shall be used by said Board 
for the purpose of purchas­
ing lands situated in the State 
of Texas owned by the United 
States or any governmental 
agency thereof, owned by the 
Texas Prison System or any 
other governmental agency of 
the State of Texas, or owned 
by any person, firm, or corp­
oration. All lands thus pur­
chased shall be acquired at the 
lowest price obtainable, to be 
paid for in cash, and shnll 
be a part of said Fund. Such 
lands heretofore or hereafter 
purchased and comprising a 
part of said Fund are here­
by declared to be held for a 
governmental purpose, al­
though the individual purchas­
ers thereof shall be subject to 
taxation to the same extent 
and in the same manner as 
are purchasers of lands dedi­
cated to the Permanent Free 
Public School Fund.

"The lands of the Veterans’ 
Land Fund shall be sold by 
said Board in such quantities, 
on such terms, at such prices, 
at such rntes of interest and 
under sueh rules and regula­
tions as are now or may here­
after be provided by law to

Texas veterans who served not 
less than ninety (90) continu­
ous days, unless sooner dis­
charged by reason of a serv­
ice-connected disability, on 
active duty in the Army, Navy, 
Air Force, Coast Guard or 
Marine Corps of the United 
States between September 
16, 1940, and March 31, 1955, 
and who upon the date of fil­
ing his or her application to 
purchase any such land is a 
citizen of the United States, 
is a bona fide resident of the 
State of Texas, and has not 
lieen dishonorably discharged 
from any branch of the Armed 
Forces above-named and who 
at the time of his or her en­
listment, induction, commis­
sioning, or drafting was a 
bona fide resident of the State 
of Texas. The foregoing not­
withstanding, any lands in the 
Veterans’ Land Fund which 
have been first offered for 
sale to veterans and which 
have not been sold may be 
sold or resold to such pur­
chasers, in such quantities, 
and on such terms, and at 
such prices and rates of in­
terest, and under such rules 
and regulations as are now or 
may hereafter be provided by 
law.

"Said Veterans’ Land Fund, 
to the extent of the moneys 
attributable to any bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board may be used by 
said Board, as is now or may 
hereafter be provided by law, 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses of surveying, rnonu- 
menting, road construction, le­
gal fees, recordation fees, ad­
vertising and other like costs 
necessary or incidental to the 
purchase and sale, or resale, 
of any lands purchased with 
any of the moneys attribut­
able to such additional bonds, 
such expenses to be added to 
the price of such lands when 
sold, or resold, by said Board; 
for the purpose of paying the 
expenses or issuing, selling, 
and delivering any such addi­
tional bonds; and for the pur­
pose of meeting the expenses 
of paying the interest or 
principal due or to become 
due on any sueh additional 
bonds.

"All moneys attributable t<> 
the bonds issued and sold 
pursuant to the Constitution­
al Amendment adopted on No­
vember 6, 1956, shall be cred­
ited to said Veterans’ Land 
Fund and may lie used for 
the purpose of purchasing 
additional lands, to be sold as 
provided herein, until Decem­
ber 1, 1965; provided, how­
ever, that so much of such 
moneys as may l*e necessary 
to pay interest on such bonds 
shall be set aside for that pui- 
pose. After December 1, 1965, 
all moneys attributable to such 
bonds shall be set aside for 
the retirement of such bonds 
and to pay interest thereon; 
and when there are sufficient 
moneys to retire all of such 
bonds, all of sucli moneys th'ui 
remaining or thereafter l>e- 
eoming a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund shall be 
governed as elsewhere pro­
vided herein.

"All of the moneys attrib­
utable to any series of bonds 
hereafter issued and sold by 
said Board (a ‘series of bonds’ 
lieing all of the bonds issued 
and sold in a single transaction 
as a single installment of 
bonds) may be used for the 
purchase of lands as herein 
provided, to be sold as herein 
provided, for a period ending 
eight (8) years after the date 
of sale of such series of bonds; 
provided, however, that so 
much of such moneys ns may 
he necessary to pay interest on 
bonds hereafter issued and sold

shall be set aside for that pur­
pose in accordance with the 
resolution adopted by said 
Board authorizing the issu­
ance and sale of such series 
of bonds. After such eight (8) 
year period, all of such mon­
eys shall be set aside for the 
retirement of any bonds here­
after issued and sold and to 
pay interest thereon, together 
with any expenses as provided 
herein, in accordance with the 
resolution or resolutions au­
thorizing the issuance and sale 
of such additional bonds, until 
tlM • are sufficient moneys 
to retire all of the bonds here­
after issued and sold, at which 
time all such moneys then re­
maining a part of said Vet­
erans’ Land Fund and there­
after becoming a part of said 
Fund shall be governed as 
elsewhere provided herein.

