BCD Members 
Hear Talks on 
Pertinent Topics

Members of the BCD heard a 
number of reports at the meeting 
Tuesday. Three guests, Supt. Jim­
my Bickley, Coach Garland Davis 
and R. A. Schooley with the office 
of the Colorado River Municipal 
Water District, were present.

Schooley talked to the group on 
water and preparations being made 
to build the Robert Lee dam on 
the Colorado River. He said a 
small change has been made on 
the dam site ami noted that studies 
on the spillway are now in pro­
gress. He said surveyors will be 
here Wednesday to start work on 
the project. He also stated that 
the suit recently filed by Mitchell 
County residents will not delay con­
struction.

Coach Davis talked football to 
the group and made some com­
ments on prospects for this week's 
game with Bangs.

Supt. Bickley spoke on the Small 
Schools Program, pointing out that 
the program is mostly for the bene­
fit of teachers in order for them 
to improve teaching conditions in 
the schools involved. Bickley said 
the program is for schools with an 
enrollment under 500. He also said 
Robert Lee is in line for more fe­
deral aid. lie told the BCD that 
the school is now operating at full 
capacity and said that most class­
es have 3D to 35 pupils which is 
close* to the limit. He urged the 
BCD members to consider it their 
concern to lx* prepared for any 
growth in the number of pupils 
which may have to lx* served be­
cause of construction of the dam or 
for normal growth. Bickley said 
the high school now has 112 pupils 
enrolled and that 115 is the point 
where the school will change from 
Class B to Class A.

G. C. Allen, president of the Up­
per Colorado River Authority stated 
his regret that residents of Mitchell 
County have chosen to file suit in 
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Comets.

4-H Is Growing, Attracts More Youth 
From City Areas As Well As Country

"4-H Clubs are attracting more 
boys and girls from ciUes a n d  
towns than from rural areas," so 
reports Floyd Lynch, State 4-H 
Club Leader, "Texas 4-H Club en­
rollment is up to 92,000 members. 
More than 17,000 volunteer adult 
leaders work with Texas 4-H Club 
members,”  Lynch reported.

"4-H Club membership was once 
primarily concentrated in rural 
communities, but not so today. Al­
though there are fewer families 
active in on-farm operations, some 
40 |ier cent of Texas family bread 
winners are engaged in a vocation 
of direct or indirect service to ag­
riculture.”  said Lynch "Parents 
and school officials continue to give 
strong support to local community 
4-H Club programs because t h e 
movement places emphasis on prac­
tical experiences for youth in the 
fundamentals of the American agri­
business system ami our democrat 
ic constitutional heritage.”  Lynch 
added.

'Hie history of 4-H Club develop­
ment is typically American 4-H in 
Texas originated as a grass roots 
movement to lift farm family pro­
ductivity and standards of home 
living. The boll weevil helped trig­
ger the organization of 4-H. Texas 
was invaded by the boll weevil from 
south of the border at the turn of 
the century. The best defense was 
believed to be in diversity of ag­
ricultural production just in case 
"king cotton”  should he dethron­
ed. The key to many other agri­
cultural enterprises lay in the ex­
pansion of in-state feed grain pro­
duction; in those days that meant 
the growing of more com. County 
Agricultural Agents ami lay citi­
zens organized boys into what be­
came known as Com Clubs. The 
youth were issued certified seed ami 
were encouraged to plant an acre 
according to the latest scientific 
advice.

Samples from bountifur harvests 
were entered in the county fairs 
nnd other competitive events. When 
the boy's father and neighbors saw 
the youth was out-producing them

they switched to the new methods 
of production. Youth led the way 
into many other new or expanded 
Texas agricultural enterprises; for 
examide, girls helped extend toma­
to culture.

County H o m e  IX*monstration | 

Agents enrolled girls in Tomato! 

Clubs. Each girl was given quali­
ty seed and instructions on how to 
raise tomatoes according to the 
latest information coming from ag­
ricultural research. After each 
girrs one-eighth of an acre of to­
matoes was harvested, the Home* 
Demonstration Agent hitched up 
her buggy filled with canning 
equipment including a haml solder­
ing iron to seal cans and traveled 
from community to community 
teaching canning. Canning demon­
strations attended by the Tomato 
Club girls and their mothers intro­
duced the possibility of economical 
preservation of home grown pro­
ducts and, thereby, much improved 
farm family diet. Tomatoes can­
ned were often sold by local mer­
chants who returned profits to the 
Tomato Club girls. The girls re­
invested in a flock of chickens, 
cloth for a dress, or other project

to improve the home or self.

Corn and Tomato Clubs were 
merged into what Is today called 
4-H Clubs during the 1900’I. The 
movement still places emphasis on 
the dignity of labor, the imixirtance 
of initiative, self-reliance, the con­
tribution of applied science in hu­
man progress, and productivity on 
the part of the individual Ameri­
ca reached a level of temporary 
agricultural surplus in the 1950's 
Why is the 4-H Club movement con­
tinuing to grow and why does it at­
tract so many youth from urban 
and suburban communities?

"A  youth invests capital, time 
and talent, must keep accurate rec­
ords. competes in contests and oft­
en sells a completed project for a 
profit or loss. Parents and edu­
cators recognize these experiences 
as the principles of the successful 
American business system and find 
in 4 H youth's best opportunity for 
practical experience in applying 
these principles 4-H Club mem- 

! bers arrive at club decisions 
I through the* democratic constitution­

al processes Many parents want 
| these kind of youth experiences for 
their child.”  states Lynch.

4-H Clubs are organized on a 
neighborhood basis in cities, towns 
and rural areas Volunteer adult 
leaders serve as advisors to the 
youth in club organization and pro-
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ject activities. Each club member 
may select one or more of 142 pro­
jects or activities to engage in dur­
ing a year. Projects include pets, 
farm animals, the automobile, 
home* improvement, clothing, foods, 
photography, identification ol in­
sects, horse fitting and showing, 
and many other practical project 
interests of youth.

The state-wide 4-11 Club member­
ship campaign called "Extend a 
Hand—Expand the 4-H Band”  got 
underway Sept. 25. 4-H Club mem­
bers and adult leaders will extend 
club memliership and leadership to 
at least one friend during a two 
month period Comdr. Alan Shep­
ard of NASA, and first U. S. as­
tronaut in space, a former 4-H 
Club member of New Hampshire, 
will appear in TV spot announce­
