Nonstick finishes are being applied 

to ew ry type of cookware avoilaWe 
and have revolutionized cooking.

Here are some facts based on re­
cent research about the nonstick 
finishes.

The new nonstick finishes are safe 
to use. U. S. Pood and Drug Ad­
ministration says that the* nonstick 
finishes are safe for food and con­
ventional kitchen use.

Nonstick finishes require gentle 
treatment. They are made of ma­
terial softer than the surface to 
which they are applied and are high­
ly susceptible to scratching. Foods 
should never be cut with a metal 
knife in a nonstick coated utensil. 
Use tools of nylon, rubber, plastic 
or epoxy-coating when stirring food 
in a nonstick coated utensil. You 
may get some scratches, and if they 
bother you. colorless scratch-repair 
products are available.

The nonstick finishes are easy to 
clean, but this has been over-empha­
sized. A swish and a rinse art* not 
enough for cleaning — it takes hot 
suds and scrubbing to get rid of

grease. If cleaning isn’t thorough, 
you’ll get a buildup of greo»y film. 
This affects nonstick qualities and 
leads to discoloration of all colors 
except very da: k ones. The non­
stick coated t tensils can be* put in 
the dishwasher, but never use steel 
woo!, metal pads or cleanser* be­
cause they elamage the finish

Discoloration ean come from too 
much he*at as well as skimpy clean­
ing. Ke*ep top-stove t mperatures 
medium or be*low. Take special c a re ! 
not to le*t a pan overheat when it’s 
empty. Don’t deceive yourself that 
food can’t burn in a nonstick uten­
sil. In the oven, the suggested tem­
perature limit is 425 degrees to 
450 defrees F. Never place a non­
stick untensil under the b oiler.

II you find it difficult to prepare 

more than the simplest breakfast, 
and meet your deadlines for getting 
your family off to work or school, 
then try a new approach.

Give yourself a head start by pre­
paring some of the* morning fare the 
night before.

extra time to sleep. Matte use of 
convenience foods, as you plan time­
saving practices. Canned, frozen or 
fresh juice can be prepared the 
night before and refrigerated.

when you’re sew-ing, keep needles, 
pins, shears, and other sharp instru­
ments out of their reach. If you 
have a place for each piece of your 
sewing equipment, amt keep tt 
there, your sewing will he more 
convenient and safer, too.

Needles should be kepi in a pin 
cushion or bag. This keeps the 
needles sharp and prevents rusting 
during damp weather. The original 
package the needles came in is also 
a safe place to keep them

Keep the pins you are using in a 
pin cushion. They will tie handy to 
use, and you will avoid pricked fin­
gers from trying to pick loose pins 
out of a box. Shears should be kept 
in a case to protect the points. I>on’t 
throw them in a drawer with other 
equipment. An attractive cas? can 
be made from wool or felt scraps.

When you ;trp npcra'me the sewing 
machine, take care to keep your fin­
gers out of the way. One careless 
moment can result in mxshed or 
needle-pierced fingers. Haste in us­
ing your sewing equipment is often 
followed by painful injury

Soil Survey Made 
In Coke County

Soil surveys have been made on 
454.070 acres in Coke County by 
Jim Barnhill, soil scientist, Soil 
Conservation Service.

Soil surveys are made by soil 
scientists who examine and map 
the soils. Their knowledge of the 
relation cf landscape features, cli­
mate, parent material, relief, and 
vegetation to soil properties aid 
them in predicting the kinds of soil 
they expect to find. But to study 
soil accurately, they dig or bore 
numerous holes deep enough to ex­
amine the underlying layers.

Upon completion of their exami­
nation of the soil, the soil scient­
ists record their observations on 
aerial photos, Characteristics re­
corded for each soil include sur­
face texture, thickness of the soil, 
underlying material, slope of the 
sail surface, significant losses of 
soil by erosion, ami stoniness.

Additional information needed by 
the users of the soil survey are in­
cluded with the soils information 
on the aerial photos. The map shows 
the drainage pattern, position of 
rock outcrops, lakes, roads, rail­
roads, farm houses, schools and 
churches.

The uses of soil surveys range 
from management of large areas of 
public lands to the construction of 
houses in suburban areas next to 
large cities. The main uses of soil 
surveys can be grouped under con­
servations planning, land valuation, 
engineering uses of soil, planning 
and conduct of research, and gene­
ral education on natural resources.
