Turkey Time — A turkey roast, 

free of bones or waste, and oven- 
ready in its own foil pan. can 
simplify holiday meal pivpaiaUon 
A turkey roost that costs about *1 13 
a pound is equivalent to a whole 
turkey selling at 45 cents a pound. 
The reason is that only 40 percent 
of the whole-turkey weight is edible 
meat.

The Christmas Poinsettia 
One of the most popular pot 

plants at Christmas time is the 
poinsettia. Giwn proper care the 
colorful bracts and the dark green 
foliage can provide attractive co­
lors for your Christmas decor 
Lh-Txighout the holiday' season In 
order to get full benefit from the 
pu.nscttia plant, there are several 
requirements which must be fulfill­
ed.

The poinsettia will do best when 
placed in a sunny location and pro- 

| tected from sudden temperature 
changes frequently caused b y  
driuts. heat vents, or opening doors 
N-ght temperature should not drop 
below 60 degrees F.

Froper watering techniques can 
do much to prolong the life of the 
poinsettia Due to the low humidity 
in most homes and the large leaf 
surfaces on the plant, the water re­
quirements are relatively high. The 
soil ball *K>ukl not be allowed to 
become so dry that the leaves start 
to wilt.

On the other hand, the soil must 
not be kept saturated with water as 
this cuts off the oxygen supply to 
the roots resulting in loss of feed­
er roots. Frequently, the pots are 

| covered with an attractive foil to 
enhance their appearance Be* sure 
to check if the drainage hole in the 
bottom of the pot has been stop­
ped up wrih foil. If it is covered 
the excess moisture cannot drain 
out and Lie soil remains waterlog­
ged

.Aim* three weeks after the {riant
