I found numerous twigs and two 
larvae in twigs When the case- 
bearer emerges from the twig as 
ar. xdulL it matures, then begins • 
to lay eggs on the small nutlets 
This maturing period plus the 
egg hatching period, depending 
on the weather usually takes a- 
bout ten da vs Cool weather 
would lengthen the period miore 
hot e ; j i» W  «mnM up the
pnx-esx

If the trees we checked are 
representative then the time to 
spray should be between May 15
and May 20 UsuaQv. in a year 
like this one. two spray applica­
tions are much better I would j 
make one between May 15 ar.d i 
May 18. the second one about J 
five to sever, days later

Several factors car. influence 1 
the results you will obtain from, 
spraying First, the application 
must be timed to hit the peak 
hatch period You must catch the , 
worm or larvae before he goes in | 
the nutlet to stay

Secondly, you must use enough 
pressure to part the leaves and 
get the spray or. the nuts. The 
casebearer travels very little and 
wetting the nut cluster is needed  ̂
to control him.

Thirdly, resprav if rams i hard 
half inch or more' comes the 
first two or three days after you 
spray.

And a fourth item — making 
two spray applications f.ve to 
seven days apart in erratic yearn 
usually gives good dividends The. 
hatch per.od is more spread out 
in years like this one.

I would add sue sulfate to the 
spray mix.

We will try to give you more 
on the per.od of the casebeorers’ 
development next week, if pos­
sible By then we should be see­
ing some more positive signs.
