New Carpet Hacking
W hat's new in carp et b ack in g ? 

One o f the fa stest grow ing b ack ­
ing fibers for today's carp ets is 
polypropylene.

Many carp et m anufacturers are 
praising the advantages of the 
new fabric, adding th a t it may 
be the futu re replacem ent o f the 
now popular ju te  backing.

A few o f the advantages of 
pol.v-propylene includes its  resi­
liency, high sta in  resistance, 
lightness of w eight; it is non-w a­
te r  absorbent and has no d u st 
The end product is a  more dis­
ciplined carpet. T h e special con­
struction  of th is back ing  provides 
tu fters  w ith production effic ien ­
cies such as b e tte r  dimensional 
stab ility  and firm er tu ft anchor­
age during tu ftin g .

The backing is woven on a 
modified loom o f prim arily  mon- 
flam ent ribbon yarns, but some 
m anufacturers use m ultiflllam ent 
fillings. A plain w eave produces 
the best resu lts since it m akes 
possible a  m ore porous and 
breathable fab ric . I t  also im ­
proves tu ft anchorage for a more 
precise and uniform  carp et p at­
tern.

The non-absorbency of the 
backing w on't in terfere  w ith to ­
day’s brilliant co lor schem es as 
the dye can  be extruded in to  the 
yam  as it is made. B ecau se of 
its non-absorbency, the back ing 
does not a ffe c t the dye bath  or 
sta in  the finished carp et as som e 
types of back ing  do.

A secondary fab ric  back ing  is 
not necessary when the polypro­
pylene is used. The latex  foam  
is poured d irectly  onto the pri­
m ary backing fabric. This m eans 
th a t bowing o f carp ets caused by 
drying and backsizing is elim i­
nated.

A ccording to leading tufted  c a r ­
pet m anufacturers, the prim ary 
polypropylene back ings will bo 
appearing more and m ore on ca r­
pets of the future.
New Size Standard* for I tonsil*

M easuring fo r cooking and ba­
king should be easier in the near 
fu tu re due to the development of 
new /ize standards for utensils.

Tw o y ears’ w ork by a  com m it­
tee o f 18 exp erts has produced a 
new A m erican Standard  which 
spells out new sizes for cake, loaf 
and pie pans; cookie sh eets; open 
roasting and baking pans; and 
salad and dessert molds. The 
Am erican Home Econom ics Asso­
ciation  sponsored the p ro ject un­
der the auspices of the Am erican 
Stand ard s A ssociation.

Changes in the preparation of 
foods in the home, the appear­
ance of new convenience foods, 
and consum er demands fo r a 
wider variety  o f certa in  pans for 
today's popular recipes prompted 
the study. A s a  result, fraction s 
used in m arking kitchen utensils 
a re  sim plified, and in som e cases, 
elim inated.

C apacity  m arkings by cups, 
pints or quarts, each located one- 
qu arter inch from  the top of the 
mold, should answ er hom em ak­
ers ’ questions o f how much food 
is needed to fill the mold. The 
m argin at the top should m ake 
moving the liquid from  one sur­
face  to  another lea* hazardous.

Som e of the recom m endations 
included lim iting cake pans from  
14 to  12 sizes. F ra ctio n s were 
elim inated in all three square 
cake pans. Tube and round cake 
pans are essentially  unchanged.

Six  loaf pan sizes are recom ­
mended In place of three. A 
sm all loaf pan size w as created  
to  accom odate sm all fru it cakes 
and tea loaves, and a large one 
w as added for loaf-form  angel 
fmwi cakes.

A sm aller cookie sheet has 
been standardized for use in "s e ­
cond ovens ", now' on many new 
model kitchen ranges. Two la rg ­

er sheets were also added.
Another addition to the stand- 

aril was the cheese* cake l*an with 
a removable bottom. Sizes for 
jelly  roll pans and m uffin or 
cupcake pans rem ain the same.

Home Economics Brief*
Test your iron on a scrap or 

seam  when pressing crepe or any 
spongy fabric. Too much m oist­
ure m ay cause a  puckered effect 
on the fabric, according to clo­
thing specialists.

