Officials Discuss Crowded 
Conditions A t RL School

Supt. Jimmy Bickley, who is 
also president of the Robert Lee 
Board of Community Develop­
ment, reported at the Tuesday 
noon luncheon meeting of the or­
ganization that the students are 
the ones who are paying the big­
gest price and suffering the most 
because of the lawsuit which is 
still pending on the Robert Lee- 
Silver consolidation.

Bickley was referring to the 
school district's inability to plan 
new facilities as long as the suit 
is in the courts and unsettled. 
School enrollment has jumped 
from 338 in 1965 to 490 this year, 
and additional classrooms and 
other facilities are badly n e e d e d  
to acconio<lute the additional stu­
dents.

The superintendent said that 
plans are now’ being drawn up to 
construct three new classrooms

which will fit into the overall 
building plan when the suit is fi­
nally settled and a building pro­
gram can be planned. The new 
classrooms will be built from cur­
rent funds.

High School Prin. Garland Da- 
vis joined the superintendent in 
concern over the situation as it 
now exists. He stated that two 
rtudy halls are conducted in the 
school cafeteria, but added “we do 
have everyone inside and the win­
dows can be closed when cold 
weather begins.’ ’

He said the crowded conditions 
are an inconvenience to teachers 
and school employees, but the stu­
dents are the ones w’ho "are pay­
ing the biggest price."

Bickley said the last notice he 
had indicated that the Court of 
Civil Appeals will reconvene on 
Sept. 13.

The superintendent said that 
even though more classrooms and 
other facilities are needed, school 
has settled into a routine and is 
running along smoothly. He told 
the Observer following the meet­
ing that since the 1966 school 
started a year ago, school offi- 

! cials hav> managed to come up 
' with seven new classrooms. This 
was made possible by using tem­
porary buildings moved here from 
Silver and by dividing the band 
hall into two classrooms.

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Now Is The Time

Nature offers the best materials 
for dried arrangements, and now's 
the time to collect them.

Dried plant materials are ideal 
for creating designs for fall and 
winter with an outdoor or nature 
theme.

Now is the time to begin col­
lecting grain, weeds, flowers, tree 
branches and driftwood and dry­
ing roses, marigolds, zinnias, sal­
vias. pansies and carnations in a 
box of dry sand.

Place an inch of sand in the box 
Carefully place the flowers on 
the sandy surface, and slowly 
pour additional sand over the 
flowers until covered.

Put only one layer of flowers 
in a box, and allow 2 weeks for 
them to dry. At the end of this 
time, pierce holes in the bottom 
of the box and allow sand to drain.

Hang milkweed, poppy, yucca, 
celosia. golden rod, strawflower 
and baby's breath upside down 
to dry. Preserve branches of 
magnolias, oaks, maples and some 
woody type flower in glycerin and 
water. Stand freshly cut branches 
in 2 inches of equal parts of I 
glycerin and water for about 2 
weeks. Branches will have a glos­
sy, fresh appearance and remain 
pliable.

Place leaves, ferns and grass­
es between sheets of newspaper
and press with flat boards. Spray 
dried materials with plastic or 
wax aerosols for prolonged keep­
ing qualities.

Meals. Not Mealtime,
Affect Weight

Eating six meals a day and 
still maintaining weight may be 
an idea difficult for some weight- 
watchers to "digest.” but research 
reports indicate the amount and 
kind of food consumed, not how 
many meals per day is the de­
ciding factor.

Agricultural Research Service 
nutritionists have found that as 
long as weight - watchers con­
trol the amount and kind of 
food they eat, it doesn't matter 
whether they eat two light meals 
and a heavy meal, three meals of 
equal size or even six meals a 
day spaced through the waking 
hours.

The 20 - day experiments in­
cluded 15 coed volunteers, in j 
groups of five, eating meals In 
three routines. Mealtimes for two 
groups came at 7:15 a.m., 12:15 
p.m. and 5:15 p.m., with one - 
fourth of the diet served at 
breakfast, one fourth at lunch and 
the remainder at dinner for the 
first group and equal portions at 
each meal for the second group. 
The third group was given six 
equal but smaller meals at 7:15 
and 9:45 a m. and 12:15, 2:45, 5:15 
and 7:45 p.m.

