Planning Commission Has First Meeting
First meeting of the Coke Coun­

ty planning Commission was held 
last Thursday in the courthouse 
at Robert Lee. County and city 
officials, various specialists con­
nected with government agencies 
attended the meeting, which cen­
tred around a report made by Na­
than L. Kiser, Austin, engineer- 
planner.

Judge W. W. Thetford opened 
the meeting and explained that it 
was called for the purpose of de­
veloping a comprehensive plan for 
the improvement of economic and 
living conditions of the people 
who arc now- living in Coke Coun­
ty and for the future population.

He pointed out that the Texas 
Legislature recently enacted le­
gislation permitting professional 
planners to work with county of­
ficials and citizens in develop­
ment.

Among those present were Ki­
ser; Heber T. Stewart, commun­
ity services officer of the state 
office of Farmers Home Admin­
istration, Temple; Elmer L. Fos­
ter, district supervisor of Far­
mers Home Administration, Cole­
man; Alton Pybum, Coke County 
fa r m  management specialist, 
Sweetwater; Mayor Robert Vau­
ghan of Robert Lee; Mayor Royce

Lee of Bronte; O. H. Campbell 
and Gene Hlnnard, city council- 
men of Robert Lee; Mrs. Fay C. 
Roe, Coke County home demon­
stration agent: W. E. Jacoby, 
county soil conservationist of Ro­
bert Lee; Weldon Fikes, Coke 
County auditor. Coke County 
commissioners court made up of 
Judge Thetford and Commission­
ers Fern Havins, Howard Brock, 
Floyd Harmon and Jack Corley 
were also present.

Kiser told the group that a 
survey will be made of water 
needs, sewer needs, roads ami 
transportation and, to some ex­

tent, housing needs in the entire 
county.

His first suggestion is that a 
100 member advisory committee 
bo appointed and its members be 
assigned to various phases of 
studying the county’s needs.

One of his first suggestions was 
for ranch|hien to stock exotic 
game. "The reason I like this in 
Coke County is that it has the 
right topography, good ranch and 
pasture management, and a close 
pnwimity to metropolitan nreas," 
he said.

He explained that this project 
could be tied in with an overall

tourist development, Ixxwting 
Coke County as the county of 
lakes, historical sites, golf cours­
es and other tourist attractions. 
The engineer added that he would 
like to see a demonstration area 
or ranch set up, so that ranchmen 
and hunters could set* how foreign 
animals reproduce and what 
maintenance is needed.

Kiser was optimistic about the 
increase in population which will 
accompany the completon of Ro­
bert Lee Reservoir. His projec­
t s  showed at least 3,000 per­
manent homes devloping around 
the new lake, with a possible add­
ed population of 10,000 persons.

Cold Weather 
Plagues Area

Cold, dismal weather has been 
the rule In this aiea the first of 
the week.

Postmaster Talks

taining members and a letter in­
viting new members to join the 
organization. Appointed for this 
job wore Vaughan Davis, Jim 
Barnhill and Vice President Bill 
Allen.

After some discussion, it was 
voted to raise membership dues 
for sustaining members from $5 
to $10.

Lewis, who is also Robert Lee's 
postmaster, explained the new 
postal rates which went into ef­
fect last Sunday. One item of 
paiticular interest to businessmen 
is the elimination of drop mail 
which has been going within one 
post offee for 4c. All first class 
mail now costs 6c, Lewis explain­
ed. whether or not It leaves the 
post office of its origin.

Air mall is up from 8c to 10c, 
and third class mail rates have 
increased. Fourth class remains 
the same, except the rates on 
books and film have been raised.

Lewis pointed out that mail to 
blind persons may be sent free, 
but mail sent by blind persons 
goes at the regular rate.

The postmaster urged everyone 
to use zip coding on all mail, 
pointing out that it was a big 
help during the Christmas rush 
and eliminated bottle necks in 
sectional centers.
