If it is. you're being 
warned that there is a loose con­
nection somewhere. It may be on­
ly a loose screw, but repairing 
it is a good idea.

Ever touch an appliance and 
feel a littla tingle'’ Tins is an­
other sign of trouble It calls for 
close inspection for loose wiring 
or poor Insulation. In some, cases, 
the appliance may need a ground 
wire.

Watch out for the short cir­
cuit. A symptom of this is a 
shock from a metal base lamp 
The trouble is usually exposed 
wiring.
