A copy of the statement of rash 
receipts and disbursmeents for 
R bert Lee Independent School 
District is being published in this 
week’s Observer Sch< >1 officials 
invite the attention of tax payers 
and other interested citizens to 
the statement which can give 
them a good dea as to the school’s 
financial condition.

The statement summarizes the 
annual audit of the school which 
was made last year by Harold 
Von Simpson, certified public ac­
countant of Austin. The audit 
covers the period from Sept. 1. 
1967, to Aug. 31, 196K.

School money is divided into 
six funds: local maintenance, 
rental, building. interest and 
sinking, and special funds.

Last year’s audit shows a large 
amount of cash on hand at the 
end of the fiscal year. Reason 
for the big figure is that $738.- 
878 92, which is designated for 
use in construction of new build, 
ings, is included.

The statement shows that total 
cash receipts, including bond mo­
ney, amounted to $1,143,597.76. 
w’hile expenditures W'ere $398,639 
88, leaving a balance in all funds 
>t $757,418 65
