Supply of College tir.ulusteH 
To Equal Demand But—

If you complete a college edu­
cation, a job awaits if you are 
in the right profession.

Reports show that although 
1966 and 1975 projections pre­
dict the demand for college-edu­
cated workers will balance the 
supply, an imbalance within pro­
fessions is expected.

There will not be enough phy­
sicians, dentists, engineers a n d  
physical scientists, according to a 
lA[(artment o f Labor survey. A 
surplus of school teachers, math­
ematicians and life scientists ia 
expected.

About 6.2 million college grad­
uates will be needed by 1975. 
Professional and technical fields 
will call for 4.3 million; mana­
gerial occupations .9 million; 
sales and clerical .7 million and 
.3 million will be needed in oth­
er fields.

Nation’s colleges and universi­
ties are expected to confer about 
6.5 million bachelor and first pro­
fessional degrees over the nine- 
year period. About 1.7 million 
master’s degrees and doctorates 
are expected to be conferred 
from  June 1966 to June 1974, 
more than 100 per cent more 
than in the previous nine-year 
period.

Expected surplus of teachers 
is cuiTentiy the largest occupa­
tion for women graduates. The 
survey suggests that unless a 
larger pro|«»rtu*i of women en­
ter other high demand profes­
sions, the outlook for employ­
ment for college-educated wom­
en may be less favorable than 
in recent years.

Short supply of physicians and 
dentists can be alleviated only if 
steps are taken to expand suf­
ficiently the capacity of medical 
and dental schools.

In addition to the erosion of 
rural communities following the 
closing of their schools, Schreiner 
said that other adverse effects 
would include the bussing of stu­
dents often many miles away; 
elimination or serious curtail­
ment of many outstanding pro­
grams designed primarily for ru­
ral schools, such as vocational 
agriculture and vocational home­
making programs; the elimina­
tion of athletic teams from 
Class A A and below, with the 
resultant loss of identity for 
the communities and a decrease 
or entire elimination of a voice 
for the rural residents on school 
boards which will be centered in 
urban areas.

"The Little Red School House 
Committee and all its members 
certainly want to provide the 
best education possible for the 

people of o u r  state.” 
Schreiner said. "But we don’t be­
lieve that this proposed forced 
consolidation program, requiring 
the elimination of nearly 900 
school districts in Texas, is the 
answer.”
