In  case  you don't know w hat a 
M ini-Bug is. it 's  a  special body 
w hich is  usually mounted on a 
Volksw agen ch assis to  provide a 
vehicle which can  be used fo r a 
lot o f purposes. Main selling 
point fo r the M ini-Bug is  th a t it 
can  go anyw here. I t ’s  good in 
the rough cou ntry ; it is light 
enough to  m ake it  practical in 
sand; it 's  tough enough to stand 
th e  g a ff  in rough country; and 
i t ’s  still p erfectly  capable of ta k ­
ing ca re  of itse lf in c ity  tra ffic .

Two R obert I^ee men who con­
ceived the idea o f the M ini-Bug 
and have been striv in g  fo r over 
tw o years now to  m ake it a going 
industry  are Jim m y  B ell, owner 
o f Bell E n terp rises, and Jim m y 
K illam , m anager o f the firm .

The tw o started  out in 1967 
w orking on the idea in their 
sp are tim e and by the spring of 
1968, they had developed the body 
to  th e  point w here they made 
th e ir  f ir s t  sale.

K illam  told the O bserver this 
week, "W e a re  try in g  to  develop 
th is  th ing and set up a  business 
in R o b ert l^ec which will develop 
in to  som ething both fo r us and 
fo r  the tow n."

R ig h t now the company is j 
having grow ing pains. The two 
men are  bury try in g  to  supply 
the demands fo r  their product, | 
and a t  the sam e tim e set up m ar- j  
k ets fo r w ider distribution of it. |

K illam  is alread y w orking full ( 
tim e a t  th e  M ini-Bug business, | 
and he uses the help of Clifford 
Burch, a  local high school stu ­
dent, on Satu rd ay s and a fter 
school.

Although ta x  v a lu a tio n  are  
ro t  included in the p art at the 
audit being published, the report 
show's th a t county values are up 
slightly over 1967. The 1968 val­
uation am ounted to  $22,994,255. 
compared to $22,954,570 in 1967.

The county tax  rate  of $1.25 
per $100 valuation is divided a s  
follow s: road and bridge fund, 18 
cen ts; general fund, 67 cents; 
perm anent im pr vem ents f u n d ,  
10 cen ts; farm  to  m a rk it  and 
fiord control fund, 30 cents. No 
money is allocated  to the ju ry  
fund. The $1.25 rate  when add­
ed to the s ta te  ad valorem  ta x  
rate  of 47 cents, gives Coke Coun­
ty  taxpayers a  s ta te  and county 
rate  of $1.72 per $100.

The 
bully o f  A m erica considers So u th ­
e a s t A sia w ith confusion and 
contem pt.

A soldier returning home from  
V iet Nam finds th a t people ca n ’t  
y e t point the country  out on a  
m ap, ca n ’t  guess the num ber o f 
w eekly casu alties there, can ’t  
understand v.liat it  is  ail about 
excep t, they  gues, freedom  is 
involved.

The pub­
lic  w orries m ore about living 
w ith  a  possible la x  increase, o ffi­
c ia ls  w orry about living w ith 
world opinion, the G. I. w orries 
only about living.”

In his world th ere are  n ightly  
b lackou ts and m ortar tra ffic . I t 's  
alive w ith booby trap s th a t can 
blow his legs o r  even his life  to  
shreds. I t  is occupied w ith  an 
enem y and an ally  th a t look e x ­
a c tly  alike. Ho would give a  
m onth’s  pay fo r a  sound sleep or 
ten  y ears o f his life fo r a  night 
a t  home.

B u t rig h t now*, more and m ore 
each  day, he is the hope of Free 
M an. He is, fo r the m ost p art.

unm arried and w ithout m aterial 
possessions, except fo r |*«sibly 

an old ca r  a t  home and a  tran - 
su»tor radio here.

In  m ost cases he has ju s t  g o t­
ten out o f high school, w ithin 
the past year, received sa-so 
grades, played a  little  football, 
basketball, baseball, and m ight 
even have been good enough to 
be on a  tra c k  team . He lias a 
g irl w in  eith er broke up w ith 
him When he w ent oversoas or 
who sw ears she is still fa ith ­
ful to  him, yet he Us h alf the 
world aw ay. He has learned to  
like beer because it is about the 
only thing th a t will take the 
th irst aw ay over hen*.

He sm okes because he g ats free 
c ig a re ttes  and it  helps his nerves. 
He never cared  much fo r work 
and preferred  w ashing his own 
c a r  to  his fa th er's . He is 10 to  20 
pounds ligh ter than  before be­
cause he is  w orking o r fig h tin g  
from  dawm to  dark, o ften  longer. 
He still has trouble spelling and 
w riting le tters  is  a  painful pro­
cess. B u t he can  break  a  rifle  
down in 30 seconds and put it  
togeth er in  29 seconds. He can  
describe the nom enclature o f a  
Fragm en tation  grenade, explain 
how' a  m achine gun op erates and 
use either if  th e  need arises.

