Some Familiar 
Legends About 
Santa Claus

Just how old is Santa Claus? 
Where does he come from ? 
Why does he enter by way of 
the chimney ? Why does he drive 
a sleigh?

Even the best reference s  mer­
es don't quite agree about the 
ancestry of the Jolly, big-heart­
ed fellow.

But, after all, is it important 
whether the name Santa Claus 
has its origin in the Ihitch “ Sin- 
terklaas.”  or in the German 
“ Christkindl" or "Kriss Kring-1 
le"?

It is generally agrees! that the 
idea for our modem day Santa 
Claus began with a young boy 
called Nicholas over 1600 years j 
ago.

During hLs early years, grow-1 
ing up in the Asia Minor por- { 
tion o f present-day Turkey, he! 
was genen us and pious. These j 
qualities grew within him until [ 
as a man he became the bishop 
o f  Myra.

His most famous deed o f gen- ! 
emsitv was directed toward three I 
beautiful daughters «xf a poor! 
nobleman. He wanted dowries I 
for his children so they could j 
be married.

So. Nicholas on three thffer- 
ent nights hoAsed bags of gold | 
through a window o f their home, 
and each daughter could be mar­
ried and well cared for.

Down through the centuries 
the story o f Saint Nicholas was 
carried to other countries and 
when unexpected gifts appeared 
they were attributed to  him.

Dutch children still wait for 
Saint Nicholas, or "Sinterklaas" 
as they call him. He is pictured 
as a kindly, white beanled bish­
op who ndtv a white horse over 
the h:*isetops when he lowers 
his gifts down through the chim­
ney.

It is to this "interklans." 
bn ught over by the early Dutch 
settlers, that we give thanks f>r 
Santa's custom and method of 
giving, for the full white beard, 
riiiing over housetops and par­
tially, for his name.

Santa Claus had many other 
f rerunners. some wtio still 
brings gifts in his place to chil­
dren in other lands.

Another "ancestor'' o f  Suita 
came from Germany. “Christ- 
kindl.'' sometimes called “ Kriss 
Kringle." is a little messenger 
o f  the Christ child. This same 
angel also was the gift-giver to 
the Swiss children. There the 
eng el arrived in a sleigh drawn j 
by six rein deer. The elves. Pan-, 
ta's fine helpers, are “imp :t- 
ed ' fnxn Norway.

Dr. Clement Clark Moore, a 
seminary professor. wrote "A  
Vtat f r m  St. Nicholas”  ("The 
Night Before Christmas''i for 
his children. He vividly described 
Santa Claus, bringing together 
all the many legends he knew.

In 1863, cartoonist Thomas 
Nast was commissioned to illus­
trate Mtore's piem. Santa Claus, | 
much as we see him today pic- j 
tured everywhere at Christmas, 
emerged from Nast s dinwing 
board many years ago in New 
York G ty.

Since then, this red and white 
garbed folk w known as Santa 
Claus with the big heart, the 
jolly face and abundant good 
will is here to stay and is now 
quite, quite real for every child!

Of Christmas Set 
In 4th Century

Tlie history of the Christmas 
observance is one that has in­
trigued clerical and lay schol­
ars for countless years.

(Researchers have found that 
as far back as the fourth cen­
tury. the Christmas festival was 
already an established custom 
dating back to earlier eras.

The w rd Christmas began as 
“Ch j t ’s Maas" or as in tckl 
English “Christes Masse” or the 
Mass of Christ, following the 
custom c f  the church in r hser­
ving the anniversaries o f deaths 
lather than births.

It was not until St. Cyril. 
Bishop of Jerusalem, set out to 
affirm one day for a universal 
observance that Christ's Mass 
was changed from its previous 
celebration in the spring (as we 
now observe Easter).

The goad Bishop was granted 
permissiun by Pope Junius I to 
appoint a group o f the. logians 
to determine as accurately as 
possible, the exact date of 
Christ’s nativity.

Tan many years had elapsed 
for absolute accuracy, and after 
discovering various contradic­
tions icf calendars, astrological 
and astronomical calculations, 
the date for the celebration of 
Christ’s Mass was set by the 
church for December 25.

So it is that since the year 
354 A.D., this date has been
observed as the date c f  the Sav­
iour’s birth.

Members of the Greek, Rus­
sian and Ukrainian Orthodox 
Churches celebrate this on Jan­
uary 6.

To this tlay, the festival of 
Christmas still occurs on many 
different dates throughout the 
world.

December 6 is the day when 
Christmas is observed in moat 
Western European countries and 
marks the beginning of a long, 
happy holiday season.
