If you count each givx-ery pen­

ny, balance your f«rod budget ami 
your family's diet by cutting 
costs within each of the four food 
groups, these ideas may help bal­
ance nutrition and bargains.

Meat: We need two or more 
servings from this food group 
each day. Count as a serving: 
two-three ounces lean cooked 
meat, poultry or fish witiiout 
bone; two eggs; one cup cooked 
dry beans or peas; Pour Lable- 
sp< oils peanut butter.

To save on meat money buy 
weekend meat specials; b u y  
dressed chicken whole rather 
than cut-up; and select variety 
meats.

Milk: Use two to four servings 
a day. A serving would be cue 
eight-ounce glass fluid milk; two 
cu|w ice tiream; one and a half 
cups cottage cheese or two one 
inch cubes Cheddar type cheese.

Save in this department by us­
ing nonfat dry milk and save up 
to one-half of your milk bill, 
nerve milk shakes and fewer soft 
drinks, grate hardened ends of 
cheese and use to top casseroles.

Bread - Cereal: Eat four or 
more serving a day. One serving 
equals one slice of bread, an 
ounce icady-to-eat cereal or a 
haif cup cooked cereal, pasta or 
rice.

Save here by preparing bread 
and cereal products at home. 
They usually cost less than ready 
baked breads and ready prepared 
cereals.

Vegetable-Fruit: We need four 
or more servings daily. Count 
as a serving a half cup vegetable 
or fruit; or a portion as ordinar­
ily served such as a medium ap­
ple, a half cantaloupe or juice of 
one lemon.

Save in this food group by tak­
ing advantage of fresh seasonal 
items; and by buying frozen ve­
getables and fruits if they cost 
less a serving than fresh or can­
ned.
