Texas’ chief election officer 

said he personally favors Sep­
tember and October primaries to 
concentrate the election period, 
ease the strain on candidates and 
increase waning voter interest.

Dies also strongly recommends 
the junking of annual voter reg­
istration and substituting the 
system of re-registration by vot­
ing used by most states.

Both early primaries (and Jan. 
31 voter registration cutoff) and 
annual registration are under 
court attack.

If Federal judges declare both 
unconstitutional, Does told th e  
committee, Texas will be unable 
to hold primaries or register vot­
ers until the Legislature orders 
changes.

LAND BOND SALE — Veter­
ans Lend Program, in limbo for 
a year, got a new lease on life 
with the sale iof $25 million worth 
of bonds at a weighted average 
interest rate of 4.06 per cent.

Low bid was submitted by 
Morgan Guaranty Trust Compa­
ny of New York anil SaJoman 
Brothers. Others ranged f r o m  
4.09 to 4.14 per cent.

Veteran Land Board appar­
ently’ made low bids possible by 
offering the sale with eight to 
18-year payoffs instead of the 
usual 25-year and longer term 
bonds. Even though veterans 
have 40 years to pay off land 
purchases under the program, 
surpluses accumulated since 1949 
make short term bonds feasible, 
according to a land office spokes­
man.

Although the Board was au 
thorized to sell some $140 mil­
lion more, bonds could not be 
marketed earlier because they 
were subject to the constitution­
al interest rate limit of 4.5 per 
cent.

Latest bind offering, to the 
surprise of neaily everybody, 
brought five bids below the rate 
ceiling.

Land Commissioner Jerry Sad­
ler, Board chairman, said guide­
lines f ir  applications b.v veter­
ans under the revived program 
for purchase of land on long­
term, low interest loans s on will 
be relased.

Applications, according to Sad­
ler, must be filed by the middle 
of January’.

Last bonds were marketed two 
years ago before interest rates 
took off on a long, steep climb 
upward.

About $115 million in bond? 
authorized by voters still remain 
unsold. This new $25 million 
sale is expected to meet the de­
mands for four years.

URBAN PANEL REPORTS — 
Texas Urban Development Com­
mission has recommended crea­
tion of new state agencies and 
programs to help make cities 
more pleasant in which to live.

Committee's 50 page interim 
rep rt to Gov. Preston Smith 
gave primai y attention to trans­
portation and housing problems 
and the need for cooperation 
among state and local govern­
ments.

COURTS SPEAK — In a ma­
jor decision, the State Supremo 
Court affirmed lower court find­
ings on U. S. water rights for 
the R.o Grande from the Falcon 
Reservoir south of Lire do to the 
Gulf Coast.

This 15 year old legal action 
affects nearly a million people 
and 850,000 acres t f  Rio Grande 
Valley farmland.

High Court reversed lower 
courts and held that a Dallas 
woman was entitled to a $4,673 
jury award for the death of her 
son in an automobile wreck due 
to negligence of the driver.

Court of Criminal Appeals re­
versed the life sentence given a 
Port Arthur man in a shooting, 
since ivo evidence backed up the 
testimony of an alleged accom­
plice.

AG OPINIONS — Discovery

by the commissioners court on 
a tax collector's list of "delin­
quent or insolvent taxpayers 
having personal property in their 
possession subject to a delinquent 
tax levy iiis sufficient to wan ant 
refusal of list certification. So 
held Atty. Gen. Crawford C. Mar­
tin in a recent opinion.

STATE GROWTH SLOWS 
Texas growth slowed during 1970 
due largely to the impact of the 
federal fiscal policy, Texas Em­
ployment Commission reported to 
Governor Smith.

TEC maintains that the wholo 
picture is not bleak, however.

Unemployment rose from 2.6 to 
3.7 per rent, highest closeout 
figure since 1965. (Several ma­
jor areas were hit by defense 
spending cuts.)

Labor force continued to grow 
but at a slower rate and total 
employment was estimated at 
4.6 million at the end of the fis­
cal year. This was up 1.5 per 
cent from the previous year.

Don't Let Fires Spoil Christmas
The Observer, Robert Lee, Texas Dec. 17, 1970

Keep the "Merry” in “ Merry 
Christinas’’ by keeping- fire cut of 
your holiday activities. Fire Mar­
shall Buzz Sawyer Haid this 
week.

Urging attention to fire safe­
ty when planning Christmas 
trees, lighting, decorations a n d  
gifts, the Fire Marshal began 
with two rules good all year but 
especially important during the 
busy holiday season: Never leave

children alone or without proper 
superv.sion, even for a brief time; 
and have a family escape plan, 
worked out and rehearsed far use 
in case of fire in your home.

National Fire Protection As­
sociation studies show that each 
year some lives are lost in 
Christmas tiee fires, the Marshal 
said, and last year in the United 
States alone holiday fires dam­
aged on- destroyed homes and oth­
er property valued at $3.1 million.

T h e  Fire Marshal offered 
these Y ulet.de fire safety guide­
lines:

1. Natural trees should be 
fresh looking and firm needled 
when you select them. Saw off 
the butt an inch above the origi­
nal cut. stand the tree in water, 
find keep it in water until you 
d.sjvse of it -  soon after Christ­
mas Day. Don't rely on do-it- 
yourself flameprofing treatments, 
a< none is truly effective. Set up 
the tree away from heat and 
where it won't block doorways or 
stairs. Artificial trees should be 
clearly marked as made of slow- 
burning materials. Look far the 
Underwriters’ Laboratories (UL) 
label on trees whth built-in elec­
trical systems. With metal trees, 
use only indirect lighting to 
avoid the possibility of electric 
shock.

2. Check lighting strings for 
frayed wires, loose connections, 
and broken sockets. Replace on­
ly with UL-labeled seta Bulbs 
made in the U. S. generally are 
safest; imported bulbs may have 
dangerous hot spots. Electric 
cord sets with built-in fuses are 
strongly recommended. Always 
.urn off tree and other indoo. 
holiday lighting w'hen leaving the 
house or retiring fbr the night. 
Far outdoor lighting, use o n l y  
sets UL-listed far this purpose.

3. Noncombustible materials 
such as metal, gla-ss and asbes­
tos should be used for dec.ua- 
tions a* much as possible. Make 
sure cotton batUng, f l c k  and 
decorating paper are flame- 
proofed. Natural evergreen de­
corations dry quickly, burn .rea­
dily, a> keep them well removed 
from candles, the fireplace ami 
other heat. Don't use polystyrene 
foam far table or manUe decora­
tions where there ate Lighted 
candles.

4. Dispose of gift wrappings 
promptly and safely—NOT in tl** 
fireplace.

5. Be especially careful during 
the Christmas seas m to k e e p  
matches and cigarette lighters 
out o f the reach of children, and 
try to keep the youngste: s from 
playing beneath or near the 
Christmas tree.
