So elect patterns wttii topstitch- 
ing flat felled seams, Datch pock­
ets and front closings to empha­
size the denim look.

Denim v* especially popular 
with home sewers because the 
fabric is easy to handle and re­
quire* no special sewing equip­
ment But a few sewing hints can 
be helpful.

Work from the right side of 
the garment when topstitching, 
lengthen the stitch to eight 
."fitches per inch, and sew about 
one-fourth inch away from the 
seam edge. Topstitching is best 
along side seams, at the hem, 
around edges of collars, cuffs, 
pockets and down front opening*.

An almost straight scam re­
quires flat fell, the specialist ad­
vises. To sew a flat felled fin­
ish, fin-rt reverse the normal se&m 
by stitching it wiith the right 
sides out, wrong tides together. 
After pressing the seam open, 
press it again with both seams 
in one direction. Trim away the 
under seam allowance to cne- 
eighth inch, then Hold in the top 
seam allowance to half Its width. 
Stitch bo the garment along the 
folded edge.

The flat felled seam is especi­
ally useful to prevent raveling.

Use other details to add inter­
est to denim. At neck facings or 
imder edges of hem, sleeves or 
pockets, face with one o f the prai­

rie prints.
Select decorative zippers, spor­

ty buttons or decorative gripper 
snaps tor closings. Or, add an 
Indian or peasant paint braid.

Buying Cantaloupes
Goal, juicy melons — they’re

When tselecting quality canta­
loupes in the flood market, look 
for a coarse, corky outstanding 
netting on the rind and a alight 
yellow’ cast. A fliwgrant sweet 
odor denotes ripeness along with 
a fine textured, orange coioied 
flesh.

OantaJoupa* should be ripened 
at room temperature. For prop­
er hi me care of ripe meloius wrap 
in waxed paper or a plastic bag 
before storing in the refrigera­
tor to prevent the odor fircrr 
mingling with other foods.

Try 
a low’ calorie lunch of cantaloupe 
wedge and br.nlod ground beef.

Another suggestion is a quar­
ter of cantaloupe with siloed fresh 
mushrooms, broiled bacon strips 
and a dash of cracked pepper.
