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Food Shopping Hints
Shop with a grocery list and
make food buying ‘‘cents.”

A key to making a thrifty list
is checking newspaper ads. Find
out what meats, fresh produce,
frozen foods and staples are on
special, then work them into your
weekly menu,

Make the menu as complete as
possible so it serves as a guide
when planning a shopping list. On
the list jot items by departments
1o save steps in the store.

At the market, learn to recognize
economical specials, then how to
teke advantage of them. If an i-
tem that you use often or one that
keeps well is on special, it is a
good food investment. But buy
according to home storage space.
For example, family size bags of
frozen foods are economical, but
only if you have a freezer to
store them. Keeping frozemn foods
in the ice cube compartment of a
refrigerator will not maintain
their quality, since the compart-
ment does not provide the zero
degree temperature necessary for
prolonged frozen storage.

Remember, price is no measure
of nutritional value of food. Even
though loin steaks are pleasurable
eating, other cuts such as chuck
or round provide the same heal-
thy boon at a more cconomical
price.

Large cuts of meat on special
often mean a bargain in price per
pound, as well as meat for sev-
eral meals.

Compare the prices of meats
and poultry with the number of
servings you'll get from each
pound. Here's a rule of thumb—
figure on four servings from a
pound of boneless meat, two ser-
ings from a pound of bone-in, and
one serving from a very bony
choice.

Eggs are one of the biggest
budget boosters. A serving of two
can cost as little as 10 cents, of-
ten even less. And eggs are good
alternates for meat.

If you shop only once a week,
avoid waste by wusing up fresh
produce and other perishables
first. If necessary, rely on can-
ned and frozen foods for meals
at the latter part of the week.

Fruits and vegetables reduced
for quick sale rate consideration
if you are buying for immediate
use. Mellow ripe bananas to stir
into bread, or apples with blem-
ished skins for applesauce pro-
mrise good eating and usually give
you your money’'s worth.

No one ever seems to tire of po-
tatoes—a penny wise vegetable.
Potatoes keep well, but only if
you store them properly. Keep
them in a cool, ventilated, dry
spot away from direct light.

Day old baked goods are usu-
ally offered at a mreduced price,
but they are as fresh as if bought
the day before and stored at
home.

Include alternates on your shop-
ping list in case one food is a
better buy than another. A spe-
cial on canned fruit might be a
savings over the fresh cnes on
your list.

Take time to read labels, com-
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paring brands, grades and sizes
—the keys to many savings. Can-
ned whole fruits, for example,
make attractive salads, but cut
varieties in baked desserts taste
just as good. Private or region-
al brands often cost less than na-
tionally advertised brands.

Put a little fun in your shop-
ping cart and surprise the fami-
ly with something new, Occasion-
al impulse buying won't hamper
fcods savings, but all impulse
buying isn't good.

If saving time and work is im-
portant, convenience foods or
“instants’’ may be good buys.

Consider ready to heat foods
when making a shopping list.
Some convenience foods cost less
than homemade dishes. A serv-
ing of canned vegetable soup fig-
ures out to be six cents. Compare
this to homemade vegetable soup.

Also bear in mind how much
your family will eat. A small
can may be the best choice for
a twoscme; it generally gives
mealtime variety yet eliminates
leftovers.

When food shopping, pennies do
count. Three to four cents off a
25 cent can of beans, for exam-
ple, is a 10 to 15 per cent savings
—not bad for just a few pennies.

Applying this kind of shopping
sense can save you as much as
$5 on a $30 weekly bag of gro-

cenies. At the end of the month,
that’s an extra $20 in your pock-
et.

Carpet Care

Nothing adds more warmth or
comfort to a room than carpet-
ing. No other item in a home or
apartment gives so much wear.
Moreover, carpeting is probably
the single most expensive item
of furnishing a room. To protect
that investment, correct and regu-
lar care is required.

There should be a definite work
plan for routine care of carpet-
ing. Carpet sweep daily before
grit is ground in. Three or four
individual strckes with the car-
pet sweeper will remove dust and
surface dirt.

Vacuum once or twice per
week. Seven strokes over each
section are recommended to re-
move both surface dirt and im-
bedded soil. Imbedded grit cuts
fibers and causes wear.

Treat spots and stains quickly,
before they ‘'set.”

Shampoo two or three times a
year. Appearance can be improv-
ed by shampooing. Do it before
carpet becomes severely soiled.

Tum rugs, if possible, once or
twice a year to spread wear. I)ol
not beat or shake a rug, for thi.s‘
may be damaging to the backing.
