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Austin — Texans have just a 
few days more — until April 5 — 
to register to vote in the May 6 
primary elections.

Major state candidates, includ­
ing Gov. Preston Smith, viewed 
with alarm registration totals so 
far. They noted that less than 3.8 
million had registered as of last 
weekend, although there are near­
ly 7.7 million qualified voters in 
the state.

Present registrations are trail­
ing the corresponding period in 
1968 by 294,000 and the 1970 fig­
ure by more than 370.000.

In 1968, observed gubernatorial 
candidate Frances Farenthold, 64 
per cent of qualified voters were 
registered before the primaries. 
This year, only 48 per cent of the 
potentially eligible are registered. 
Former U. S. Sen. Ralph Y'ar- 
borough pointed out that 63.4 per 
cent of those qualified registered 
in 1970. and the 1972 dropoff is 
reflected in many “ working class”  
nci ghborhood s.

Nearly one million more shot'rt 
register by April 5 if previous 
patterns are followed. Smith said.

Under the state’s new voter reg­
istration system, which candi­
dates Faironthold and Ya: borough 
laduded as one of the nation's

best, citizens have until 30 days 
before any election to register 
and become eligible to vote.

The U. S. Supreme Court threw 
some confusion over the registra­
tion system with a ruling that 12 
months’ state and six months’ lo­
cal residency requirements for 
voter eligibility (like those of 
Texas) are unconstitutional.

The High Court said 30 days’ 
residency is sufficient for any 
state. Secretary of State Bob Bul­
lock took the case under study. 
Special legislative attention may 
be necessary.

ed the governor.

The survey showed the highest 
percentage of poor quality hous­
ing in rural areas, some in urban 
centers and moderate sized cities 
and the lowest percentage in su­
burban areas. Mexican-Ameri­
cans and blacks live in most at 
the low’ quality residences. Only 
4.5 per cent of white households 
live in inferior quarters, the sur­
vey showed.

Ag. Census Lists 
327 Farms in Coke

C'oke County showed a total of 
327 farms in the 1969 Census of 
Agriculture, according to figures 
released by the U. S. Department 
of Commerce's Bureau of the Cen­
sus, a part of the Department’s 
Social and Economic Statistics 
Administration <SESA>.

In the last previous Census of 
Agriculture, in 1964, the number 
of farms reported in the county 
w*as 286.

Of the county’s total farms in 
1969 . 225 are reported as selling 
$2,500 or more agricultural pro 
ducts in the year, as compared 
wi h 153 in 1964.

3 hi* report also shows average 
farm rize in the county was 1 ,- 
376 4 acres, and average value of 
these faunas Hand and buildings> 
was $133,469.

Other figures Prom the report 
include;

* Value of all farm products 
sold in 1969 was $3,478,975; in 
1964, $4,347,150.

4 Value of all crops sold in 1969 
was $145,899; in 1964. $100,029.

* Value of all livestock, poultry, 
and their products sold in 1969 
was $3,332,624; in 1964, $4,243,946.

Reported for the first time in 
an agricultural census is infor­
mation on the extent to which 
corporate structure is being used 
by operators of farms from which 
agricultural products totaling $2,- 
500 and over were sold. However, 
there were no incorporated opera­
tions listed in Coke County.

Rainmakers Get 
Permit to Work

The rainfall stimulation project 
for the Colorado River Municipal 
Water District was okayed this 
week by the Texas Water Devel­
opment Board in Austin. The pro­
ject will be carried out from Ap­
ril 15 to Oct. 15.

The weather modification per­
mit was issued to Atmospherics, 
Inc., of Fresno, Calif.

Eleven residents of Borden and 
Scurry counties had signed a pe­
tition asking the permit request 
be turned down, objecting to the 
effort to change and modify the 
precipitation during the planting 
season.

The company attempts to in­
crease precipitation by means of 
aerial application of silver iodide 
and other means.

