No doubt
the fact that 18 year old males
are subject to the draft greatly
influenced the outcome of lower-
ing the voting age from 21 to 18.
Often heard was that if a boy is
old enough to serve in the mili-
tary he is old enough to vote,
Now that the ‘““Women's Rights
Amendment’ may be ratified by
the required number of states,
girls may also be subjec to the
draft unless the draft is eliminat-
ed.

Under this reasoning, should it
foliow that if 18 years olds are
old enough to serve in the mili-
tary and old enough to cast thein
ballot in elections, they are also
ald enough to hold public office,

ing many state legislatures as time
goes on. Some are already tack-
ling ways and means of extending
these rights commensurate with
the lowered voting age. Wisconsi
recently lowered the ‘“‘age of ma-
jority”” across the board. Nine
other state have likewise cumplvt-'
ed legislative action in this re
gard with Vernmont, Michigan and
Tennessee legalizing the sale of
liquor to 18 year olds and older.
Iowa made 19 the age for buying
hard ligquor.

Several other states have low-
ered the age of majority but no
across the board.

What has been special about
the age of 21 goes back over 700
years of English common law.
The distinction was originally
made in the common law between
being “an infant’’ and being ‘‘of
full age.”” In this reference ‘‘in-
fant’ meant ‘‘minor’’ rather than
baby. In medieval times a mer-
chant’'s son, or ‘‘burgess,”’ was
of full age when he could count,
money and measure cloth. But
the ‘‘military tenant,”’ which sim-

ply meant cne subject to the
draft, became of full age at 21.
Why? Because it was assumec

he would not be strong enough tul
wear heavy armor at a younger!
age. Gradually, the ‘“knightly
majority’’ because the standard in
the common law. The “kmightly
majority’’ continues to have a
mystique, and is embedded in ma-
ny parts of statutory law, espe-
cially where business is involved.

Qualifications for voting are a
two way street. First there ap-
pears a lack of communication be-
tween government and the peo-
ple it purports to represent. There
is need for greater emphasis on
what federal, state and local gov-
ernments are actually doing. Sec-
ond, the citizen.voter should find
out how he is being served and
relate that service to quality and
costs. All ages of voters are af-
fected by these two propositions.

Incidentally, of the 122 mi'lion
eligible voters, 36 million fail to
exercise the privilege.

It is fascinating to contemplate)
that after 700 years there is some-
what of a reversion to the ancient
British rule of common law,
ognizing the capacity of the young
“burgess,”” the freeman in a
townn, who was of full age when
he could count money and mea-
sure cloth. In those times this
qualification constituted the es-
sentials of aduMhood.

Takes Planning Now for Fall Color

for color in the fall landscape.
All too often, gardeners forged
that many of our more populan
summer annual flowers are pret
ty well done in befare cool wea-
ther returns.
Four plants, c¢hrysanthemums,
candle tree, copper plant, and
Joseph's coat, are outstanding
for their brilliant fall colors.

1. Chrysanthemums (Chrysan-
themum morifolium), more com-
monly known as mums, are the
queen of fall flowers. When
grown in loose, well drained
soils and given ample water and
fertilizer (high phosphorus, such
as 51510, two pounds per 100
square feet), they will grow from
12 to 24 inches tall and will cover
themselves with colorful blooms.
Divided clumps or rooted cuttings
can be planted on 15dnch spac-
lmsz during May, while small
plants can be tramsplanted from
| pots through Jume.
| June planting dates will resul.
|in less need for staking. Keep
| terminal buds pinched but every
week or two through mid-July,
to promote side branching.

2. Candle tree (Cassia alata) is

attractive foliage. Candle trees
should be tertilized each month
'with complete fertilizer such as
| 51510 at the rate of two pounds
'per 100 square feet of soil sur-
face, They are best used as back-
grounds for wide flower beds.

3. Copper plant (Acalypha wii-
kesiana and others) is grown
strictly for the bronze color of
its foliage. Not paly is it at-
tractive in combination with fall
flowers, bui also it does weill in
summer sun. While they can
grow much larger, copper plants
nonmally grow to 1530 inches
tall when given moist, fertile
soil. Use a complete and bal-
anced fertilizer, such as 10-10.5 at
the rate of two pounds per 100
square feet of soil surface,

4. Joseph's coat (Altennanthera)
can be found in several different
varieties, It is grown, commonly
as a low (under 15 inches),
spreading border plant, chiefly
because of its brilliant fall colors
of orange, green and yellow.
Keep the soil moist and well fer-
tilized with a complete and bal-
anced 1010-5 fertilizer, at the
rate of two pounds per 100 square
feet of sail area.
