Q. If I voted in the primary of 
one party, can I vote for the 
candidates of another party in 
November?

A. This question seems to con­
cern a number of Texas voters 
this year. But you need not wor­
ry. Voting in a preferential pri­
mary like we had in May and 
June places no restrictions on 
veur vote in the genera! election 
in November. i

Remember, in the general elec-! 
fion, there is no penalty for fail-1 
ore to support or vote for the j 
candidates of the party in whose ! 
primary ycu voted.

Your right to vote for the men 
and women of your choice in a 
secret ballot cannot be altered. 
Ycu have the right to vote fc 
any or all, or none of the can­
didates of any party. This is one 
reason election supervisors are 
appointed in every precinct, to as­
sure you the right to vote as you 
choose on Nov. 7, not as you did 
on any other day.
