Austin — Dec. 31 is the dead­
line for owners of advertising 
signs along major interstate. U. S. 
end state numbered highways to 
apply for permits under the new 
Texas Highway Beautification Act.

The act 13 designed to control 
all outdoor advertising from big 
boards to fence signs along the 
right of way.

It requires that no sign 02 n 
be erected within 660 feet of an 
interstate or federal aid primary 
highway witliout a special $25 out­
door advertising license. A11 ad­
ditional 55 pelimit is also requir­
ed for each sign.

On premise signs — those ad­
vertising activities on the land or 
offering the property for sale — 
are exempt

The law, passed and made ef­
fective last June 29 to avoid loss 
of federal road building aid. wiM 
be implemented in stages

License applications, first stage

in the process, must be accorn- 
panied by a $2500 bond for each 
county in which signs are located' 
up to a 510.000 maximum for own- j 
ers with signs in more than three 
counties.

Permits will be issued for signs j 
in place prior to June 29 whether 
they conform to the law or not, 
and these will be allowed to stay 
in p!l:ce until programmed for ac­
quisition or removal. New signs j 
must conform to the law before i 
permits are issued.

The Highway Department also 
has begun removal of abandoned! 
and illegal signs on controlled 
highways.

Those planning to erect new 
signs on controlled highways are 
advised to check with Highway 
Department district offices to de­
termine if the location conforms 
to the law. Property owners have 
also been advised to contact the 
department's district offices con-
