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Rep. Renal Rossun Has Busy Time 
During Session of Texas Legislature

Re<p. Renal B. Rosson of Snyder. 
Commenting at the close of the 
regular session of the legislature 
in Austin this week, said that in 
many respects it was a good ses­
sion for West Texas aniJ for the 
taxpayers.

Tbc appropriations bill provided 
the essential needs of the state, 
and did so without an increase in

any state tax rates. Rep. Ros- 
son h"d an important part in 
drafting the appropriations bill, 
serving on the house committee 
during the many hours of com ­
mittee hearings and study.

More importantly, he was one 
of five House members on the 
final drafting group—the all im­
portant conference committee. “ I 
v;'8 the onfty member of either 
branch living west of the Brazos 
River to serve on that commit­
tee, and I feel that we did a 
good job of meeting the needs 
of West Texas and its people." 
commented Rosson.

In addition to committee respon­
sibility. he sponsored a substan­
tial number of bills end resolu­
tions.

Among those passed were House 
Bill 1570 providing that a ware­
houseman could store hi9 wholly 
owned and debt free grain in his
own warehouse without necessity 
of carrying insurance, provided1 
there was no other grain in the 
warehouse.

He was house sponsor of Scn- 
r.*e Bill 231 < Hichtoweri allowing 
the Parole Compact Commission-

r to designate representatives to i 
act during his official absences to J 
further the work of Che interstate 
pa role compact.

R o sso n  cosponsored the bill 
which allows the Parks and Wild­
life Commission to license aerial 
hunters <rf predatory animals in 
the western part of the slate. Thi® 
was a bill considered vital to the 
sheep, goat and cattle raisers of 
the w'estern half of Texas.

He cosponsored two bills to im­

prove fiscal accounting and res­
ponsibility on the part of state 
agencies, one providing that each 
agency operate on a quarter to 
quarter budget to assure even 
spending of funds without a temp­
tation Co overspend in any one 
period, ami the other directing the 
legislative Budget Board to study 
practices of earmarking revenues 
and priority allocation of funds.

He was ooqponanr of the bill 
adapting '11 tie 11 of the Family 
Code.

Rosson was joined by Rep. Joe 
Hanna of Bneekenridge and Rep. 
E. L. Short of Tahoka in an ear­
ly recognition of the role of the 
Railroad Commission in meeting 
local energy needs, sponsoring 
House Concurrent Resolution 103 
directing the Railroad Commis­
sion to hold bearings on the Big 
Spring area problem of LPG di­
version to pipeline carriers from 
iormer dock customers.

He was also sponsor of a sim­
ple resolution to extend the life 
of an existing Legislative sturdy 
committee investigating the wide 
variations in extended coverage 
insurance rotes in certain zones of 
W'cst Texas. Some relief already 
has rosuC.ed for the counties of 
the West Texas area as a result 
of the previous study, and further 
effort will be made to bring re­
gion 1 rates in line with those j 
in other counties — sometimes 
merely across a counity line.

“ Incidentally,”  Rosson observ­
ed, ‘our insurance study resolu­
tion was pulled from a big stack 
c€ pending matters in the last 
hour of the session and was the 
measure voted on before Che ga­
vel fell at midnight to end the 
63rd’s regular session.”

He worked even harder, hut 
with less aiccess to obtain pas­
sage of proposed constitutional 
amendments to permit assessing 
of agricultural lands on valua­
tions based on capacity to pro 
duce, rather than market value— 
which often results from specula­
tive buying. His HJK 59 was one 
which was on the calendar ton 
the entire final week of the ses­
sion. but failed to reach actual 
debate.

“ It puts more light on the prob­
lems in land taxation when that 
section of the proposed new' state 
constitution is being drafted next 
year, even though we failed to 
pass it this time,”  said Rosson.

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Beauty you can buy, but maybe 
shouldn't . . . Semipermanent 
false eyelashes may give your 
eyes the best batting average on 
the block, but there are some 
drawbacks you should know 
about, before you dash to your 
local beauty salon. The lashes, 
which are individually applied for 
that coveted natural look, are ex­
pensive, probably will not last as 
long as implied, and can cause 
medical problems.

If hypoallergenic surgical ad­
hesive is used to attach the lashes 
(they’re glued directly to one’s 
own eyelashes, eliminating the 
eyelid band), there shouldn’t be 
any problem. Sometimes, however, 
epoxy glue is used because it holds 
better —  and epoxy glue is too 
strong and dangerous for the eye 
area. The danger is that it can 
easily get onto the surrounding 
skin, and even into the eye.

Nor are the lashes as perma­
nent as the manufacturers want 
you to believe. In fact, they 
shouldn’t be expected to last 
more than two or three weeks. 
And each time they fall out, they 
have to be replaced, at additional 
cost. Also, they may be stiffer or 
longer than natural lashes and 
will cause even more irritation if 
they fall into the eye. If you wear 
contact lens, the new lashes are 
definitely not recommended.

