and nutrition expert, Dr. Dee M.

Graham, who thinks the new la-

beling regulations may be “a dis-

aster for the consumer.”

Dr. Graham says the new label-
ing will add to food costs and
tend to squeeze out smaller food

keep up with all these variables,
and thus FDA and the food in-
dustry would again ('rnma-‘un(lc-r
criticism from *“militant consum-
er activists.”

Labeling also can be mislead-
ing, Dr, Graham pointed out. A
fabricated product could look bet-
ter on the label when in fact it
would be nutritionally inferior to
a traditional food.

Dr. Graham favors broad-scale
nutrition education with emphasis
on teaching people proper food
selection. Simple, descriptive la-
beling with “back up information
available from sources referenced
on the label, with such data being
considered legally a part of the
label for enforcement purposes”
is what Dr. Graham recommends,
