In addition to this, our loeaf 
office will be missing a long time 
experienced worker, H. S. (liub) 
Lewis, who recently retired as 
postmaster. His service will bo 
missed. However, our newly ap­
pointed clerks, Mrs. Joiann Run- 
ion and Mrs. Carol Foust, are 
doing a great job and improving 
caily. We ask you to please »»ear 
with us, and we welcome all com­
plaints. This is the only way 
we can find out what mistakes 
we are making, so let us know 
about it.

Now the real purpose of this 
message is to inform our people 
of the situation we face locally 
and nationally, and the Service 
has asked me to stress the ur­
gency of imailing very early this 
year.
