AFS'er compares life
in Ireland and America

“Our Christmas in Ireland'
is virtually the same as it is
here, with Santa Claus and
everything, only we also cele-
brate the day after Christmas,
which is St. Stephen’s Day,”’
said Robert Watson of Ire-
land, Dimmitt High School’'s
American Field Service ex-
change student this year,

He added that all the holi-
day preparations have made
him ‘‘a little bit homesick."’

‘‘I've been staying so busy,
though, I hardly have time to
think about being homesick
most of the time,”” Robert
said. He plans to make a call
to his parents on Christmas
Eve, and said he thinks it may
be a little hard on him for a
while to keep from being too
lonesome for them.

“It was pretty hard, too,
when [ received a tape from
them recently, but it was nice,
too, to hear their voices
again,”’ he said.

Robert is being hosted in
the family of Fred Jr. and
Bobbie Bruegel and their
children, Heidi and Ka Ka,
who are in college, and
Wendy, a DHS senior, Mark,
a sophomore, and Jon, a sixth
grader.

Back in Ireland, Robert's
father works in the office of a
warehouse company, and his

mother is a seamstress. He
has a brother, Stephen, who
is 16 and works as an appren-
tice mechanic, and a sister,
Julie, who is 14, and still
attends school.

““We live in Bray, which is
about 15 miles from the
capital city, Dublin,”" Robert
said. Reference books list
Dublin at an elevation of 35
feet, while the highest spot in
Ireland is 3,414, Dimmitt's
altitude is over 3,500 feet.
Ireland is a little bigger in
size than West Virginia, and
the population is around three
million.

I decided to apply to AFS
after it was recommended by
a friend of my mother’s,”
Robert said. ‘‘I was notified
of my acceptance 12 days
before my scheduled depar-
ture time. [ really didn't
make as good a preparation as
I would have liked."’

Robert recently presented a
slide program during a high
school assembly on AFS,
sponsored by the FHA
chapter.

“l would have liked to
have had more time to get
slides from all over my
country. Most of the ones I
showed were from family
outings when I was much
younger. They aren't very
representative of the entire
country,”” Robert said.

He did show pictures of
several famous buildings and’
monuments in and around
Dublin, some Roman ruins,
ancient  churches and
monasteries, and famous
landscaped gardens.

He also included shots of
fishermen going out in boats
“the same way they have for
centuries.”” He added that
many of them drown each
year because they refuse to
use life jackets or adopt any
other modern methods.

“On the west coast, life is-
generally more primitive, less-
modern, more resistant to
change, while the east coast;
which is closer to England;
has become more industrial-
ized,"” Robert said. ‘‘Most of
the farmers on the west coast
still live in thatch-roofed
cottages with few modern:
conveniences."’ .

However, he said that some
moderate-priced houses also
have thatched roofs, but do
have some conveniences, such
as indoor toilets. The Wat-
sons live in a neighborhood af
‘‘semi-detached’” houses;.
similar to duplexes here.

“'The east coast used to be
a big resort area for the-
English, but now, since the
east is becoming so industrial-.
ized, the resorts have moved-
to the west coast." :

If you “itemize’” (use the
“long form'') on your tax
return, 1981 is a *‘good’’ year
for deductions, recommends
Nancy Granovsky, a family
resource management special-
1st.

The Economic Recovery Act
of 1981 will lower tax rates for
1982, so it behooves taxpayers
to take deductions before Jan.
1, 1982, she advises.

Granovsky is on the home
economics staff of the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas -A&M
University System.

For example, if you had
planned to contribute money
to a favorite charity, church or
educational institution any-
way, do it now during 1981 —
IF YOU ITEMIZE, she says.

If you wait until 1982, your
tax benefit on the itemized
“long form’’ will be lower
than it is this year.

That's because tax rates
will drop 10 percent from 1980
rates — starting Jan. 1, 1982.

On the other hand, if you
file the “‘short form," there's
reason to wait until 1982.

That's when you'll be able
to add TO YOUR STANDARD
DEDUCTION 25 percent of
the first $100 you donate.

