(Editor’s note: This is the sec-
ond in a series of articles submit-
ted by the Coke County Commit-
tee on Aging with the hope that
it will enlighten both elderly and

younger persons on the impor-
ftance of proper nutrition.)
Food is the basis of life. It is

the source of health and well-be-
ing, gives you the energy you
need for everyday living, affects
your weight and height and even
your strength to a great extent.

In other words, everything in
life begins with food and there is
much to the saying, “You are
what you eat."”

Food contains protein, carbohy-
drates, fats, vitamins, minerals
ind water, All of these arc nu-
tnients; that is, they nourish the
hodry .

Since food is wvital, you need
to know about the nutrnitive con-
tent of foods, which ones are the
best sources of the various nu-
irients, and how to combine them
into a healthful, balanced diet.

The important thing is to re-
member thet no one food does ev-
erything and all foods have some-
thing to offer. A wvanriety of dif-
ferent types of foods will provide
2l the nutriemts most of us need.

Water is a imost impontent nu-
trient. Water stands next to air
in importance to life. You can
get along for days, even weeks,
withcut food but only a few days
without water,

Weater is necessary flor all the
processes of digestion. Nutnients
(re dissolved in water so they
may pass through the intestinal
wall and into the blood stieam for
use throughout the body. Water
carries waste out of the: body and
also helps to regulate body tem-

perature.
Tha body's most obvious
source of water is the water a

person drinks, but some is pro-
duced by the body's burning of
food for energy. Coffee and tea
are mostly water, and so are fruit
juices and milk. Soup is a wuter
source and so are many fruits
tnd vegetables. Even meat can
be up to 80 per cent water,
