About the airport bond election.
This was the third bond election
defeated in Dimmitt and Castro
County in recent months. Occa-
sionally there might be a bond
issue election called, that was
poorly planned, that should be de-
feated. But that could hardly be
the case in three successive elect-
ions. If you remember, the bond
election to raise money to build
the City Hall and Fire Station
only carried by two votes. But
ince the much needed facility has
been built it is doubtful if any of
the people who voted against the
the bond issue regret its passage.
If Dimmitt voters are going fto
vote against every project that
is designed for the progress and
development of our town, it is
doubtful if any sustained or ap-
preciable growth can be expect-
ed. If we only vote for the im-
provements that are designed for
our personal benefit, then about
the only development we can ex-
pect will be the water-and sew-
er facilities. Those are facilities
that are used by everybody, or
should be. Other public facilities
that are needed by a large seg-
ment of our people, but not ne-
cessarily a majority, can and will
have a bearing on the future de-
velopment of the entire commun-
jty. This should be of prime im-

ce to the veter when he
casts his ballot in a bond election.
I believe the airport bond election
would have carried if the voters
had realized the importance of,
and the necessity for, adequate
airport facilities. Another elect-
jon, with an extensive educational
campaign, should be held. We
must have an adequate airport.

All over the United States the
“informaticn explosion’” has pre-
cipitated a paradox: Most cf our
public libraries have neither the
mcney to tuy nor the space to
house the books and periodicals
that a grcwing and insatiable pub-
lic wants to read. Meanwhile, the
tcchnical disciplines chiefly the
sciences — have turmmed loose
such a Niagra of infcrmation that
even the wealthiest of libraries
simply do not know what to do

As a result, libraries have been
forced to expand and to build a-
new at a spectacular rate. U, S.
colleges more than doubles their
arnual library building outlay be-
tween 1957 and 1962. In the suc-
ceeding six year pericd they will
triple this amount. Nevertheless, |
public libraries are still in bad
shape. The American Librar}:|
‘Ascceiaticn figures that 69 percent !
cf our 7,260 public libraries are
sub-dandard. Of cur B8C,000 ele-
mentary schcols, 60 percent have
ro library systems, which is a na-
tional cisgrace. Ard despite the

Vickie Beyer — Forever
Penrny Hays — I Love You
ccllege libraries have adequate

facilities for undergraduate study.
Consequently, many colleges are
ceverely handicapped, since stud-
ents and faculty members are at-
tracted by the size and quality of
the library.

Keeping current with new ideas
adds incalculably to a librarian's
jcb. Abcut 90 percent of all scien-
tists who ever lived are now alive
anc. mcst, it seems, are publishing
their findings. Today there are
bzut 7,000 jcurnals related to the
bicmedical sciences alone. In
1965, just in the field of chemistry,
these learned explcrers publish-
ed 6,700 articles every fortnight.

The answer to this information
suffocation is automation, natu-
rally. Selected materials will be
fed into machines covering all the
material available cn a particular
field and then by key words the
ccmputers will arrange the ma-
terials alphabetically., Then the
machine can pull cut specific
werks when they are wanted.

Academic libraries are laying
plans to tie themselves together
by means cf electronics. Punch
carcs will be prepared for all
the becks in cack library and
then the libraries involved will
have access to bcoks that they
might nct ctherwise have. The
ultimate goal cf this automation
is *‘becokless’ libraries. There
will be a network cf study booths,
electric  typewriters, and TV
screens and these will enable any
small college to have a library
as good cr better than tke one
at Harvard University.

Large scale automation may
dampen the joy cf the reader
who likes to mull. through the
shelves and pick his bocks a2t ran-
dem, but Eis automation will put
n higher premium cn professional
librarians and their skills. Even
s0, a machine is not going to know
what is worth keeping and what is
nct, and this judgment is far

Invariably, when a bunch of
deer hunters start talking
guns someone will get around
to mentioning the Model 99
Savage.

This weapon long has been
a favorite deer rifle with
Texas hunters. Among the
hunting fraternity it has re-
ceived the highest compli-
ment. It has stood the test of
time.

There are some rifles which
have become virtually a tradi-
tion in Texas hunting. One of
these is the Winchester 94
carbine. Another is the 99
Savage. Despite a rush of
new calibers and new rifles
in recent years, both these
weapons continue to be best-
sellers among Texas hunters.

