within the limits of the proposed state
as follows: From the counties of Ngw
Mexico, namely: rnalilio county,
nine delegates; Chaves county, three
delegates; Oplfax county, six dele
gates; Dona Ana county, six dele
gates; Bddy county, two delegates;

EXPERIMENTS ON THE BRAIN.
Electricity Is Not Dangerous When a
Mild Current s Used.

Experiments on the brain of a Iy
ing subject with electric currents have
.been comparatively rare, as there has
prevalled among physicians - and
physiologists the idea that such a
course of experimentation was ex-
tremely dangerous. There have re-
cently been published, however, rec-
ords of some experiments carried on
by M. B. Ledue, with the object of
using the electric current to produce
sleep and of studying its effects on
the brain generally. In early experi-
ments it was shown that the brain is
the best conductor of electricity in
the human body, being about 3,000
times more conducting than muscle.
It was also observed that when a con-
tinuous current was passed through
the head from one ear to.the other,
and the sensation of giddiness was
produced and that objects appeared to
revolve in the same directions us the
current flowed, However, when the
electrodes are placed on the fore
head and neck and the curreant sent
from back tc front the effects are

innocuous s0 long as & mild current
is used, and in some ‘cases may be
beneficial, According to M. Ledue,
the most satisfactary current is one
ot four millamperes at thirty volts,
which is brokem or interrupted 100
times a second for ninetenths of the
period of interruption. The first ef
fect noted was the disappearance of
the faculty of speech, after which
followed the loss of the motor facul-
ties. Under ordinary conditions there
is no affection of the respiration r
pulse unless the current is increased,
and then it may cease. The patient
is sald to awaken Instantaneously
from the electric sieep and to experi
ence a feeling of refreshment, \

Production of Argon.
The Paris chemist, Henrli Molssan,

! alded by another chemist, has found a |

finitesimal quantities in the air, and
on account of the difficulty of obtain-
ing it, it could never be thoroughly ex-
amined. Moissan obtains it from the
air by passing the sume through a red
hot tube filled with spirals of copper.
In this manner the oxygen of the air
is taken up and the gas emanating
from the tube consists of nitrogen and
argon. The nitrogen is then taken up
for the most part by a mixture of mag-
nesium and lime, and the remainder
by calcium heated to a red heat. In
this manneg it has been possible to
obtain a quart of argon in one day.
Thus & way has been found to examine
it chemically.

Thawing Out Pipes Is Easy.

Bo now the
ice melts under the heat generated in
the pipe, and soon the thawing is ac-
complished. In this way a main eight
inches in diameter ecan be cleared
within a few minutes.

A Disease of Carnations.

A new disease has developed In car
mations which affects the leaves and
stems. In its earlier stages it re
sembles the puncture disease, but the
small spots afe usually surrounded by
A narrow, watersoaked ring, while
the center of the spot is usually slight-
ly brown. The spots increase in size
more rapidly in soft-leaved varieties
and soon collapse and dry, leaving a
brown, sunken area. Badly diseased
leaves soon wither, Miscroscopical ex-
amination shows that the spots ia all
stages are filled with bacteria, which,
in the early and middle stages of the
diseases, usually in pure cultures,
When the disease has not
far it may be checked by thoroughly
cleaning the plants of all digeased
leaves and stems anfl burning what is
removed; then syringing the plants
with a solutiomn of commercial formal
dehyde, 1 part to 500 parts of water.
This should be done in the foremoon,
80 that the plants may dry Dbefore
night. Syringe occasionally with water
under pressure to keep down the red
spider.

Beans for Hens; Plan of House, Etec.

H. D.—1. Would cooked beans fed
once daily be a suitable food for lay-
ing hens? 2. What is the best way to
use poultry manure for growing vege-
tavies on sandy soll? ’

Beans are seldom used as food for
poultry, and it is doubtful if they
would be relished as much as mash
made with grains of other varieties.
They could no doubt be used to ad-
vantage as a portion of the daily mash
as they are rich in the elements need-
ed by laying hens. 2. Manure from '
poultry should be mixed with manure
0. coarser varfety, such as ordlnu'y'
stable manure or black soll a few
woéeks before being applied to the
soll, but it should pnot during that
time be allowed to heat to any ex-
tent.

Keeping Rabbits.

C. B—1. Do rabbits need much
care, and are they hard to keep? 2
What should they be fed? |

1. Rabbits do not require much at-
tention. They should have dry, com-
fortable quarters. which should be
kept clean and well supplied with
straw, more especially in the winter
season. It is the nature of rabbits to
burrow, and they should be provided
with a deép box in a corner of their
pen, filled with straw in winter, and
they should have an earth floor in
summer for burrowing in. 2. The
food should consist of hay, oats, bran
and vegetables such as turmips, etb-‘
bage, carrots, etc. Fresh vegetables
should be given at least twice daily
in order to supply moisture.

Milk Tastes Sweet.

Farmer—Cows fed cn wheat and
oats, straw and turnips give milk
which has a perceptibly sweet taste.
Would it be caused by the turnips be |
ing frozen and thawed befors being
fed? .

The character of the food givea the
cows is the probable cause of the un-
usual flavor noticed in the milk, al-
though the freezing and thawing of
the roots would not produce such an
influence.
