Many housewives and high 
school girls in the Dinunitt area 
reportedly have been subjected 
to obscene or nuisance phone 
calls during recent months. 

But apparently not enough of 
the calls are reported to enable 
law officers to trace the anony-
ous callers. 

"I'VE HEARD a lot of hearsay 
about these phone calls, but that's 
all," Sheriff Jack Cartwright said 
"We've had only two incidents 
reported to us recently." 

City Marshal W. W. Jones 
said, "I had one incident report-
ed two weeks ago. I talked with 
two suspects, and it stopped. No 
others have been reported within 
the last two weeks." 

One Dimmitt housewife received 
six nuisance calls within two 
hours Saturday night from three 
different persons — one female 
and two males. 

SHE SAID she believed all six 
calls originated from the same 
phone, and that the fifth or sixth 
call included a vei'ed threat 
against her daughters. 

Later, she said, a car with two 
or three persons in it parked in 
front of her home in the Wright 
Addition of West Dimmitt. It left 
alter 40 minutes, she said. 

But she added that she didn't 
report the incident to the sheriff 
or city marshal. 

THE MAIN rash of obscene an 
nuisance calls occurred during 
spring, with most of the calls di-
rected at high school girls and 
young housewives. 

One caller asked the same ques 
tion of at least three young house-
wives: "Would you like to make 
some money?" But the victims 
said the conversation seldom 
went beyond that point. 

However, either the same caller 
or another one concentrated his 
efforts toward high school sopho-
more and junior girls, and many 
of his calls reportedly were ob-
scene in nature. 

Since publicity often hinders 
rather than he'ps law officers' ef-
forts to track an anonymous ca'l-
er, the News did not report the 
spring incidents. 

"IF LADIES receiving these 
calls will report them to us, the 
chances are pretty go:d that we 
can catch the man doing it," Sher-
iff Cartwright said.

A deluge of rain poured out on 
the Frio community Sunday night 
amid tornado warnings and high 
winds. Frio families reported 
2.75 inches fell after 9 p.m. Sun-
day. 

The US Weather Bureau in 
Amaril'o issued a tornado watch 
at 9:10 p.m. Sunday with storm 
centers over Deaf Smith and Cas-
tro Counties. The storms merged 
and moved southeast over cen-
tral Castro County as resident::

The Langfords have taken the 
bones to West Texas Museum in 
Canyon, and the employees there 
seemed relatively uninterested, 
Mrs. Langford said. The curator 
was away for the summer, so 
nothing wad learned there. 

Mrs. Langford said she compar-
ed the bones with some on dis-
p'ay in the museum and found 
them to be identical to bones lab-
eled "Panhandle Indian." 

But the teeth still don't fit.

An cver'y curious public has 
forced the Dimmitt Volunteer Fire 
Dept. to change its fire location 
number. 

THE NEW rumber for quick 
fire location has been in force 
since Friday. It's unlisted, and 
isn't sup;csed to be divu'ged to 
the public. 

However, Radio Staticn KDHN 
is devising a way tc let the pub-
lic knew the location of future 
fires. 

The fire department was forc-
ed tc change the number, Fire 
Chief Guy Waldrcp said, because 
a Iced of curiosity calls has 
jammed the litres during recent 
alarms, making it almost imp-ss-
ible for firemen to learn the lo-
cation cf a fire during the crucial 
first few minutes. 

Just in case unauthorized per-
sons 'do learn the new number and 
use it during a future alarm, the 
fire department has added a n ex-
tra precaution — an electric 

"nuisance trap" that can trace 
the calling number. 

THOSE TRACED by the trap 
wi'l have charges fi'ed against 
them, Waldrop said. 

"We hate to do that, but we 
hate worse to let someone's home 
burn because cur firemen can't 
get through to learn where the 
fire is," he said. "Sometimes it 
becomes a matter of life and 
death for the people involved in a 
fire." 

The unlisted fire location num-
ber (which was 115 until Friday) 
is the only way Dimmitt's volun-
teer firemen have cf learning the 
location of a blaze without driv-
ing to the fire station. 

"AT ONE recent fire In which 
a court was taken, the fire oper-
ator reported 503 calls 'during the 
alarm," Waldrop said. 

Less than 40 p:rsons in Dim-
mitt are supposed to know and 
use the fire location number. 

"During several alarms, I've

A faucet 
leaking 60 drops per minute will 
waste about 2,300 gallons of water 
in a year, and neglecting to put 
ira new washer may result in 
a damaged fitting. Ghese tips 
may help you add years of ser-
vice and satisfaction to your 
equipment. 

