A  number of buildings surrounding 
the Independence station nnd which 
were damaged more or leas by the ex­
plosion had been occupied ns homes 
by union miners now on strike In the 
district

Warning had been given these, nnd 
none within the ranch of the explosion 
were at home when It occurred.

Fortunately the hoisting at the 
Shurtloff mine near by had been de­
layed; and the forty or more miners 
employed on that property had not 
been relented to take the train, aa was 
their custom. .. —

But for this, and with a little more 
careful planning of thla plot by the as- 
saaalns, 100 men might have met death 
In the explosion.

That it was a deliberate, cold-blooded 
murder, and that It waa perpetrated by 
union minera la not denied, and la be­
lieved by practically every person in 
the Cripple Creek district to-night. The 
asaastin had planned the work care­
fully, deliberately, and there la no 
doubt but that in doing It he had the 
connivance, support and advice of many 
besides himself.

No arrests for the apeciflc act have 
been made, but aa tba outcome of the 
violent demonstrations of thousands of 
citizens and non-union miners alike, 
fully 150 union miners were taken In 
charge by deputy sheriffs, deputy mar­
shals. militiamen and private Individ­
uals, by force of arms. In Vidor, Inde­
pendence and Ooldfleld, and these at 
11:20 o'clock to-night were placed upon 
a special Florence A Cripple Creek 
train and headed for Cripple Creek, six 
miles away.

New* of the enormity of the crime 
was telephoned to President A. E. Carl­
ton at the Findley mine by hie super- i 
lntendent, James 8 . Murphy, soon after 
tha exploalon. i

At 1:50 o'clock a special train on the ' 
Midland Terminal was made up In 
Cripple Creek with all available physi­
cians, by Mr. Carlton, Mr. Murphy and 
E. C. Newcombe, and hastened to the 
scans of the disaster. Thar* the view 
of tbs wreck which met them In the I 
early light was one which beggars de­
scription.

The body of one man bad been blown 
seventy-fire yards away, two feet of 
others were found on the Delmonlco 
dump 400 feet away.

The hillside was covered with por- | 
tions of flesh and the nearby buildings 
spotted with blood. i

The injured were placed upon the 
train and hastened to the hospital In 
Victor. A return trip was made for the 
bodies of the dead, and everything pos­
sible done toward gathering up the re 
mains.

There had been many miraculous es- ' 
cape* from the effects of the explosion. 
Fully two-thtrds of the men waiting 
on the platform were able after a few 
minutes to render assistance to the In­
jured,___  • !

Officers from Cripple Creek came 
upon the scene soon after the removal j 
of the bodies. Under 8herlff J. Knox j 
Burton reached the scene of the crime, | 
and after tracing the wire by which It 
had been committed to the point where 
tho perpetrator sat. he called two un- j 
Ion miners from the crowd, deputized ' 
them and with them In charge of the 
clew, left. Later In the day, when a , 
new sheriff had been appointed, the 
first act of hla official life was to re­
move Under Sheriff Burton from of­
fice.

Ordered to Leave Telluride.
Denver. June 7.— A Republican spa 

rial from Telluride last night says: |
Member* o f Troop A of the National 

Ouard of Colorado received orders to- ' 
day to report for duty at 9 o'clock to- ' 
night and preparations were made to 
enforce the order given a few days ago ' 
to O. A. Floaten of the People's Store. I 
Tony Ralls, a saloonkeeper, and M. J. | 
Sullivan, secretary of the local Miners' 
Union, to leave. The men were ordered j 
to leave Tuesday morning and It Is un­
derstood that they will be forcibly de- 
ported.

It Is reported here that there will be 
wholesale deportations within the next 
few days. The report Is to the effect 
that about 125 more agitators are 
marked for deportation.

Congressman H. M Hogg 1* attor­
ney for the men. and has advised them 
not to leave voluntarily, but remain 
until they are forcibly deported. A j 
telegram was sent to Governor Pea­
body to-day urging that the order of 
deportation be rescinded. A telegram 
was also sent to President Roosevelt, 
bat late to-night no reply had been re 
celved. The message to Washington 
was as follows:

“ Have been ordered to leave owi 
homes by June 7th. but do not Intend 
to do so. We. aa cltlsena of th* Unlb 
ed States, demand your protection un 
der our constitutional rights. The civil 
courts would protect us. but they are . 
powerless. The governor will not pro­
tect ns “O. A. FIX)ATEN.