"This Amendment being in­
tended only to establish a bas­
ic framework and not to be a 
comprehensive treatment of 
the Veterans’ Land Program, 
there is hereby reposed in the 
Legislature full power to im­
plement and effectuate the de­
sign and objects of this 
A me n d  m e n t, including the 
power to delegate such duties, 
responsibilities, functions, and 
authority to the Veterans’ 
Land Board as it believes nec­
essary.

“.Should the Legislature en­
act any enabling laws in anti­
cipation of this Amendment, 
no such law shall he void by 
reason of its anticipatory na­
ture.

"This Amendment shall be­
come effective upon its adop­
tion."

Section 2. The foregoing 
Constitutional A m e n d m e n t  
shall be submitted to a vote 
of the qualified electors of 
this state at an <dooti"ii to be 
held on the first Tuesday 
after the first Monday in 
November, 1965, at which elec­
tion all ballots shall have 
printed thereon the following; 

“FOR the Amendment to 
Section 49-b of Article III 
of the Constitution of Texr." 
to increase the Veterans’ 
Land Fund by $200.000,(,JO.- 
00; said Fund to be usi ! for 
the purpose of punch" ir.g 
land in Texas to be so d to 
Texas veterans who sensed 
in the Armed Services of 
the United States between 
September 16, 19 51), and
March 31, 1955; such funds 
to be expended in accord­
ance with instructions and 
requirements that may be 
provided by law”; and 
“AG \1NST the Amendment 
to Section 49-b of Article 
III of the Constitution of 
Texas to increase the Vet­
erans’ Land Fund by $200,- 
000,000.00; said Fund to be 
used for the purpose of pur­
chasing land in Texas to be 
sold to Texas veterans who 
nerved in the Armed Serv­
ices of the United State* 
lietween September 16, 
1940, and March 31. 1955; 
sueh funds to b‘> expended 
in accordance with instruc­
tions and requirements that 
inay be provided by law.” 
If it appears from the re­

turns of said election that a 
majority of the votes cast 
were in favor of same Amend­
ment, the same shall become a 
Mart of the State Constitu­
tion and lie effective from the 
data m ; forth in aaid Amend­
ment, and the Governor shall 
issue a proclamation in keep­
ing therewith.

Section 3. The Governor of 
the State of Texas shall issue 
the necessary proclamation 
for said election and shall 
have the same published as 
required by the Constitution 
and Laws of this state.

Some interesting repeats and 
discussions were heard at Tues­
day's BCD meeting when informa­
tion was shared with those pre­
sent on the addition to West Coke 
County Hospital, the Youth Work 
Program, a forthcoming golf tour­
nament, and low rent housing.

Two visitors. William M. Collier 
Jr. of Austin, an inspector for 
new hospital construction, and 
Alex Chakos of San Angelo, ar­
chitect on the hospital enlarge­
ment job and 15 members were 
present at the meeting.

R. B. Vandiver, hospital adminis­
trator. told the group that Collier 
inspected the new addition to the 
hospital Tuesday morning and ap­
proved the first 25 per cent of the 
construcUon which has been com­
pleted Vandiver pointed out that 
proportional payment to the con­
tractor is to be paid when the 
work reaches the following stag­
es of completion: 25 percent. 50 
per cent, 75 percent, 95 percent, 
and the final 5 per cent will be 
paid when the job is completed 
and approved. It was reported 
that at the present rate of work, 
the contractor expects to have the 
job completed by the Dec. 21 
deadline.

County Judge W. W. Thetford 
gave a report on the Youth Work 
Program. The judge told the 
audience that the program is 
working out well and the young 
people involved are doing a good 
job in their various assignments. 
He said the program should prove 
beneficial both to the students and 
to the community.

Mayor Robert Vaughan talked 
on the low rent housing program 
and noted that President Johnson 
was scheduled to sign a Federal

four years.

Eleven Amendments Coming to a Vote

nesday. Aug. 18. Persons who 
wish to vote absentee should 
write or go by the office of Coun­
ty Clerk J. L. Tinkler.

The September amendment elec­
tion will permit voters to cast 
their ballots for or against "the 
Constitutional Amendment i n- 
creasing the membership of the 
State Senate from 31 to 39 mem­
bers. retaining the present mem­
bership of the House of Repre­
sentatives, requiring apportion­
ment of the Senate according to 
population, and deleting the limi­
tation that no single county is 
entitled to more than one Sena­
tor.”

The November election will de­
cide the fate of 10 amendments 
which are presently being pub­
lished in the Ri bert Ix*e Obser­
ver and the Bronte Enterprise. 
Five of the proposals are being 
run in each of the Coke County 
papers, since state law requires 
that they be published in only one 
paper in each county.