Home canned vegetables should 
be brought to a  rolling boil for 
ten m inutes when cooked, ac­
cording to nutrition specialists. 
This will destroy botulism bac­
teria  which may be present in 
home-canned foods.

Planned storage can help cut 
down on the clu tter and disorder 
of children's toys. Lairge toys, 
puzzles, books, and records f it  
well on open shelves. B ask ets  and 
carton s are  fine fo r m iniature 
anim als, wooden blocks, or m ar-

l

bles. Shoe boxes with a picture 
pasted on the side illu stratin g  the 
contents, provide added storage.

Approxim ately one o f every 
four m eals today is eaten outside 
the home. An estim ated  SO mil­
lion persons eat out every day in 
com m ercial restau ran ts and cafe- 
teras, hospitals, schools, var­
ious types of institu tions, m ill- 
itary  installations, facto ries, re­
tirem ent hotels, and hom es for 
the aged.

At the end o f 1900, 510 men. 
women, and children w ere re ­
ceiving benefits a t a m onthly 
ra te  of $31 ,39500, Ted F . Moel- 
lering, social secu rity  d istrict 
m anager in San  Angelo, rep ort­
ed today. “430 wore older people,” 
he said, “ receving ben efits as re­
tired w orkers, the wives and 
husbands o f retired  w orkers and 
as the surviving widows o r aged 
dependent p arents of w orkers 
who have died.”

B ut social secu rity  is not ju s t 
for older people, M olloring point­
ed out. 40 young widows and 
children In Coke County w ere re­
ceiving m onthly benefits am ount­
ing to $2.582 00 a t the end of 
Decem ber. 40 disabled w orkers 
and dependents w ere receiving 
ben efits a t  a m onthly ra te  of $26- 
76. P ra ctica lly  every young fam ­
ily in Coke County has survivors 
protection under social secu rity  
th a t can  be w orth $75,000 or 
more, and equally valuable dis­
ab ility  insurance protection.

"T h e average w ork er." he said, 
“can expect to  collect m ore than  
the value o f his social secu rity  
tax  contributions ju s t  in the bene­
fits  payable to  him and his w ife 
in retirem en t." I f  he does not live 
to retirem ent, his fam ily  stands 
to collect fa r  m ore than the con- 
ributions he has paid; and the 
sam e will be true if he should 
become to ta lly  disabled for work 
before 65.

M onthly paym ents to the fam - j 
ily of a  w orker who dies, leaving | 
2 or m ore children can  range 
from  $66 to $368 a  m onth, depend- j 
ing on the w orker’s av erage j 
earnings under social secu rity .

A U ST IN . Tex —  A ta sk  force 
o f federal officials, here fo r a  
conference on fed era l-sta te  rela­
tions. pot an earfu l from  dis­
gruntled s ta te  agency o fficia ls 
who complained of poor com m un­
ication  between A u s t i n  and 
W ashington.

Gov. Joh n  Connally opened the 
conference by telling the D. C. 
men th at the federal grant sy s­
tem  is characterized  "by  m isun­
derstanding. disharm ony and, in 
som e instances, u tter confusion."

O ther s ta te  o fficia ls  got down 
to  sp ecifics when the conference 
broke up into sm all groups to 
d iscuss intergovernm ental coor­
dination. health and w elfare, edu­
cation , w ater development, out­

door recreation, economic oppor­
tun ity  and manpower develop­
ment.

They said they want to  be con­
sulted in advance about proposed 
program s; they want federal a- 
gencies to  w ork through s ta te  a- 
gencies on l.xfil program s; they 
want block g ran ts which would 
give s ta te  agencies g rea ter la ti­
tude in tailoring federal pro­
gram s to  fit  local needs; and 
they w ant specific, unconflicting 
instructions from  W ashington as 
to  what is expected of them  .

Since the federal o fficia ls  had 
been through sim ilar sessions in 
39 other s ta tes , they took the 
criticism  without flinching.