The total daily food intake was 
the same for all routines. Meals 
consisted of muffins baked from 
a special batter containing nutri­
ents in specific proportions. The i 
muffins were supplemented with 
orange juice, butter and jelly .

The nutritionists found that re­
gardless of eating routines, the 
volunteers used protein, fat, min­
erals and vitamins to essentially 
the same extent.

Cong. Burleson 
In District During 
Labor Day Recess

Congressman Omar Burleson is 
in the district for a number of 
speaking engagements during the 
Labor Day recess of the Congress. 
Following his arrival at his dis­
trict office in Abilene, the con­
gressman said. “ I had hoped that 
the congress would adjourn this 
session by Labor Day and permit 
me to spend the rest of the fall in 
the district, but with the many 
problems yet to bP faced by 
the Congress, it will be some 
time now before final adjourn­
ment can be reached.”

The congressman’s schedule 
during this visit called for him 
to be honored at a stag barbecue 
on Lake Colorado City Saturday 
evening of last week. He was in 
San Saba for the Lions Club 
luncheon on Tuesday at noon, and 
in Lampasas for an appreciation 
•linner honoring him as the new’ 
representative and congressman 
and O. C. Fisher as the present 
representative of the Lampasas 
area. The Lampasas dinner was 
a jointly sponsored appreciation 
staged by the Chamber of Com­
merce. the Lions, Rotary and Ki- 
wanis Clubs of Lampasas and 
the Lions Club of Lometa. Texas. 
Master of Ceremonies for the ap­
preciation dinner was Norris Mon­
roe, editor of the Lampasas Dis­
patch and Record.

In San Saba, the congressman 
was a guest of former State 
Senator Louis Crump at the week­
ly Lions Club luncheon.

The Colorado City barbecue was 
planned by Dr. Dave Bridgeford, 
Jinx Pow’ell and several other 
Colorado City and Mitchell coun­
ty friends of the congressman.

When questioned about this first 
session of the 90th Congjress, 
Burleson said, "I can't remember 
a session when w’e have worked 
harder and actually acomplished 
less in the legislative processes of 
government.” He continued. ”There 
are many problems yet to be dis­
posed of, including the proposed 
10 per cent surcharge on income 
taxes.” He added, "My corres­
pondence from the folks here in 
the district has been extremely 
heavy this year, largely in re­
gal’d to the Vietnam war, the 
rioting and looting problems, and 
the proposed 10 per cent sur­
charge on income taxes.” Burl­
eson continued, ”My mail and 
personal contacts suggest to me 
that people are extremely dis­
turbed over things that are taking 
place and rightfully so.” "I share 
that concern,” he added.

Congressman Burleson conclud­
ed, “The congress stays in session 
so long each year anymore, and 
with the increased size of the 
district, it is very difficult if not 
imjxwsible for me to get around 
and visit over the district as 
much as I would like to even 
utilizing holidays and the ‘short 
falls’ In recent years.”

— With the toll­
ing o f school bells, some 2,598,000 
students are back in Texas class­
rooms. Enrollment is 42,000 more 
than last year.

An estimated 122,000 profess­
ional people (teachers, principals, 
and superintendents) are required 
in the 1,275 school districts in 
Texas.

Texas State Teachers Associa­
tion reported a month ago that 
there were only 450 applications 
for 1,951 vacancies.

Texas Education Agency esti­
mates $1.350 300,000 will tv spent 
on public school education in 19- 
67 - 68. This is a four per cent, 
or $55 700 000. increase over last 
year.

During the coming year, Texas 
will be spending $505 for each 
pupil. Average cost per child for 
1966 - 67 was $479.

With an anticipated continuing 
teacher shortage, TEA expects an 
Increase in the number of teaching 
Bides employed to do clerical and 
other non - teaching tasks. Near­
ly 5,000 of these aides are ex­
pected to be employed over the 
state, compared with 4,317 in 19-