He obeys now w ithout h esita ­
tion, but he is not broken. He 
has seen more su fferin g  than he 
should have in his sh ort life. He 
has stood am ong hills o f bodies 
and he has helped to  co n stru ct 
those hills. He has w ept in public 
and in private, and is  not .asham­
ed in either place, because his 
pals have fallen  in b a ttle  and he 
has cam e close to  jo in ing  them.

He h as becom e m ore se lf- 
su fficient. I f  he is fortu nate to  
have tw o pair o f fa tig u es to  ca ll 
his own, he w ears one and w ashes 
the other. He som etim es fo rg ets 
to  brush his teeth , but not his 
rifle. He keeps his cantecr. fu ll, 
but has alm ost given up try in g  
to keep his socks dry.

IT eston  
Sm ith  called on the Legislature 
t«> patch up a  $71 million hole in 
his $261 million new' revenue pro­
gram  by raising the c ig a re tte  ta x  
to  15 cen ts a  pack and placing 
a ono-half o f one per cent gross 
receipts levy on chem ical pro­
ducers.

A tty . Gen Craw ford C. M ar­
tin ’s  opinion holding unconstitu­
tional S m ilh ’s proposal to  apply 
m ost school land m ineral lease in­
come to current educational op­
erations made supplem ental re ­
com m endations necessary.

W hile suppesting altern ative 
revenues, Sm ith  made tw o other 
I Hunts:
• *H e is having nothing to  do 

w ith “one-year budgeting” a s  re­
commended fo r form er Governor 
Joh n  Con mil ly in 1967 as a  device 
to postpone a  tax  bill.

“ ‘Serious ta lk "  is being heard 
in favor o f a  corporate profits 
ta x , and the day when one will 
be necessary may not be too long 
o ff, although he is not urging one 
now.

S m ith ’s  revenue package calls 
fo r placing alcoholic beverages 
and personal services (lik e  loun- 
dry, repairs, parking and cable 
tv ) under the three per cent s ta te  
sales ta x . He emphasized he is 
dead serious about slapping a

$10 s ta te  surcharge on moving 
tra ff ic  violation fines, and he 
would raise the tobacco products 
tax  tin ratios o f a  decade ago. He 
also recom m ends the s t i l e  sales 
ta x  be applied to each lease of 
rental equipm ent a s  w’ell as the 
original purchase price.

Sm ith  originally  asked a  three 
cent a  pack hike in the c ig are tte  
tax. Now he wanLs to go to  four 
cen ts (which would raise an  addi­
tional $26 m illion). The gross 
receipts levy on “those producing 
chem ical prixlucts" is estim ated 
to  bring in $45 million.

R eaction  to the a lternative pro­
posals varied widely. Sm ith  was 
commended for adding a  business 
tax  to  his all-consum er program  
of last month, but some law m ak­
ers don’t like singling out one 
industry.

House Sp eaker Gus M utscher 
said he is  hopelul of early hear­
ings by the Revenue end T a x a ­
tion Com m ittee on a  “m a jo r” tax  
bill.

L E G ISL A T U R K  PL O W S ON 
At the half-w ay m ark of the 61st 
legislative session, the House 
speeded up and the Sem ite slowed 
down.

Among m ajor m easures ad­
vanced by the House were bills 
to  strengthen the governor’s  pow­
er to  quell riots and to  crea te  a

new’ U niversity o f  T exas branch 
a t San  Antonio.

O ther m easures increased te a ­
cher retirnient benefits, broaden­
ed resident tuition privileges to  
college students from  m ilitary  f a ­
milies, provided by d istributing 
sta te  available school fund mo-

ney on the basis of scholastic 
population (instead at average 
daily atten d an ce), changed the 
name o f Ja m es Connelly T ech n i­
cal In stitu te  near W aco to T exas 
S ta te  Technical In stitu te  and 
authorized procedure fo r dissolv­
ing 492 inactive w ater d istricts.

C reation of a sep arate  com m is­
sion fo r  rehabilitation  services 
now has approval of both houses, 
as  have bills to  place W est T e x a s  
S ta te  U niversity under a  sep arate  
board of regents and to perm it 
types o f m etal-studded snow tire s  
in hoghways. A House resolution 
would m ake blue topaz the o ff i­
cial T exas gem and petrified  
hardw’ood the official stone.

Sen ate  [Hissed 53 local biUs on 
a  special calendar fo r non-oontro- 
versial m atters w ith lim ited ap ­
plication, but bogged down fo r  
hours over the m easure to  c re a te  
a s ta te  commission to  adm inister 
a  m em orial to  th e  late I “resident 
Joh n  F . Kennedy. Senate gave 
ten tative  approval to  allow ing 
city  bus drivers taken  under m u­
nicipal tran sit system s before 
1964 to  retain  collective bargain ­
ing benefits they had as union 
members.

Governor Sm ith  signed h alf a 
dozen m easures including a  cam ­
pus n o t control bill and m a jo r 
im provem ents in w orkm en's com * 
}>en.sation legislation.