Work will be conducted over a 
wide segment of West Texas, in­
cluding the watersheds of Lake 
E. V. Spence at Robert Lee and1 
Lake J. B. Thomas in Scurry end 
Borden counties. Both reservoirs 
are owned and operated by 
C R M W D .

713 and so on. Sometimes it is 
a little difficult to identify ole 
Joe, BH, Jim or Jane as the writ 
er of the letter. This is because 
the local postmark is that of the 
Regional Distribution C e n t e r .  
When complaints have been made 
to the new post office setup, they 
say that anyone in our small 
towns can stiM get their local 
postmark by going to the Post Of­
fice but they have to do so at 
certain hours.

This has the effect of losing the 
identity of small communities. 
There is a pride in having our 
own postmarks and. besides, there 
is no evidence that improvement 
has been made in postal service. 
The complaints aire still numerous. 
As a matter of fact, there exists 
many doubts as to whether mak­
ing the Postal Service a semi- 
public corporation is going to 
bring abou’ the efficiencies which 
it was recommended to do.

The organization is subsidized 
at $98 million a year, which is 
supposed to be eliminated by 1985. 
Of course, this is a lot less than 
(he $700 million or more loss be­
fore the reorganization but it has 
yet to be proved.

The Postal Service may get in­
to enough sidelines to make it 
profitable in a few years. From 
plans they have, it looks as if 
the Service may become sort of 
a variety stare. Patrons in Alas­
ka can buy automobile tags at the 
post office window and Europe- 
bound travelers can get passports 
at the same place. For a special 
price the Postal Service promises 
thet in the near future they can 
deliver a letter about 300 miles 
away in two minutes.

The Service, in addition to sell- 
ing stamps, is now designing 
more exotic issues to keep collec­
tors busy and money coming in. 
The bigger offices also carry 
stamp atburr.s. Even the rogues' 
ga’ lery will be blown up and like­
ly the pictures will be in color.

Post Offices may soon be sell­
ing hunting stamps, stock Job ap­
plications for Federal positions 
and information an the Federal 
budget.

Some old time postal managers 
deplore the new operations say­
ing they are gimmickry designed

to take the public’s mind off the 
fact that mail service is not get­
ting any 'better. The complains 
may get founder as more anti 
more over the counter transac­
tions are put into effect.

There is still the problem of the 
delivery of the individual letter 
across town in a reasonable time. 
Postal officials have said that "in 
instances we can get a letter 
across the country faster by jet 
plane than a letter can be deliv­
ered oil the other s-ide of the city 
by truck.”  This seems to be one 
of the hangups.

Some officials have plans where­
by post offices will become sort 
of like a shopping center, dis­
pensing goods and services fer 
those who want to pay for it. 
Then* are even guarantees of de­
livering packages within so many 
hours.

One must wonder if marriage 
and divorce may eventually b<* 
offered over the postal counter.

la Italy, it’s popular to pay calls 
to other homes on Easter Sunday. 
Everyone who enters the house 
is .fered one blessed Easter egg. 
A host would bo offended if this 
symbol of the Resurrection were 
it! used.

In the 17th century, it was cus­
tomary for the people of the Brit- 
ish Isles to write messages on 
‘ ggs at Easter and send them to 
distant friend or relatives. For 
gene: aliens people in the Ukraine 
have covered eggs with intricate 
designs resembling srained glass 
windows. It may take several 
days of tinting to cover a single 
egg with these designs.

The White House Easter egg roll 
was started on the Capitol grounds 
in 1810. When children were de- 
ried use of these grounds in 1878, 
the egg roll was moved to the 
White House lawn and has be­
come a tradition there.

Eggs are highly nutritious food. 
Not only are hard cooked eggs a 
part of the Easter tradition, but 
they provide an excellent way to 
serve eggs. In preparing your 
hard ( Hiked eggs for Easter deco­
rating and eating, obtain best re­
sults by following a few sugges­
tions. They will be especially 
helpful if you've had trouble peel­
ing eggs in the past.