Better birth control . . .  A  re­
cent study shows the double-coil 
intrauterine birth control device 
(IUD) more effective than the 
sequential oral contraceptives 
(the pill) in preventing pregnan­

cy. The failure rate among the 
27,712 women using the IUD for 
a total of more than 500,000 men­
strual periods, was only 0.8 per­
cent, compared with 1.4 percent 
for the pill. In the study, conduc­
ted by Archibald F. Caraway, 
M.D., of the Florida Bureau of 
Maternal Health and Family Plan­
ning, the expulsion rate was 7.5 
percent and the removal rate only 
3.7 percent.

Menstrual cramps ; . . Aspirin, 
or other simple painkillers, and 
normal activity are the best treat­
ments for teenagers suffering 
from menstrual cramps, says the 
American Academy of Pediatrics. 
Warning against excessive restric­
tion of activity, the Academy says 
it's unhealthy and “can actually 
make the pain worse.”

Menstrual pain occurs only after 
ovulation (if ovulation does not 
take place during a cycle, the 
next period will be painless). If 
the pain is incapacitating, hor­
mone therapy can be used to 
suppress ovulatoo. But this treat­
ment is not recommended for 
every case and should only be 
used after consulting with a gyne­
cologist experienced in caring for 
adolescents.

“Menstrual cramps are com­
mon in teenagers,” says the Aca­
demy. They are not a sign of ill 
health or disease of the reproduc­
tive organs.

Big Spring —  directors of the 
Colorado River MunacTpal Water 
District believe the quality of wa­
ter in its main reservoir, Lake E. 
V. Spence, will improve by drying 
out a couple of smaller lakes.

They are prepared to invest 
around $160,000—possibly more —  
in the effort to improve water 
quality. Directors approved the 
project as it was was outlined' 
Tuesday by O. H. I vie, general 
manager of the lake, in which 
wells would withdraw water from 
at least two playa lakes west oi 
Bag Spring and boost the water 
back upstream for impoundment 
behind a natural dia/nv on Sulphur 
Draw.

According to I vie, if the dis­
trict had been able during the 
past two years to stop all the 
flow coming through the chain oJ 
shallow lakes on Beal’s Creek, 
above Big Spring, wiater in Lake 
Spence might have nearly 100 
ppm (parts per million) chlo­
rides today.

I vie and Paschal Odom, assis­
tant general manager who has su­
pervised studies on the Beal’s 
Creek problem, detailed how a 
series c f test holes have Indicated 
tha* most of the Beal’s Creek pol­
lution stems from the chloride and 
sulphate resridut-tls which have ac­
cumulated in depressions over a 
great length of time.

When rains come streams flow 
from one lake to another and fi­
lially into the creek channel and 
finally reach the Colorado River 
and Lake Spence. In dry season 
there is an underflow which emer­
ges as seep springs to feed the 
creek. Several wells at the head 
of Three Mile Lake west of Big 
Spring would have the effect of 
draining this and four mile lake, 
said Ivie.

In the opinion of Ed Reed. Mid­
land hydrologist, these also might 
intercept most of the overflow and1 
also increase the gradient on lakes 
upstream so they would How into 
the three and four miOe basins.

Ivie said a 10 or 12 inch pipe­
line would carry the diverted wa­
ter nearly six miles west for stor­
age behind the natural dam. This 
impounds the natural lake that has 
a surface area of some 1,120 acres. 
If investigation shows this natural 
structure has underflow, wells 
could pick it up end recirculate 
to the lake at a relatively nomi­
nal cost, according to Reed.

Samples have shown the quality 
of water leaving Big Spring and! 
arriving in the Colorado River 
above Silver is relatively unchang­
ed, indicating most of the pollu­
tion is west of Big Spring, said 
Ivie. If the playa lakes can be 
dried, the district may consider 
dikes and channels to insure ths«t

out absorbing much of the chlo­
rides in the la/kc beds. Planning 
is under way oti the diversion pro­
ject.

The board approved granting of 
a 15 acre lease for a recreationi 
concession near the dam at Lake 
Spence. K also authorized receiv­
ing bids for pickup trucks.

Ivie reported a $200,000 approp­
riation had been voted1 hy the 
legislature for the Texas Waiter 
Development Board to evaluate 
the district water modification 
project now in its third year. A 
meeting Wednesday in Austin was> 
to have set this in motion. Ivie 
praised Rep. Renal Rosson of Sny­
der tor helping obtain the approp­
riation.

An unprecedented run of per­
sistently cold and Rvet weather 
during the first four months of 
the year has cut into water con­
sumption and thus into revenues. 
Ivie said he doubted that even 
heavy consumption during June. 
July and August can entirely close 
tfie gap. However, on the phis 
side he said the SAOROC (repres­
suring undt> is using more water 
and Texas Electric Service Co. is 
due to begin to take about four 
mithon gallons per day from the 
Ward County field starting possi­
bly in October.

The Ward County wells were ac­
tivated Tuesday for the first time 
this season and will be pressed 
into intensive service June 1 in 
order to enable the district to con­
tinue operating within its off-peak 
electric power pattern. Odom said 
all equipment is In excellent 
shape and should be able to meet 
any demands this summer.