The percentage allowed will
keep climbing until 1986 when
the allowable deduction will

be the same as for people who
file the “‘long form."
1982 marks the first time

_people who file the ‘‘short

form'" will have a chance to
deduct any of their charitable
contributions even though the
allowable deduction is only 25
percent of the first $100
donated.

Of course, not all donations
are tax deductible, Granovsky
reminds taxpayers. Some
groups, such as lobbying
groups, do not fit the Internal
Revenue Service (IRS) defini-
tion of ‘‘charities’’ even
though the groups themselves
may have ‘‘tax-exempt’’
status.

When you donate money to
these groups, the donations
are not tax deductions for
you.

If in doubt about the tax
status of any group — or a
donation's ‘‘tax deductibility’’
check with the IRS, the
specialist says.

Because the IRS will expect
proof of your contributions,
you should pay by check on
get a receipt whenever
possible, she adds.

On the other hand, the
specialist suggests that basic
life and medical insurance
policies will ““do the job’" of
protecting air passengers
adequately.

“If you're afraid of flyingh
because of the strike, make
sure your own basic life and
medical insurance policies are
up to date,”” she says.

“Don’t make last-minute
bets against death by air
crash — which is why most
people buy flight insurance.
The chance of dying on a

borrowed capital and larger
capital investments have
increased financial risk and
put more pressure on main-
taining an adequate cash
flow.

—Technology and obsoles-
cence risk: Rapid develop-
ment of new technology can
make current production
methods obsolete shortly after
important investments are
made. Thus there is risk in
adopting new technologies tco
late as well as too soon.

—Casualty loss risk: Loss
of assets due to fire, weather
and theft can be devastating,
especially in inflationary
times. !

—Social and legal risk: Ag-
riculture is subject to chang-
ing social attitudes that affect

governmental laws and regu-

lations dealing with such
areas as environmental pro-
tection, use of certain
chemicals, and land use
planning.

—Human risk: Farming is
a hazardous occupation, and
accidents and health problems
can be critical to the survival

For more efficient cooking, match the pan
size to the size of the range’s surface units.

In a recent column we
discussed the pending
increases in Social Security
taxes and the wage base.
Today, I would like to share
the story of a Social Security
beneficiary who can attest to
exactly what kind of benefits
these taxes provide.

Frank Kiker was 24 years
old in 1960 when he first
started displaying symptoms
of a potentially disabling
disease. Over the next few
years his health fluctuated,
and finally, in 1972, the
doctors diagnosed his
problem — multiple sclerosis.

At the age of 36, with ai
wife and two young children,
this farmer faced the definite!
possibility of permanent)
disability. But Frank is not a
person prone to giving cir-
cumstances complete control
of his life. And even though
in August, 1973, he was,
confined to a wheelchair, he
farmed two more years.

Then, in late 1975, he filed
for disability Social Security
benefits as he could no longer

work because of his health.
His benefits and those for his
wife and young children
started in April 1976.

I asked Frank what he
thought of Social Security.

“l really felt when I was
farming and paying the
maximum taxes, that I would
never get back everything 1
paid in; but I'll tell you, now I
owe the program. [ think
Social Security is great, and I
don’t think they will ever stop
it completely."’

Frank was referring to the
fact that while he was paying
Social Security taxes he paid

about $8,900. This is based
on the assumption that he
paid the maximum possible
from 1955 (when farmers
started paying) through 1975,
when he stopped working, '

Since 1975, Frank and his
family have received more
than five times the taxes paid,
in benefits.

In addition to Frank's
benefit, his children have
received checks because they
were under 18 when he be-
came disabled. His wife was
also due benefits for a period
because she was caring for
their young children. :

The truly amazing thing
about Frank Kiker is that he
refuses to just sit there and
give in to MS. In September.
of this year he started a new
business. He now is owner-
operator of a car wash in
Tulia.  Frank reported his
return to work to Social
Security immediately. We
then established a trial work
period for him. 'A trial work
period is a nine-month period
during which the disabled
person can try to return to
work and still receive bene-
fits. At the end of the nine-
month period, the person’s
disability is re-evaluated and
if he is able to work in spite of
the impairment, benefits
cease.