This particular model of the
Savage was introduced in
1899, hence the Model 99
label. It was chambered for
the .303 cartridge, Later it
came out chambered for the
.250/300. This hot new ecali-
ber set the firearms industry
buzzing. In that day, a car-
tridge of this muzzle velocity
was almost unbelievable.

But Model 99 enjoyed its

greatest popularity  while
chambered for the .300
Savage.

In recent times, some new
cartridges have been added to
the Model 99 line, such as the
popular .308, but the .300
continues to be far and away
the favorite with most deer

hunters.
Actually, Model 99 has
changed little through the

years. Today’s version looks
remarkably like the original
introduced more than 60 years
ago. Reason for the status
quo, of course, is that there
is little room left for im-
provement. Upon its introduc-
tion it was far ahead of its
time.

Model 99 always has had
the sleek look which appealed
to hunters. Its lever and
short-throw action were de-
signed for speed, and in deer
hunting a weapon must be
lightweight and fast-handling
to gain much popularity.

In addition, the original
Model 99 had many outstand-
ing safety features which
have been carried into the
modern version. Cartridges
cannot be fired in its breech
mechanism until it is positive-
ly closed and locked; the basic
design of the receiver pre-
vents any powder gas from
escaping to the rear in case
of a defective cartridge case;

an indicator on the side of the

About the only concession
to modern times is that the
Model 99 has gone light-
weight., This modern version
is a featherweight model for
ease of handling in the deer
woods.

leo Forrest To
Advise With
Chileans On REC

An experienced Texas rural
electrification specialist departed
for Chile last week to help that
country further develop its rural
electric cooperatives.

Leo Forrest manager of Deaf
Smith County Electric Cooperative
in Hereford, Texas, will spend 30
days in Chile assisting 17 coopera-
tives plan their future expansion
needs.

Under a unique 48-mcenth con-
tract with the Chilean govern-
ment, Forrest will return to Chile
for 30 days every six months to
measure the progress of the ccop-
eratives and continue assistance.
He also will help them develop
a stronger national association to
provide services to the member
oooperatives.

This makes the second time the
Texan has traveled to Scuth Ame-
rica for the develocpment of rural
electric cooperatives. In 1962-63,
he performed a three-month coun-
try-wide survey of Colombia to
determine its electrical power
needs. As a result, two rural
electric co-ops are expected (o
become operational in the near
future.

Forrest will perform his work in
Chile over the next four years un-
der a non-profit contract between
the Chilean government and the
National Rural Electric Coopera-
tive Association (NRECA), of
which Deaf Smith County Electric
Cooperative is a member. Loan
funds for the projects are provid-
ed by the Agency for Internation-
al Development (AID)

The contract calls upon the near-
ly 1,000 rural electric systems in
the United States, through NREC
A, to provide technical, organiza-
ional and management counsel,
and other support in the develop-
ment of rural electrification in
the emerging countries of the free
world, as they request it.

To date, more than 60 U S.
rural electrification specialists
have been recruited by NRECA
to provide assistance in 22 devel-
oping countries. Their periods of
duty range from a few weeks 1o
two years.

The cooperative concept is ad-
vanced through the Alliance for
Progress and AID as one of the
best self-help measures for the
advancing countries.

’Ihe End of the Season Show
fast weekend at the Gallery at-
tracted from 50 to 60 guests, View-
ers were asked to vote for their
three favorite paintings in order
of choice. The idea was to deter-
mine what type of picture has the
most appeal to the average per-
son. This survey may be of val-
ue in planning exhibits in the fu-
ture and may possible affect the
choice of a type of picture the
artist may paint.

First choice of the viewers was
a painting by Dr. H. W. Bischoff
of a rural scene in Ireland, seen
through an archway. The picture
is predominantly blue and offers
the quality many people look for
in a picture — prominent fore-
ground that leads the eye into the
picture. They like to be able to
look into, not just at, a picture.

Second choice was Mrs. Louise
Alair's portrait of a boy holding
a guinea pig — or some such an-
imal.

Dr. Bischoff's picture received
the most first place votes and
also the most of the total votes
cast.

Postal Depositors
Urged To Convert
To Savings Bonds

Postmaster Ernest L. Davis to-
day urged local citizens who
have funds on deposit in the abol-
ished Pestal Savings System to

convert their holdings into United
States Savings Bonds.