Fix leaky faucets immediately 
to avoid costly damage. Use a 
force cup, or rubber plunger, to 
c'ear obstacles beyond the 'drain 
traps. Don't use drain chemicals 
without trying this first.

Keep foreign objects out os the 
drain. Never pour grease, fats, 

or oils down them. Drain a few 
quarts of water from your water 
heater periodically. This will re 
move sediment and prolong heat-
er life. When repairing fixtures, 
always pad gripping tools to pre-
vent marring. 

Use non-abrasive cleaners on 
enamel fixtures and chrome-plat-
ed fittings. Be sure your water 
heater thermostat is set at the 
recommended level. 

* 
THOSE NEW sheets will last a 

lot longer if they're properly 
laundered and cared for. Tuck-
ed-in sheets should be loosened 
from all edges of the bed before 
they are removed. Pulling sheets 
without loosening them will weak-
en the fabric and may slit weak 
spots. Mitered corners should be 
loosened to avoid ripping. If the 
sheet should rip or tear, mend 
it before laundering. Small tears 
will become larger in washing. 

Don't use a sheet as a laun-
dry bag. This puts a strain on 
the sheet and increases snagging 
and soiling. Time can be sav-
ed by not folding sheets before 
they are put into the laundry 
bag. When line-drying sheets, 
fold the sheet hem to hem ad 
lap about 4 inches over the line. 
After securely pinning the sheet, 
straighten the selvages with your 
fingers. When sheets are dry. 
fold them as they are removed 
from the line. Ironing is not ne-
cessary if sheets are folded ev-
enly. 

When drying sheets in the dry-
er, they should be removed be-
fore they are completely tidy un-
less the dryer has a moisture 
sensing control. Remove sheets 
as soon as the dryer stops. If 
sheets are folded imediately 
after removal from the dryer, 
you'll save a lot of ironing time. 
You may, however, prefer to 
press at least the top 12 inches, 
which will show when the bed is 
made.

Cepica Employed 
As Vo Ag Teacher The US Department of Agricul-

ture has issued an emergency fin-
al decision in which it recom-
mended amending the Texas Pan-
handle and Red River Valley fed-
eral milk marketing orders 
which cover parts of Texas and 
Oklahoma. 

CONSUMER AND Marketing 
Service officials said the amend-
ed orders are subject to approv-
al by at least two-thirds of the 
dairy farmers serving each of the 
markets concerned, before be-
coming effective. 

The decision proposes that pool-
ing provisions of the TeXas Pan-
handle order be amended to pro-
vide alternate in-area route sales 
requirements for a distributing 
plant of 10,000 pounds daily, or 
15 percent of its milk of bottling 
(Grade A) quality, whichever is 
less. 

Also, as recommended, both or 
ders would be changed to permit 
exclusion of fluid milk (Class I) 
sales to the government under 
short-term contracts, in determin-
ing in which market a plant 
should be pooled. 

Copies of this final decision 
may be obtained from the market 
administrators of the orders, or 
from the Dairy Division, Consum-
er and Marketing Service, US De-
partment of Agriculture, Wash-
ington, D.C. 20250.

old aristocracy of the blue chips 
would be "replaced by a new 
aristocracy of super-able manage-
ment based upon hopes of good 
future performance." This has 
been borne out by the way the 
"performance" issues have soared 
while the blue chips wallowed. 

IT NOW LOOKS as if we were 
overoptimistic on the will and 
capacity of Congress to curb boon-
doggle spending. We suggested 
that Congress become "more 
critical of the looting going on 
under cover of the administra-
tion's War on Poverty." However, 
even with the rising pressures of 
war and rumors of more war 
our legislators have largely fol-
lowed a program of "pork barrel" 
as usual. We are still hopeful 
for an awakening on this score 
during the remainder of this year. 

LOOKING HARD 
AT THE FINAL HALF 

Foremost, we still feel that in-
come taxes will be hiked before 
autumn is over. . .as a last-ditch 
stand against rising inflationary 
pressures. This should make the 
current historically high yields 
on tax-exempt bonds look more 
attractive than ever. But it cer-
tainly is no "bull argument" in 
favor of buying common stocks 
"for income." 

The practical certainty of fur-
ther price advances in most con-
sumer items — red meat particu-
larly — will water down the pur-
chasing power of the many wage 
increases that will be won in the 
months ahead. Also the expected 
acceleration in the Gross Nation-
al Product will look pretty "thin" 

.in terms of constant dollars, 
ex-inflation. 