Peo­
ple traveled aa far as twenty miles to 
take a look at I t  It Is reported that 
Durango people are talking of estab­
lishing an automobile stage line be­
tween that city aad Farmington.

A Las Vegas dispatch says: Rabbit 
weed, th* plant from which wealthy 
Denver capitalists propose to extract 
rubber, grows abundantly in this vicin­
ity. John Beck, a Denver millionaire, 
haa arrived here to make arrangements 
for a regular supply for the plant 
which Is about to start at Buena Vista, 
Colorado.

Postmaster J. B. Mathews died at 
Roswell, June 3rd. of pneumonia, after 
an Illness of twenty-one days. He had 
been the postmaster In Roswell for six 
years and waa a vetegsn of tha Civil 
War. He was well known aa one of 
the frontier characters and was famil­
iarly called ’’Billie" Mathews by all of 
the cltlaan of the Peaos valley.

The annual meeting of the New Mex­
ico Board of Health was held at Santa 
Fe on the 6th Inst. Dr. O. W. Harrison 
of Albuqnerque. president of the board; 
Dr. W D. Radcllff of Belen, and Dr.

Two aged Presbyterian missionaries, 
Rev. snd Mrs John Menaul. who have 
labored for thirty-three year* among 
the Indians of this territory, left Al­
buquerque yesterday for Hinton. Okla­
homa. where they will spend the clos­
ing days of their lives. For fourteen 
years the two resided among the Indi­
ans at Laguna Pueblo. There Mr. Me­
naul had a small printing ofllca and 
from It distributed 2 .000,000 8 pantsh 
tracts smoeg the Indians of the 
territory. In Hinton th* old people 
will make their home with their 
daughter. Mrs. C. J. Nlcholeon.—

An Albuquerque dispatch of June 4th 
says: Victor Sals and M. H. Montoya, 
two extensive sheep raisers of central 
New Mexico, were In th* city to-day 
and negotiated the sale of 76.000 pounds 
of wool. They say they never saw th* 
rountry In such a parched condition, 
nnd although their lambing will aver­
age about thirty per cent., some of the 
sheepmen will not make an average of 
ten per cent, of lambs. In fact, some 
of them are hilling Iambs In order to 
save the ewes. They also state that 
cattle aa well a* sheep are In poor con­
dition. and the leases will be heavy 
If the long drouth Is not checked by a 
good soaking rain.

An Albuquerque dispatch of June 
6th says: Thl* has been a great day 
for the Methodist* of thla city. Three 
corner stones were laid, and Bishop 
J, N. Fltagerald. recently from the 
general conference at Los Angeles, as­
sisted by other ministers, presided The 
first ceremony was the laying of th* 
corner stone of the new edifice to be 
erected by th* First Methodist Episco­
pal church.

National ■ Guard Encampment.
Adjutant Oeneral W. H. Whiteman 

returned yesterday from a ridlt of a 
few days to Albuquerque. When asked 
about th* annual encampment of the 
New Mexico National Guard this morn­
ing. he mid to a representative of tha 
New Mexican that neither the time nor 
the place for the encampment had yet 
been determined upon. It will occur 
some time-during the summer, proba­
bly during the first part of August, and 
company commanders all over the ter­
ritory have been called upon to report 
the number of men who will attend the 
encampment and their views as to a 
favorable location. It Is desirable that 
a central point be selected, hut on ac­
count of the drouth It le hard to find 
a camping ground, where there la suf­
ficient water. Of course the time of 
the encampment depends largely upon 
the place selected as some seasons of 
the year are pleasanter In on* locality 
than In another. ,

In regard to the new uniforms and 
the chances of securing them for the 
Territorial National Guard, General 
Whiteman said that none could be had 
at the present time as they are not be­
ing issued even to the regular army 
except to the regiments returning 
from the Philippines. The reason for 
this Is that there ire  about 1 ,000,000 of 
the old blue uniforms on hand and It 
will be at least two years before the 
supply will be exhausted when the 
new ones will be Issued. To show that 
it la Impossible to obtain these uni­
forms, General Whiteman cited th* 
following: Th# adjutant general of 
New York state applied to the secre­
tary of war for the new uniforms for 
the 14,000 men forming the militia of 
that state, and an order was drawn on 
the quartermaster’s department for 
the uniforms. When the quartermas­
ter general stated he facta of the 
case, however, the order was revoked.

We 
concede that It Is not good policy aa a 
rule to give to states the asms* < 
men, hat Washington nnd Lincoln are 
name* that may properly be made ex­
ceptions to the rale.—Albuquerque 
Journal.