Not all disabled persons are
entitled to a trialwork period.
But Frank Kiker is one case in
which it does apply.

Frank summed up the
reason for this trial time best
when he said, ‘'l think the
trial work period|is a good
thing. It gives people like
me, who still want to work, a
chance to prove themselves,
their. families and communi-
ties, that they can contribute
to society."’ :

Frank Kiker is definitely

. proving that he can still make
. a meaningful contribution in
. spite of all the odds.

[Editor's Note: This
Christmas message was
written by American Legion
National Commander Jack W,
Flynt of Dimmitt and
appeared in the December
issue of '‘The American
Legion,”" the official magazine
of the organization.)

Years ago, when my child-
ren were growing up, a tradi-
tion was born in our home
that lightened their lives and
enriched my own beyond ex-
pectation. It began by chance
one Christmas season when
the winter winds whipped the
plains and the crystal cold of a
Texas December crackled
across the night.

My family and I sat before
our fireplace. The youngsters
were mesmerized by the
dance of the fire, little
tongues of flame flicking at
the logs heaped on the
hearth. Mary and 1 watched
the children more than the
fire and sought to rekindle in
ourselves the childlike wonder
that makes even more magical
the miracle of Christmas.

We shared a secret that
night . . . a secret about a
special gift a family friend
had promised to deliver to our
children and we awaited his
arrival. He had planned to

appear as Santa Claus to
surprise and entertain the
kids, but for reasons now
forgotten, he was unable to
come. So, although nothing
had been said to Jack, Shar-
ron or Karron, I decided to
take on the assignment,
delaying Santa's appearance
until the next night.

I rented a Santa suit the
next day — the first of many I
would wear as the years
unfolded — and became the
jolly old elf himself. The little
Flynts were delighted, and for
me the transformation was a
total one. Their laughter,
their wonderment and their
gleefully concealed suspicions
that it was really ‘‘just
Daddy'’ under those whiskers
were gifts from them to me —
gifts which set me on a course
that I would follow until this
very day.
~ My children are grown now
and there are other Santas in
their lives. They have
families of their own to guide
and traditions of their own to
build. Yet, for me the
tradition born so many years
ago in their childish grace
before a father's foolishness
lives in the faces of my grand-
children as I reenact the visit
of St. Nick before them. It

lives in the eyes of the
hundreds of hospitalized
children I visit each year . . .
in the eyes where fear and
loneliness are shed like tears
as they reflect the goodness of
the spirit of Christmas. And
it lives in the knowing smiles
of the elderly, alone and
perhaps forgotten, in institu-
tions and hospitals near my
home. Theirs are smiles of
delight, thanksgiving and
merriment not even children
can surpass.

I continue even in this my
year as National Commander
to honor that tradition forged
before our fireplace because I
learned a valuable lesson
then. I sought to sow a little
happiness and, instead,
reaped a bounty for myself

'that I never expected and

certainly never thought I
deserved. In every happy
face, in every sparkling eye,
in every grateful smile, my
gift to them comes back to me
a thousandfold.

The American Legion has a
tradition of giving also. It
lives from year to year, from
season to season. As this
Christmas season approaches,
I consider the many blessings
and rewards we as an organi-
zation and as individuals have

infinite blessings His

message brings. Thanks

to our faithful friends at

this hallowed season.

others, for our trust in God
and Country, and for our
dedication to the ideals set
forth in our Preamble.

In the area of veterans
affairs and rehabilitation, we
continue to focus on the needs
of America's veterans for
adequate health care, disabil-
ity compensation and burial
benefits.

still represent the greatest

hope for a troubled world.

They give back to us the
certainty that all we have
worked for throughout our
national life will not fall by
the wayside.

Yes, fellow Legionnaires,
The American Legion’s tradi-
tion of giving is inextricably
entwined in the fabric of this
God-fearing republic. It is for
each of us to work together to
establish — or to improve —
our own tradition of giving
and sharing in a year-long
celebration of the true spirit
of Christmas.

Once again, I will soon take
out my furred costume, pull
on those familiar black boots
and slip behind the white
whiskers of my own personal
tradition. As I do, I will know
that what I give pales beside
what 1 receive.