‘‘Postmaster General Lawrence
F. O'Brien, who is chairman of
the Federal Savings Bonds Cam-
paign, has appealed to the 930,000
Americans who have $285,000,000
on deposit with the Post Office
Department to convert their in-
vestments into United States
Savings Bonds,"' Mr. Davis stated.
“T join him in urging local citi-
zens who have Postal Savings Ac-
counts to make that change which
will be of great benefit to both
themselves and our country. Sav-
ings Bonds offer every advantage
of cenvenience and security for-
merly available through Postal
Savings Certificates plus many
other advantages unique to Sav-

Among those special advantages
the Dimmitt Postmaster said, are
Savings Bonds' new, higher inte-
rest rate of 4.15 percent and ‘‘the
great intangible benefit of sup-
porting our country in the fight
for freedom in the world and for
economic progress and security
here at home."”

Mr, Davis said details about the
procedure for conversion can be
obtained from the postmaster of
any Postal Savings Depository
Post Office.

The Posal Savings System, in
operation since January 1, 1911,
was discontinued April 27, 1966, by
Act of Congress. The Post Office
Department presently is liquidat-
ing its accounts and on July 1,
1967, will transfer all unclaimed
assets of the System to the Treas-
ury Department.

The decision to abolish the Post-
al Savings System was made be-
cause of declining interest in it by
the general public as a savings
and investment medium. Higher
interest rates paid by financial
institutions and other means of
investment had attracted the bulk
of funds which formerly went in-
to Postal Savings and the conven-
ience factor was negated by ex-
panded hours of service by banks.

The criginal purposes of the
Postal Savings System were to (1)
get money out of hiding, (2) at-
tract the savings of immigrants
wko were accustomed to saving at
Post Offices in their native coun-
tries, (3) pmovide safe deposito-
ries for pecple who had lost con-
fidence in private banks and (4)
provide more convenient deposit-
ories for savings of working peop-
le who were unable to bank dur-
ing regular banking hours

“Thcse purposes have long since
been fulfilled,”” Posmaster Dav-
is commented, ‘‘and, as Mr O'-
Brien has emphasized, no greater
new purpose could now be served
by funds on deposit in the Postal
Savings System than to put them
to work for America in the form
of United States Savings Bonds"

This was a
gain of 970,000 bushels, cr a 7.3
percent increase over the 1964
crop which was 12,325,000 bushels.

This ranked it 3rd in grain sor-
ghum production among all coun-
ties in Texas according to Y. E.
Snodgrass, South Plains Represen-
taive of GSPA. Parmer County
again led the state and nation in
18,683,500 bushels this past year.
The trend for the past several
years has been increased grain
sorghum preduction in this county
and in Texas. Texas, the num-
ber one grain sorghum producing
state, had a production of 285,740,-
000 bushels in 1965 which was 43
percent of the total grain sorghum
produced in the nation. All Pan-
handle Counties had increased
grain sorghum production in 1965.

The 1965 grain gorghum  crop
was the largest ever in Texas and
the Nation. National production
was 666,062,000 bushels, 35 per-
cent above last year and 21 per-
cent above the five-year average.
Tre biggest producticn shift came
in the 13-county North Plains of
Texas area which produced 81,-
111,600 bushels of grain sorghum
in 1965 which was 12 percent of
the national preduction and 21 per-
cent of the Texas production.

Corpus Christi also registered in-
creases in grain sorghum product-
ion. Nueces County moved up fo
the 4th place producer in the State
with 12,784,000 bushels. Even in
the heart of the traditional cotton
area of the South Plains, grain
sorghum showed gains. Labbock
County itself leaped from 4,715,000
busheles in 1964 to 6,104,000 bush-
els in 1965.

It is expected that the increas-
ing grain sorghum produetion
trend will continue this year, par-
ticularly in the North Plains, Coas-
tal Bend and South Plains.

Along with these production in-
creases, utilization of grain sor-
ghum has steadily increased “at
home and abroad through inten-
sive promotion program by Grain
Sorghum Production Association.
When such programs were started
in 1956, livestock use of sorghum
was 179 million bushels, now it is
479 million. Exports in the same
period have moved from 22 mill-
ion bushels to over 200 million
in 1965. The other major uses
of grain sorghum, commercial and
industrial, now promises to double
with the opening of the new wet
milling plant to be built at Dim-
mitt.