FINLLY, we are still looking 
very hard at passible unfavorable 

cumulation to one of inventory liq-
uidation." 

ON CREDIT, we expected en-
ough easing to "permit more or-
derly monetary conditions." 

On housing we thought it would 
be "midyear or after before this 
important part of our economy 
can contribute much strength to 
over-all business." 

We viewed labor as standing 
"at the crossroads" with "more 
liklihood in 1967 of restrictive 
labor legislation than at any time 
since Taft-Hartley was put on the 
books." 

We correctly pegged the sales 
lag in autos and other durable 
goods, the hike in living costs, 
and the "lethargy" in retail trade. 

BUT WE missed the bad slump 
in farmers' net income and the 
difficulties that farm implement 
manufacturers have been encoun-
tering. 

At the end of last year we were 
somewhat more cautious as to the 
prospects for common stocks than 
developments since have warrant-
ed. However, we were up the 
right alley in forecasting "the 

(Editor's Note: Roger W. Bab-
son, who gained a reputation as 
one of the nation's most astute 
business analysts, died shortly af-
ter reeasing his annual "Bab-
son's Business Forecast" last 
December.

This is the 
fellow-up "box score" on Decem-
ber's Forecast, based on subse-
quent developments.) 

BABSON PARK, Mass., July 6 
— Here in the northeast corner 
of the US, we frequently warn 
that it is not wise to "review 
the bid." 
BUT THEN, we know that there 
is always an "antidote" for every 
aphorism. So we counter with: 
"Confession is good for the soul." 
And that is precisely what we 
plan to do today. . .at the mid-
way mark of 1967. 

Hence, we turn back to our ex-
tensive forecast of things to come 
in 1967 published in the News on 
Dec. 29, 1966. Also, as we go 
along, we shall adopt a threefold 
policy aimed at (1) exulting a 
bit where we were "on the nose," 
(2) admitting our guilt, and (3) 
adjusting our course with an eye 
to the remaining months of the 
year. 

FOREIGN DEVELOPMENTS 
STEAL THE SHOW 

As 1966 ended, we warned that 
"the greatest danger for the year 
ahead does not exist on the dom-
estic front." Throughout the first 
hag of 1967 the direst develop-
ments surely have been in the 
military and political areas 
abroad. As all eyes were firmly 
fixed on the increasingly bloody 
conflict in Vietnam, the Middle 
East burst into flame. 

G. A. NASSER of Egypt, egged 
on by the trouble makers in Mos-
cow and surfeited with Russian 
Armament, screamed for a "holy 
war" to wipe out Israel. But his 
zeal soon cooled, as did Goliath's 
when David moved resolutely 
forth to meet the danger. As we 
review the events of recent weeks 
we recall our December state-
ment: "Heavily armed with Sov-
iet weapons, the Arabs of the 
Middle East—squared off against 
Israel—present a grave threat to 
world peace." 

NO WORLD WAR YET 
Despite our forebodings of late 

last year, we then felt that the 
smoldering fires evident in the 
Middle East would not erupt into 
World War III. At the same time 
we flatly predicted that the issue 
in Vietnam would not be resolv-
ed in 1967. 

TODAY AS WE weigh more re-
cent developments, we are still 
convinced that neither Russia nor 
the US views a head-on collision 
as inevitable. As a nation we 
are hopeful that the Soviets will 
gradually give up their aim of 
world conquest; while the Polit-
buro is persuaded that Ameri-
cans are drifting steadily leftward 
and that we will eventually capi-
tualate to Communism without a 
nuclear war. 

To be sure, the danger is ever 
present when two strong men 
armed to the teeth confront each 
other. Should we overwhelm 
North Vietnam, the provocation 
would be heightened. Had Egypt 
liquidated Israel, the West would 
have been pushed toward mass- 
ive intervention. But apparently 
our State Department is thinking 
more of a holding action in South 
Vietnam. And Israel's valor sav- 
ed the US for the time being in 
the Middle East. Consequently 
the day of great evil has been 
put forward. , .hopefully beyond 
the end of this year. 

TURNING TO BUSINESS 
There was much more on poss-

ible foreign developments in our 
Forecast for 1967. A rereading 
would be highly exciting in view of 
unfolding events. But we devot- 
ed even more space to trends and 
probably happenings in business 
and finance, 

WE FORESAW that military 
spending would be raised in 1967, 
softening "the impact of any eas-
ing in the private sector of the 
economy." Flatly we forecast a 
"definite deceleration in busi-
ness activity." 