New Mexico Crop Conditions.
Th* following crop bulletin erne 

sued by the weather bureau Ji
Drouth conditions have lx 

Moved to some extent by light showers 
bet th* rain* have not been sufficient 
to Increase the scant water supply ma- 
ter tally or to do more than start th* 
grass on the range*. Conditions are 
not sufficiently favorable to warrant 
the planting ef crop* on lands depend­
ing on rainfall a lone for water supply 
and only about on* half of th* fields 
under <ii'ch have been seeded.

Except In n few localities, principal­
ly la the extreme north, where rains 
have been more abundant, range stock 
continues to shrink and na tome of th* 
sou there ranges th* losses continue to 
be heavy. The grass Is growing slow­
ly, but It haa had a atari aad Improve­
ment Is looked for shortly .

In some localities com planting baa 
not been finished, but generally th* 
crop le up and growing wall. Wheat 
end oats are also growing. Flrat al­
falfa le being cut as far noth na Albu­
querque, but the yield does not com* 
up to the average In the southern 
markets apricots are coming In.

Maw Mexico Fair.
The treaty-fourth annual New 

Mexico Fair, to be given la Albu­
querque npxt October, was formally 
launched at aa enthusiastic meeting 
of the executive committee at the Fair 
Association last night In tha Commer­
cial Club. Th* full committee, Presi­
dent MoGeffey and Secretary Guntul. 
were present, and the business of the 
twenty-fourth fair started off with a 
swing that means great things for the 
annual fall festival, says th* Albu­
querque Journal or May 24th. In the 
flrat place, this executive com­
mittee Aaa deriiied that the fair 
next October shall have something 
new, right off the Irons, to amuse th* 
people. They have settled on ah 
air ship. A  real, live air ship, that 
will sail. And. while they may not 
succeed in getting Santos Dumont, It 
le reasonably certain that they will se­
cure one of the expert* who will enter 
the World's Fair contests at 8t. Louis 
this summer to make an axhlbltlon 
here. -

The committee haa also tjeclded to 
hang np 96,000 for horse racing for 
the week, which, with the big 
stake races of last year repeated, will 
make It worth the while of th* big 
ones to come this way.

Youthful Murderer In Prison.
Sentenced to the territorial peniten­

tiary for Ilf* for murdering In oold 
blood hla cloaaat friend In order to get 
possession of 911, Antoale Marla Ar­
chuleta of Quests, Taos county, th* 16- 
year-old murderer at Dolores 8aa*h*a 
of Certs, la tbs ——  county, waa 
brought to Santa Fe from Taoe May 
24th and lodged In th* territorial 
prison.

Th* bey pleaded guilty to murder la 
the second degree and In response to a 
petition signed by the leading citizen* 
of Quest* tha court accepted the plea 
and Judge John R. McFle sentenced 
Archuleta to Uf* servitude. Th* guilty 
man heard hla sentence with a smile 
and walked laughingly away with th* 
sheriff.

The murder was one of the most 
wanton aad oold blooded that haa oc­
curred ta Taoe county. Archuleta, a 
poor laborer, and his young wife aad 
baby lived wttb Dolores Sanches aad 
upon hie charity. On th* night of th* 
murder, which occurred lest December. 
Arch a lets and Busches were together 
In a saloon at Quest* About midnight 
they left the saloon nnd went to the 
house of Archsleta's father am seme 
errand. They were alone and Archu­
leta. who bed bees awaiting the op­
portunity, cleft open the heed of Sea- 
ebae with thro* blows of aa ax. took 
tbs' coveted money and threw th* body 
lato a* old well.

Archuleta left Quests that same 
night and It was several days after­
ward that the body of the murdered 
man waa found What bad aroused 
suspicion aad had led to a search for 
th* body was the discovery of Mood 
aad brains that had been spattered 
upon the walls of the Archuleta home. 
Archuleta was soon afterward arrested 
and placed in th* penitentiary at San­
to P* for safe keeping. He was token 
to Taoe last week to stand trial.

Archuleta's version of the murder to 
that h* aad Sancha* quarreled white 
In the saloon at Quests. The quarrel 
became fiercer aa they Imbibed more 
Intoxtcasts aad upon their arrival at 
the Archuleta bome-he eel sed aa ax 
and killed Sanches la a fit of rag* aad 
drunkenness Thla story, however, 
wan not believed by th* near!