During this season of joy
and life, I urge you to take on
the trappings of your own
tradition of giving. If you
have none, find one. Join
with your fellow Legionnares
in their vital business of
caring and sharing, and you
will quickly rediscover the
eternal message of Christmas.

Out on the Cocopah Reser-
vation near Yuma, Ariz., all

Christmas

was not happy. Bob Barley,
the Tribal Chairman, was
angry.

“There's too much foolin’
around this place,”” he said
with choler. Tribal depart-
ment heads looked down at
the table.

Bob Barley was right. Most
of the tribal employees were
not coming to work until
about 11 in the morning.

The most delinquent
department was the educa-
tional program. Bob Barley
was angry especially at the
educational department
because they planned on
taking the two-week holiday
off along with the school. The
other departments who
couldn't do that were jealous.

““Paul,”’ Bob Barley direct-
ed a frown, '"You not go'n
take off that much time. You
make ever'body mad, cause
me lot of trouble, so you work
up ‘til Christmas Eve and
make sure your people do
too."’

Paul Soto was not happy
about that. He winced at the
thought of driving out to the
office when he knew the best
pool games were played in the
afternoons downtown. With-
out school in session, there
was no alibi for being away
from his desk all day.

Paul climbed into his pick-
up, easing his considerable
girth between the seat and
the steering wheel. As he
drove to the highway, he
passed an old 1962 Chevrolet
with a Christmas tree sticking
out of the trunk.

“Look,”” a little girl said,
“we're going to have a tree
just like the ‘real’ Christ-
mas."’

The day was bright, sunny
and 85 degrees. The little girl
was right. It didn’t seem
much like Christmas at 'all.

Paul Soto turned off the
highway onto the rutted dirt
road which finally, 'after
meandering through sand
dunes and tall iron-weeds,
ended at his office. Along the
way the tar-paper shacks and
the little hovels of scrap
lumber which served as
dwellings sported bright

garlands of left-over tinsel
and trimmings — anything
Christmasy found at the
dump.

Across from Paul's office,
in a bunch of iron-weed, hid
an old tumble-down house
belonging to Gloria Huck and
her two boys. The house was
next to an open place where
the Indians had left things
they had worn out. The place
was littered with rusted-out
cars, old bed springs, trash,
bodies of dead pets, and all
swarming with flies.

Gloria Huck sat on an old
apple box. Her visitor got to
sit in her one-and-only chair.
Out of a plastic jar she
poured Kool-Aid. She set it
down in an aluminum pie
plate, serving as a tray.
Among the filth, the trash and
flies, Gloria Huck was con-
ducting a Christmas party.

Both women talked in an
animated fashion in Cocopah.

They laughed and had a good
time. The Christmas spirit.
had arrived. For this one
time, poverty and desolation
didn't matter.

Paul Soto didn't notice,
though. He was mad about
having to work.

The industries of Ireland
are mainly textile-centered,
such as the famous Irish
linens and laces, while the
production of computer com-
ponents is on the rise.

“The economy is about
one-fourth agricultural related
and three-fourths industrial,"’
Robert said. ‘‘One reason for
the increase in industry is
because of special tax
incentives."’

"Everything in Ireland is
more expensive than it is
here,”” Robert reported, ‘‘and
there are not as many cars.
In fact, no teenagers have
their own cars, but motor-
cycles are the big thing. But
even then, with gasoline at
about $5 per gallon, we do a
lot of walking or riding
buses."’

‘‘Kids here are more
mobile, but seem to have less
freedom in some ways — such
as curfews.
seems to be more casual here,
but in Ireland, relationships
last longer and dating is a
more serious situation,"’’
Robert observed. ‘‘However,
the boys are not always
expected to pay for everything
either. We split the cost quite
often."’

Robert said he likes talking
to people and has really
enjoyed the
ends’' that have been held
throughout the area and is
looking forward to the one
which will be held in Dimmitt

Jan. 21-24.

“We get to meet lots of
new people — different kinds
of people with a wide range of
experiences. In Ireland, the
people are all similar in many
ways — most are Catholics,
and there are almost no
people of other races living
there,"" Robert said.