We correctly outlined the threat 
to profits arising from "increased 
productive capacity" and "the in- 
flation in labor and other operat-
ing costs." Most important, we 
predicted "an abrupt switch in 
1967 from a policy of inventory ac.

"Wheat sold in 1948 for $2 a 
bushel when a farmer could plant 
from fence to fence but is now 
down to $1.42 in the Panhand'e 
where drouth and freeze cut 
yie'ds drastically. 	In view of 
steep increases in farm machin-
ery prices and all other product-
ion costs, it certainly isn't fair 
to encourage participation in a 
program that seems deliberately 
designed to hold wheat prices at 
loss levels," Price concluded. 

-Wheat prices in the Panhandle 
are now below $1.50 a bushel and 
have declined by more than 15 
cents since last December," the 
GOP Ccngressman added. 

PRICE also said the Depart-
ment of Agriculture had com-
pounded its forecast errors by 
misjudgment last year of the 
world wheat situation and by 
more recent predictions of the 1967 
crop which, he said, will fall con-
siderably short of actual harvest 
in the Panhandle, Oklahoma and 
Kansas. 

"On top of this," Price said, 
"preliminary indications are that 
US exports during the year 1966-
67 now ending were only about 735 
million bushels compared with 867 
mil'ion bushels in 1965-66. But 
the indicated carryover of wheat 
into the new crop-year is not much 
below the low level of a year 
earlier. 

Price said the Secretary of Ag-
riculture could and shou'd take 
steps to bolster wheat prices and 
had the authority to do so. 

"Commodity Credit Corporation 
resale pi-ices should be raised. 
There is no legal barrier against 
Secretary Freeman taking imme-
diate action to increase the price 
at which government owned 
wheat is made available to dom-
estic wheat processors," he said.

"Wheat prices are unrealistical-
ly low and recent Department of—
Agriculture announcements do not 
hold much promise for any sub-
substantial improvement," Con-
gressman Bob Price charged Fri-
day. 

"THE DECISION by the Sec-
retary of Agriculture to reduce 
wheat acreage allotments by 13 
percent next year will not cause 
market prices to advance, as long 
as CCC holds millions of bushels 
cf wheat ever the market," Price 
said. "These large inventories of 
government owned wheat hang 
like a black cloud over the mar-
ket and as long as these inven-
tories arc available for domestic 
sales at low prices, the market 
for wheat is unab'e to advance 
as it should."

for planting or app'ying chemicals 
at specified rates.

Texas A&M University's seed 
testing program is moving for-
ward at a rapid pace, with test 
plots located throughout the state. 

GRAIN SORGHUM and corn 
performance tests are presently 
being conducted, says Harvey 
Walker, agronomist at the South 
Plains Research and Extension 
Center at Lubbock and cooridina-
tor of the program. Observation-
al plots also are established with 
grain sorghum. 

Walker is in the Department of 
Soil and Crop Sciences at Texas 
A&M, which administers the pro-
gram. 

Commercial seed companies 
wishing to participate in the pro-
gram must pay an entry fee for 
each location for hybrids entered, 
Walker pointed out. Twenty-eight 
companies have entered hybrids 
this year, with one having 70 en-
tries. Firms or individuals are 
not limited on the number of en-
tries. 

A LIMITED number of hybrids 
from the various agricultural ex-
cluded in 'the tests, Walker said. 
These consist of grain sorghum 
hybrids from the grain sorghum 
breeding program directed by 
Darrell Rosenow, agronomist at 
the center, and corn hybrids from 
the corn breeding program direct-
ed by Dr. Anton Bockholt, assist-
ant professor with A&M's De-
partment cf Soil and Crop 
Sciences. 

These and other researchers, 
along with county agricultural 
agents and local farmers, coope-
rate in conducting the test pro-
gram at various locations.

Introduction of the first hydro-
static drive farm tractor was an-
nounced this week by J. R. Hays, 
co-owrer of Hays Implement 
Co. 

COMMENTING en the new frac-
ter just released by International 
Harvester Cc., Hays said: 

"The Hydrostatic Farmall 656 is 
the first farm tractor that gives 
the user any speed he wants, 
from 9 in reverse to 20 mph for-
ward, and changes speed on-the-
go without the use cf a clutch and 
without changing the throttle." 

Hydrostatic drive is defined by 
engineers as an energy transfer 
system composed cf a hydrau'ic 
pump and a hydraulic motor for 
transmission of power.