He described school in Ire-
land as being "‘a lot tougher
than it is here,'’ saying that
very few students earn A’s.
He said he was ranked as a C
and D student, which was
about ‘‘average,”’ and on the
level of about a B student
over here. '‘Why, I've even
made some A’'s here,”” he
boasted.

‘““My favorite subjects back
home were biology and math,
and especially English. I love
Shakespeare, too,”” Robert
said, “'I'm really enjoying my
speech and drama class here,
and look forward to playing
the part of Father Mulcahey
in the Senior Class presenta-
tion of M*A*S*H in February.

“I've never been in acting
before, and I'd be interested
in learning how to make films,
too. I guess you'd call me a
‘character actor’,”” Robert
said. He also expressed
interest in trying out for the
one-act play.

In Irish schools, there is no

pride attached to the senior

year as there is here, because
there are no real prospects
after school there — not much
chance for college, except for
the top few, and it is very

expensive, unless one quali-
fies for a grant.

“‘Most of the seniors get
depressed, because they'll be
leaving school and going right
into the work world, and
won’t be seeing their friends
as much any more. There's
just not as much opportun-
ity,”” Robert said.

He added that there is also
less opportunity for the
development of individual
talents, or for trying different
things.

““There are no organized
sports, no clubs, no band or
choir, no 4-H or anything like
that,”" he said.

Robert said he wants to try
out for the track team in the
spring and has been running
three miles per day to get into
shape.

“When I return to Ireland,
I may join the armed forces,
since that will be about the
only way for me to get a
trade, and I might as well get
paid while I'm learning it,”’
Robert quipped. ‘‘Also, I feel
I need some discipline in my
life. I wish I could learn a job
skill here to take home with
me, but I don’t think I will,"

Robert’s favorite things to
do include photography,
listening to music, swimming,
shooting pool, wearing cow-
boy boots, and caring for his
pigs he is raising as a 4-H
project.

‘*“My favorite kind of music
is modern, and I like some
classical. At first I didn't like
country and western, except
for dancing to, but now I'm
getting to like it — it kind of
grows on you,'" Robert said.

““I think television here is
terrible,”” Robert said. "I
thought we had too many
commercials on Irish TV, but
there are even more over
here. I couldn’t believe it. Of
course, we also receive from
the British Broadcasting

Company, and they don't
have any commercials at all
— rather like the Public

. Broadcasting System here.

But we don't have HBO,

. either, which I have enjoyed

here.

“I'll try everything at least
once, but I found out I
definitely don’t like Mexican

food, corn on the cob, or
| okra,”" Robert said about
food.

In Ireland, his family eats
lots of potatoes, and a favorite
is the English ‘‘fish and
chips.”” They also enjoy a lot

of Oriental dishes.

1 notice that people here
seem Lo eat a lot of salad, and
I'm learning to eat more of
it,"” Robert said. His Ameri-
can ‘‘mom,”" Mrs. Bruegel,
said he ‘‘loves nizza and

to eat different things.”
Males are a lot more

fashionable in Ireland, accord-
ing to Robert, and are
currently wearing the type of
knickers that are in fashion
for girls here now, along with
ruffled shirts. :

“It would probably seem
‘faggish’ to the boys here, but
I think it's quite glamorous,”’
Robert said. He added that
there is more individuality in
fashions there, yet teens are
not embarrassed to be found

wearing exactly the same out-

fit as another person.

"“There are no set fashion
standards, either,”” Robert
said. ‘'Like here, there seems
to be an unwritten rule that
everyone dresses up for
church. Americans dress up
for everything."'

In his observations on life
here, Robert said people seem
to be more affluent, and there
is more ‘‘frivolous’’ spending.

"Everyone seems richer,
and parents spend a lot on
their kids,”” Robert said.

He observed that there is a
lot more public’ patriotism
here, such as ceremonies,
flags, and the saying of the
Pledge of Allegiance. He also
noted that people here seem
to be more
“‘take offense more easily."

He reported that people in
Ireland don't express their
emotions as much as people
do here, and that they are not
as touching-oriented in
general,

“l like the way of life
here,”" Robert said, ‘‘and I
can get away with more as far
as my behavior is concerned,
because people expect me to
be different. It helps me not
be quite so nervous or self-
conscious around people.”’

Concerning the conflict in
Northern Ireland, Robert said
it has not touched his part of
Ireland as much, but added
that there have been some
bombs and bomb scares in
Dublin, and this past summer
a riot erupted there from a
protest march staged to
demonstrate against the Irish
Republican Army's hunger
strikers in prison.

“‘But not even the trouble
in the North is as bad as the
press makes it out to be,"’ he
added.

Robert said, ‘I would like
to thank the AFS people for
allowing me to come here,
and the ‘Bruegels for making
me feel so much a part of
them, and all the kind, warm
people who have been so
friendly and helpful, and have
made me feel so at home.
This is definitely an exper-
ience [ will never forget, and |
would like to come back again
someday on my own."

Egyptians show interest
in local grain and sheep

Two Egyptian men, one an
American-based economist
and the other a farmer-stock-
man in Egypt, visited the
Dimmitt area Monday to
study local feed-grain usage
and the feedlot method of
sheep production.

The visitors were Dr.
Mohsen A. Bagnied, an agri-
cultural economist with the
International Cotton Advisory
Committee, and Amin Rateb
Hussein, who farms and
raises sheep in Egypt.

They visited with Carl
King, president of the Texas
Corn Growers Association,
and Weldon Davis, chairman
of the High Plains Farm
Bargaining Association,
toured the Estacado Indus-
tries Sheep Division and local
elevators, and discussed
marketing with local grain
dealers.

““Mr. Hussein is interested
in starting a scientific sheep
feeding operation in Egypt,”
explained Dr. Bagnied, who
served as interpreter. ‘‘The
way it is done in Egypt now is
not much different than in

Christ's time. Feed grain
from the US would be a major
factor in running a sheep
feeding operation.”’

Explaining that beef and
mutton are the main red
meats which Egyptians eat,
Dr. Bagnied said, ‘‘We have a
shortage of meat and feed
grains both. All feed grains
grown in Egypt go to human
consumption, in the form of
breads. And Egypt's main
annual holiday results in the
slaughter and consumption of
virtually all the lambs in the
country every year."’

So the Egyptian market
needs more lambs, Dr.
Bagnied said — either in the
form of slaughter lambs
shipped from US feeders such
as Estacado, or in domestic
lamb production using US
feed grains.

“We're going to build a
pilot (lamb feedyard) project,
and if it proves successful, we
will have them all over the
country,”’ Dr. Bagnied said.

He added with a smile,
““We have the climate for
lamb feeding — you know,
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sheep started in Egypt.”’

The Egyptian market has
outgrown the country’s ability
to produce sheep, he ex-
plained.

“‘Our population is growing
— we're over 40 million now
— and the people have more
money now and want to buy
more foods, so the demand is
growing. But we don't have

the meat to meet the
demand.”’

King explained, ‘‘We're
hoping to help them get.

started with their lamb-feed-
ing project. If they do, we
may be able to sell them a lot
of Texas corn. Right now,
they're interested mainly in
our technology.”’

King said that the TCGA
also was helping set up an
appointment for Hussein with
representatives of the US
Feed Grains Council in Wash-

ington before his return to his

country, so he can be thor-
oughly briefed on the export
marketing of US grains. Also,
he said, US technologists will
help Hussein with his feasibil-
ity study.

‘‘Mr. Hussein presently
feeds his sheep mainly on
grass,”’ King said. ‘‘We're
going to find out how much
protein is in that grass, what
pest problems they have, and
so forth. And we're studying
whether it would be cheaper
to send them live lambs ready
for slaughter, or corn for feed.
Either way, it will result in
the sale of more corn."’

Davis told the Egyptian
visitors, “‘'If you do decide to
set up a feedlot operation, we
hope you'll keep us in mind
when you want to buy corn.”

King added, ‘‘This is the
best corn in the world here.”’

Local cities lag in

State Comptroller Bob Bul-
lock sent checks totaling $41.4
million to 802 cities as their
share of the one percent city
sales tax for December.
